				Montréal is a big city that has managed to keep its human touch; get to know it, and you’ll discover that it is above all a city of small streets and unique neighbourhoods, each with its own church, businesses, restaurants, and bars—in short, its own personality, shaped over the years by people from all corners of the globe.

				10 people, places and things that make Montréal

				1. Alleys

				Tucked away between its streets and avenues, Montréal’s alleys are like the city’s backstage. Children play entire Stanley Cup series of street hockey, stray cats rule all they survey, laundry flutters overhead in Italian style, and gardens, vines, and flowers flourish under the care of neighbourhood groups. These tiny, peaceable kingdoms show off the authentic face of the city.

				2. Bagels and smoked meat 

				Join the perpetual line-up in front of Schwartz’s or take late-night advantage of the 24/7/365 schedule of Mile End’s classic bagel bakeries, and you’ll understand how completely these traditional Jewish specialties have fused with Montréal’s identity. And not by accident: bagel connoisseurs rank the city’s typical thin, sweet, crisp bagels even above New York’s, while the sharp taste of Montréal smoked meat, less cloying than that made elsewhere, has made it a culinary icon.
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				3. Bixi 

				With its 650km of bike paths and its ubiquitous Bixi bike share stands, Montréal is a cyclist’s paradise. Inaugurated in 2009, Bixi (short for BIcycle and taXI) allows users to borrow a bike for a quick trip at a reasonable price. A North American first, the concept has since spread to Toronto, Boston, New York, Chicago, Washington, and as far as Melbourne, Australia. 

				4. Festivals

				From the Festival international de jazz de Montréal (the world’s largest) to Montréal en lumière, the FrancoFolies, Just for Laughs and many others, the whole year is a whirl of festivals for every taste and interest. In summer, the aptly named Place des Festivals is the heart of the action.

				5. Michel Tremblay 

				Michel Tremblay’s Chroniques du Plateau-Mont-Royal series firmly established him as the pre-eminent chronicler of life in Montréal, and especially the Plateau. With their dialogue written in authentic joual, the city’s common spoken French, his novels and plays about the neighbourhood’s deep-rooted working-class families are intimate, colourful and full of life.

				6. Montréal Canadiens 

				The National Hockey League’s legendary “Habs,” the Montréal Canadiens have won 24 Stanley Cups over the team’s hundred-year history. On game nights, the Bell Centre shakes with their fans’ deafening cheers, and so do sports bars and pubs throughout the city.

				7. Mount Royal

				Named for King Francis I by Jacques Cartier, and just minutes from downtown, the Plateau, and Outremont, Mount Royal is the flourishing green heart of the city. Citizens flock to the mountain year-round for hiking, cross-country skiing, skating, and the Tam-Tams, or just to pass the time and enjoy the magnificent views of the city from its lookouts.
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				8. Music scene

				Montréal’s stages have hosted immortal names like Robert Charlebois, Leonard Cohen, Diane Dufresne, Jean-Pierre Ferland, Oscar Peterson, Jean Leloup, and many more. Today, it’s the likes of Arcade Fire, Pierre Lapointe, Malajube, Ariane Moffatt, Godspeed You! Black Emperor, Patrick Watson, and Grimes – world-renowned artists who regularly return to their hometown to play both huge festivals and small, intimate clubs. 

				9. Outdoor staircases 

				Montréal’s signature outdoor staircases owe their existence to the city’s equally characteristic winters: by putting the stairs outside, you save the expense of heating a stairwell. Snaking up gracefully to reach the upper storeys of the city’s typical “duplex” and “triplex” apartments, and often colourfully painted and hung with flowering vines, they’re one of the city’s most familiar and charming architectural symbols. 

				10. Underground city

				The 32-km warren of tunnels and underground galleries that spreads out under downtown Montréal is unique in the world. Linking metro stations, office towers, universities, malls, hotels, and more, it’s a boon in Montréal’s harsh winters. But it’s also a huge labyrinth dotted with works of art, a unique urban experience to discover.

				15 important dates
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Fifth century: Nomadic Indigenous peoples settle in the St. Lawrence river valley and on the island known today as Montréal.


						
1535: On his second voyage to North America, Jacques Cartier sails up the river to the island of Montréal, where he visits an Iroquois village and climbs the mountain, naming it Mount Royal.


						
1642: A French colony, originally named Ville-Marie, is founded on the island, under the command of Paul de Chomedey, Sieur de Maisonneuve, and with the support of Jeanne Mance.


