				At the end of each tour, a creative directory gives the full address and contact information for each cultural site along the tour. The directory also features cafés, restaurants, boutiques, and bars that are favoured by local artists or give a taste of life à la montréalaise.

				Introduction

				The two city boroughs covered in this tour include a number of highly distinct and diverse neighbourhoods, as you make your way from La Petite-Patrie and its Plaza Saint-Hubert strip in the southwest to Saint-Michel and its new Cité des arts du cirque in the northeast. This part of town is home to a wide variety of communities; it’s chiefly French-speaking, but don’t be surprised to hear snatches of Italian, Spanish, or Creole as you walk by. 

				Commercial and residential streets, parks large and small, school zones, road networks, a dump being converted into a park, crowded, busy blocks, others quiet and empty: this area is full of variety, and that goes for its culture too. No single art form is dominant here, and the chief cultural venues along the walk represent several different scenes. Art Mûr is one of the leaders in Québec contemporary art and Cinéma Beaubien is a treasure trove for lovers of art house film, while TOHU is the beating heart of the circus arts.

				Be aware that this tour covers a lot of ground, and that points of interest are often a fair distance apart. Walking is still the best way to get a feel for the different neighbourhoods, but we’ll suggest times when it would be better to take the metro or the bus. Or go by bike: there are plenty of Bixi stands throughout the area.
