				A valid passport is sufficient for most visitors from the United States and Western Europe planning to stay less than three months in Canada. For longer stays, a three-month extension can be obtained; to make a request you must have a return ticket and a proof of sufficient funds to cover the stay. Trudeau International Airport

				Montréal-Pierre Elliott Trudeau International Airport, which is also simply referred to as “Montréal-Trudeau” (or sometimes by its former name, “Dorval Airport”) is about a 20min drive from downtown Montréal. To reach the downtown area by car, take Highway 20 East to the junction with the Ville-Marie Highway (720) and follow directions to “Centre-ville, Vieux-Montréal.”

				The Express Bus 747 (www.stm.info) is the most practical and least costly way of getting downtown from the airport. This shuttle bus runs to and from the airport 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. After leaving the airport, it runs nonstop to Lionel-Groulx metro station, makes nine stops downtown (mostly along Boulevard René-Lévesque), and terminates at the Montréal central bus station. The trip takes between 45min and 1h. The fare is $10; if you pay on the bus, you need exact change in coins, but there are ticket machines in the airport terminal that accept credit and debit cards as well as cash. The 747 ticket is good for 24 hours’ unlimited travel by bus and metro. Monthly and weekly transit passes and 1- and 3-day tourist passes are accepted on the 747 bus for no extra charge.
