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Author’s biography





   




  Charles Lutwidge Dodgson, best known by his pseudonym, Lewis Carroll, was born on January 27, 1832, and was the third of eleven children. His father, Charles Dodgson was an anglican clergyman. In 1843, the whole family moved to Croft in Yorkshire. Charles Lutwidge Dodgson was sent to a boardschool in Richmond before he joined a public school in Rugby. In 1851, the same year of his mother’s death, he was awarded a studentship in Christ Church College, Oxford.




   




  In December 1854, Charles Lutwidge Dodgson got a 1st in mathematics and became member of Christ Church. A year later in 1855, after he became a dean, he committed to priesthood and started lecturing mathematics. The same year, he got in contact with the Comic Times’ director, Edmund Yates to have him publish his poems and short stories.




  It was in 1856 that Edmund Yates designated his pseudonym to Charles Lutwidge Dodgson, who then became known as Lewis Carroll. The very same year, Lewis Caroll met Ellen Terry, a young actress, and Alice Liddell, the daughter of Henry George Liddell, new appointed dean of Christ Church.




   




  From 1856 to 1861, while Lewis Caroll was still lecturing, he started to develop an interest in photography. He photographed the little Alice to whom he became very attached. Lewis Carroll got appointed diacre but eventhough he renounced becoming a priest, he kept on giving lectures.




  It was during a river expedition with Alice and her sisters Edith and Lorina in 1862 Alice’s Adventures Underground were first narrated. The illustrated manuscript was offered to Alice two years later.




   




  Encouraged by his friends, Lewis Caroll got a second version of the novel published. He changed its name for Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland. The novel which was illustrated by John Tenniel was published in 1865 by the Macmillan brothers, Alexander and Daniel.  The same year, Lewis Caroll got an anonymous publication of his pamphlet, The Dynamics of a parti-cle. This is when he fell out with the Liddels.




   




  He wrote Through the Looking Glass in 1867, and for the first and last time of his life, Lewis Caroll travelled to Europe and Russia with his dear friend, Dr Lindon. From these voyages came out Travels To Russia.  




  The following year, because of the death of his father, Charles had to help financially and materially his family and more particularly his sisters.




  In 1869, he published a collection of poems entitled Phantasmagoria and Other Poems. 




  In December 1871, the Macmillan brothers published Through the Looking Glass and What Alice Found There. 
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