						
1701: The French and First Nations sign a treaty, ushering in a period of peace and fostering the development of a fur trade centered on Montréal.


						
1760: Like Québec City the previous year, Montréal falls into the hands of British troops.


						
1837: Riots break out in Montréal, with the Fils de la Liberté (Sons of Liberty), a movement comprised of young French Canadians, opposing the British loyalists of the Doric Club.


						
1849: A loyalist riot leads to a fire that destroys the Parliament Building; after just five years as capital of the Province of Canada, Montréal loses that title forever.


						
1867: Modern Canada is founded through the confederation of three British colonies, expanding the domestic market and greatly benefiting Montréal’s development and industrialization in subsequent years.


						
1876: Creation of Mount Royal Park by Frederick Law Olmsted, who also designed New York City’s Central Park.


						
1966: Inauguration of the metro.


						
1967: The City of Montréal holds the successful Expo 67 World’s Fair.


						
1970: In October, a crisis breaks out when the Front de Libération du Québec (FLQ) kidnaps British diplomat James Cross and minister Pierre Laporte. The Canadian government reacts by imposing martial law, and the Canadian army occupies Montréal.


						
1976: The Summer Olympic Games are held in Montréal.


						
2006: Montréal is designated a UNESCO City of Design.


						
2009: Inauguration of the Place des Festivals 
in the Quartier des Spectacles.

				What to see, what to do

				The unique historical and cultural setting of the narrow streets of Old Montréal [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] (Vieux-Montréal) is an ideal starting point for exploring the city.
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				In the 18th century, Montréal, like Québec City, was surrounded by stone fortifications. Between 1801 and 1817, these ramparts were demolished at the behest of local merchants who saw them as an obstacle to the city’s development. However, the old town retained its network of narrow streets compressed by nearly a century of confinement behind the walls. Today’s Old Montréal is essentially this area, the former fortified city. 

				During the 19th century, this area became the hub of commercial and financial activity in Canada. Banks and insurance companies built sumptuous head offices here, which meant the demolition of almost all of the buildings erected under the French regime. 
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					Rue Saint-Paul, Montréal’s oldest street.
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				The area was later largely abandoned for nearly 40 years, in favour of today’s modern downtown. The long process of breathing new life into Old Montréal got underway during the preparations for Expo 67 and continues today with numerous conversion and restoration projects. Indeed, this revitalization got a second wind starting in the late 1990s; several high-end hotels have been established in historic buildings, while many Montrealers have rejuvenated the neighbourhood by making it their home.

				This tour starts at the western tip of Old Montréal, on Rue Saint-Jacques (Square-Victoria–OACI metro). Square Victoria (see Click here), located behind you, is described in the Downtown Montréal tour.

				Rue Saint-Jacques [1]

				Rue Saint-Jacques was the main artery of Canadian high finance for over a century. This role is reflected in its rich and varied architecture. In those years, the banks, insurance companies and department stores, as well as the nation’s railway and shipping companies, were largely controlled by Montrealers of Scottish extraction, who had come to the colonies to make their fortune.

				Former head office of the Royal Bank of Canada (Banque Royale) [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] [2]
360 Rue St-Jacques; Square-Victoria–OACI metro

				Begun in 1928 according to plans by New York skyscraper specialists, the former head office of the Royal Bank (now RBC) was one of the last buildings to be erected during this era of prosperity. Inside the tower, visitors can admire the high ceilings of this “temple of finance,” built at a time when banks needed impressive buildings to win customers’ confidence. The actual bank branch is now closed, but visitors can still enter the hall.

				Molson Bank (Banque Molson) [image: Etoile Ulysse] [3]
288 Rue St-Jacques; 
Square-Victoria–OACI metro

				The Molson Bank was founded in 1853 by the Molson family, famous for the brewery established in 1786 by their ancestor, John Molson (1763-1836). The Molson Bank, like other banks at the time, even printed its own paper money—an indication of the power wielded by its owners, who contributed greatly to the city’s development. Completed in 1866, the bank’s head office was one of Canada’s earliest examples of the Second Empire, or Napoleon III, style. Above the entrance, visitors will see the sandstone carvings of the heads of William Molson and two of his children. 

				Walk along Rue Saint-Jacques; you’ll soon reach Place d’Armes.

				Place d’Armes [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] [4]
Place-d’Armes metro

				Under the French regime, Place d’Armes was the heart of the city. Used for military manoeuvres and religious processions, the square was also the location of the Gadoys well, the city’s main source of potable water. In 1847, the square was transformed into a lovely, fenced-in Victorian garden, which was destroyed at the beginning of the 20th century to make room for a tramway terminal. In the meantime, a Monument to Maisonneuve [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] was erected in 1895. Executed by sculptor

				Philippe Hébert, it shows the founder of Montréal, Paul de Chomedey, Sieur de Maisonneuve, surrounded by prominent figures from the city’s early history. A recent redesign has given the square a new, more contemporary look.

				Bank of Montréal (Banque 
de Montréal) [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] [5]

				The Bank of Montréal is the country’s oldest banking institution. Its present head office takes up an entire block on the north side of Place d’Armes. A magnificent building built in 1847 and modelled after the Roman Pantheon, it occupies the place of honour in the centre of the block. Inside, a splendid banking hall is designed in the style of a Roman basilica, with green syenite columns, gilded bronze ornamentation and beige marble counters. 

				New York Life Building [image: Etoile Ulysse] [6]
511 Place d’Armes; Place-d’Armes metro

				This surprising red sandstone tower was erected in 1888 for the New York Life insurance company. Although it only has eight floors, it is regarded as Montréal’s first skyscraper. 

				Notre-Dame Basilica (Basilique Notre-Dame 
de Montréal) [image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse][image: Etoile Ulysse] [7]

				In 1823, the Sulpician Order commissioned James O’Donnell, a Protestant Irish New Yorker, to design the largest, most distinctive church north of Mexico. Notre-Dame Basilica was built between 1824 and 1829, a masterpiece of the uniquely North American approach to Gothic Revival. Rather than simply a pastiche of European cathedrals, it is a true child of the Industrial Revolution, enhanced by a medieval-style decor.

					Inside the Notre-Dame Basilica.
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				O’Donnell was so pleased with his work that he converted to Catholicism before his death, so that he could be buried under the church. The interior we see today is made entirely of wood, painted and gilded with gold leaf. Particularly noteworthy features include the baptistery, the powerful electro-pneumatic Casavant organ with 7,000 pipes, the stained-glass windows which depict various episodes in the history of Montréal, and, to the rear of the sanctuary, the Chapelle du Sacré-Cœur (Sacred Heart Chapel), commonly called the “wedding chapel” because of the countless nuptials held there every year.

				Vieux Séminaire de Saint-Sulpice [image: Etoile Ulysse] [8] 
130 Rue Notre-Dame Ouest

				The Vieux Séminaire Saint-Sulpice, or old seminary, was built in 1683 in the style of a Parisian hôtel particulier, and is the oldest building in the city. For more than three centuries, it has been occupied by Sulpician priests. When it was built, Montréal was home to barely 500 inhabitants and was constantly being terrorized by Iroquois attacks. Under those circumstances, the seminary, although modest in appearance, represented a precious haven of European civilization in the middle of the wilderness. 

				Take Rue Saint-Sulpice, which runs alongside the basilica.

				Old Montréal features a large number of 19th-century warehouses with stone frames used to store the goods unloaded from ships at the nearby port. Certain elements of their design—their large windows intended to reduce the need for artificial gas lighting and consequently the risk of fire, their wide open interior spaces, the austere style of their Victorian facades—make these buildings the natural precursors of modern architecture. Like many similar buildings in Montréal, these former warehouses have been converted into apartments and offices, and little Rue Le Royer has been turned into a pleasant pedestrian street.

				Turn right on Rue Saint-Paul, towards Place Royale, which lies on the left side of the street.

				Rue Saint-Paul [10] and Place Royale [11]

				Rue Saint-Paul is Montréal’s oldest street. Laid out in 1672, it long served as Montréal’s main commercial artery. It is probably Old Montréal’s most emblematic street, lined with 19th-century stone buildings that are home to art galleries, arts-and-crafts shops and jazz clubs, making it a great place for a stroll. Montréal’s oldest public square, Place Royale, dates back to 1657.

				The museum lies on the exact site where Montréal was founded on May 17, 1642: Pointe à Callière. The museum provides visitors with a survey of the city’s history: a multimedia display traces the history of Montréal from the emergence of the Saint Lawrence River to the present day. The basements and the underground gallery under Place Royale display the artifacts found here, explained through handsome dioramas and remarkable interpretation explaining the development of Place Royale over time. The new Mariners’ House building hosts temporary exhibits, an archaeology workshop for children, and the museum shop, and the Ancienne-Douane building is home to the permanent Pirates or Privateers? exhibit. The belvedere in the main building offers a magnificent view of the Old Port.
