11        About this text

        It is nearly 30 years since we collaborated in writing our first research methods book, Research Methods for Business Students, and seven years since we wrote the second edition of Doing Research in Business and Management. The success of both books suggests that research methods is a popular subject with business and management students. This may be so. But we think that it has more to do with the fact that research methods is a complex area – one where it is easy to do things, but much less easy to do things right.

        In writing the third edition of Doing Research in Business and Management, we have, alongside the many comments we have received regarding previous editions, considered the implications of Generative Artificial Intelligence (Gen-AI) and the COVID-19 pandemic for doing research. The rapid growth of in the use of Gen-AI is changing the way in which we do things, including how we research (Budhwar et al., 20231). The pandemic also caused us to adapt the way we do research, accelerating the shift from face-to-face to online methods and the use of cloud-based and computer-assisted technologies (Nind et al., 20212). 

        Responding to these challenges and other developments, we have fully revised the book, expanded our discussion of online methods and integrated the use of Gen-AI in research throughout. As part of this we have introduced additional ‘Research in practice’ boxed examples featuring both ChatGPT and Copilot, which are mindful of the changing environment and variations in universities’ policies on their use. We have also, for the first time, included case studies at the end of all chapters. Written by colleagues, these provide up-to-date scenarios illustrating aspects of doing research associated with the specific chapter. Alongside, we have taken the opportunity to expand the number of ‘definition’ boxes for research terms and to emphasise the skills developed that are valued by employers.

        In particular, we have revised Chapter 2 to provide greater insights about what it means to review the literature critically; Chapter 3 to further emphasise the importance of research ethics and of gaining informed consent from those taking part, and provide more guidance on managing the research project and, in particular, time management; Chapter 4 to incorporate more detail on research philosophy and its relationship with the research question, objectives and methods; and the importance of ensuring methodological fit; Chapter 5 to take account fully of the numerous sources of secondary data available online; Chapter 6 to incorporate the use of visual data; Chapter 7 to include a discussion of validity/credibility and reliability/dependability; and Chapter 8 to add a section on writing both consultancy and academic research reports, and to include details on preparing a poster presentation. Alongside this we have also taken the opportunity to update examples and references as well as to revise tables and figures. Inevitably, the body of knowledge of research methods has developed further since 2018, and we have revised all chapters accordingly. Our experiences of teaching and supervising students and working through their methods with them have suggested alternative ways to explain concepts, and we have incorporated these where appropriate.


12                It may sound strange, but we think that business and management students in the third category, those who opt not to do a research project at all, can gain just as much from this book as those in the other two categories. Students spend a lot of time studying material which is the result of careful research that has been scrutinised by the research community prior to publication. This scrutiny is a guarantee of good quality. However, some of what is read may not have been through quite such a rigorous process. Knowing something about the research process enables the right questions to be asked of the material. It gives a sense of healthy scepticism that is the hallmark of a university education.

        As with previous editions, much of our updating has been guided by comments from students, colleagues, friends and family, to whom we are most grateful. We are particularly grateful to Zeineb Djebali, Andre de la Harpe, Colin Hughes, Natasha Mauthner, Ilanza Perold, Ben Saunders and Nicholas Wheeler for their insightful comments and help with early drafts of chapters. Colleagues and friends deserve thanks for writing case studies: Ebru Calin, Pavel Chalupnicek, Duc Do, He (Heather) He, Mitaali Katoch, Fahimeh Negintaji, Ilanza Perold and Céline Rojon.

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        How you might use this text

        We don’t anticipate that you will read this text progressively from Chapter 1 through to Chapter 8. In fact, you may not read all the chapters, although we certainly hope that you will! The reason, we suspect, is that you will choose those chapters that meet your own needs. This may be because you are in one of the categories we mentioned earlier or have specific questions about the research process you need to answer, or it may be that your research methods lecturers specify certain chapters. We’ve written the chapters in such a way that they can be read on their own without recourse to the other chapters. To some extent, they draw inevitably on material from other chapters directly. Where this is so, we have cross-referenced to the relevant chapter or section. But the point remains that you can pick up any chapter in isolation and make sense of it.

        This book is not a self-study text in the truest sense; there are no questions with model answers! However, we have included points in each chapter which facilitate an element of independent learning. Each chapter begins with a summary of content which we call ‘Why read this chapter?’ This gives you some idea of the chapter content and the approach we have taken on the topic being discussed. Each chapter contains a small number of examples of research called ‘Research in practice’. These serve to illustrate in a practical manner some of the points being made in the chapter, in much the same way as a lecturer would give practical examples in a research methods lecture. Every chapter ends with a summary of the main points in the chapter and a section called ‘Thinking about …’. Here we make suggestions as to how you may test and reinforce the learning you have achieved during the reading of the chapter. Each chapter finishes with a case study drawing on an actual student’s research to provide a more in-depth example. Throughout the book, key research terms we use are isolated and placed in ‘definition’ boxes to make it easy for you to refresh your understanding of these terms as you read through each chapter.











14        What’s in the text?

        Chapter 1 deals with the first issue you will encounter in the research process: choosing your research topic. We suggest a variety of ways in which you may decide upon your topic, offer guidance in deciding what constitutes an effective research topic and consider topics which may be problematic. In the latter part of the chapter, we deal with the issue of defining suitable research questions and objectives. The chapter ends with a discussion on what is meant by the all-important term ‘theory’.

        In Chapter 2, we approach the subject of the critical literature review and explain what it means to be critical. We offer some practical suggestions on the way you may go about approaching your literature review and actually conducting it. We consider the use of full-text databases of academic articles. The chapter also explains what constitutes an effective critical literature review and offers guidance on how it may be structured and how to take notes and reference correctly.

        Chapter 3 is concerned with managing the research process. It considers practical issues regarding gaining physical access to organisations from which you may collect your own research data, and cognitive access to research subjects. In this chapter, we also consider the issues of self-management you may face in conducting your research, particularly the effective use of resources such as time. The management of other aspects of the research process is also discussed, such as working with your project tutor and meeting your university’s requirements. We also help you to think about how to ensure you research ethically.

        The subject of Chapter 4 is your research design. This involves a consideration of the importance of research philosophy, the main philosophies you may adopt and the ways in which they affect the choice of strategy. We discuss different approaches to theory development and descriptive, exploratory, explanatory and evaluative research purposes. Mono, multi- and mixed-methods methodological choices are outlined and the different research strategies explained. We end the chapter with a discussion of the quality criteria of validity/credibility and reliability/dependability, the importance of methodological fit and ensuring that your research results and conclusions are believable.

        In Chapter 5 we consider the use of secondary data. We discuss the valuable role which secondary data may play in your research and the reasons you may use secondary data. The ready availability of a wealth of secondary data online is considered. We also warn you about some of the pitfalls inherent in the use of secondary data and how to assess their value to your own research project.

        Chapter 6 focuses on the collection of primary data. We first explain how to choose a sample. We then consider three frequently used methods of collecting primary data in more detail. In this, we look at how to design and distribute effective questionnaires, including the use of online questionnaires; conduct face-to-face, telephone and Internet-mediated interviews; and undertake structured and unstructured observations.


15        In Chapter 7 we deal with the process of data analysis. We discuss the two types of data – quantitative and qualitative – and the ways in which these data may be prepared for analysis and actually analysed. The use of statistics in both the presentation and analysis of data is explained, with particular emphasis on the generic use of software packages. We also discuss ways in which qualitative data may be prepared for analysis, coded and analysed. As with the analysis of quantitative data, we emphasise the way in which you may develop theory from the analysed data.

        Chapter 8 is devoted to writing your research proposal, writing your project report and preparing and giving a presentation. We explain how the process of writing clarifies your ideas, and we emphasise the importance of treating the writing of your proposal and project report as items of ‘work in progress’ by constantly revising them. The chapter includes a discussion on the structure and content of the proposal, a consultancy project report and an academic project report, and the appropriate writing style to adopt. Finally, we discuss how to develop both presentations and posters.

        We hope you will learn a lot from this book: that’s why it exists! But we also hope that you will enjoy reading it. Doing your research project should be fun!

Chapter 1 Choosing the research topic









        1.1 Why you should read this chapter

        This is a big moment in your life. You are about to embark on a voyage of discovery. You will discover a lot about the research process, the topic you are going to research and, we hope, a lot about yourself too. For many of you, the research project is the one part of your course where you have an opportunity to choose what you are going to study and the way in which you will study it. We hope that you see this as an exciting opportunity because we believe strongly that’s what it is. It’s your chance to express your individuality, your ingenuity and imagination, your resourcefulness and, above all, your personal organisational skills. These attributes have always been important. But in today’s world, they are more important than ever. Why do we say this? It’s because we think that all the social, economic and technological changes of the last few years have empowered us all to take charge of our own lives to a greater extent than ever before. So take charge of your research topic now!

        The overall purpose of this chapter is to enable you to get your research project off to a good start by choosing a topic to research that will give you the best chance of succeeding and passing this important component of your course. It’s worth bearing in mind that, however good you may be at all the relevant skills that go into producing a good research project, you will give yourself a better chance of succeeding if you choose your topic wisely. The creative thinking skills that you develop in asking and justifying clear research questions about business and management topics are really valued by employers. They will be refined throughout your research project, its completion being a testament to your abilities to manage time and work independently.  

        In this chapter, we start by considering what research is, why it is important and, in particular, its value in business and management. We look at why choosing the right research topic is so important and explain why, for many of us, the choice of topic is so difficult. The choice is made easier if this decision-making process is tackled in a systematic way, and we outline some of the procedures for adopting a systematic approach. Then, having got to the stage where you have chosen a topic, we examine ways in which the topic you have chosen can be refined so that it is acceptable to your assessors and will provide you with the maximum amount of satisfaction. We end the chapter with a consideration of what makes a good research topic, and offer help on framing it as an overarching research question and objectives.








2        1.2 What research is

        The term ‘research’ is difficult to avoid and we can see the outcomes of research all around us. When we browse social media, catch up on the news, or hear the latest fact-checking of a political party’s claims, we are consuming research. Advertisers highlight results of research, encouraging us to buy products and services, and documentary programme makers tell us their research findings. Unfortunately, such everyday uses can be a disservice to what is really meant by ‘research’. The term is sometimes used to get your attention, or elicit respect for what is being said, with little understanding or interpretation or even a clear purpose.

        For us, research is a process in which data are collected and analysed systematically with the clear purpose of finding things out. This emphasises two important characteristics. First, that research is undertaken systematically, being based on logical relationships. Second, ‘finding things out’ highlights that there are a wide range of possible purposes and that there is a clear goal to the process. These purposes are often stated as describing, explaining, establishing, exploring, criticising or analysing. They emphasise that your research has a clear focus, such as seeking the answer to a question or number of questions, or the solution to a problem.

        Following on from our earlier definition, business research is a process that is undertaken with a clear purpose to find out things about business and management. It can be undertaken by people based in a variety of settings, including both universities and organisations. Such research needs to be both credible, having a rigorous method, and relevant to the practice of business and management (McKiernan and Tsui, 20203). Business research can therefore be seen as being undertaken with the clear purpose of finding things out, in the particular context of business and management, and being relevant.

        All business research projects can be placed on a continuum according to their purpose and context. At one end of this continuum is research that is undertaken predominantly in universities to understand the processes of business and management and their outcomes. This is undertaken purely to find out, with very little thought being given to its relevance to practice. This research is called basic (or pure or fundamental) research. At the other end of the continuum is research that is of direct and immediate use to businesses and managers, addressing issues they see as important. Unlike basic research, such applied research is presented in ways that can be understood and acted upon by managers. We consider it to be very similar to consultancy that is done well.

3        1.3 The importance of research

        It furthers our knowledge and understanding of all fields of human activity

        When we think of research, we often initially think of areas such as medicine, robotics or climate change – topics associated with science. Clearly research that advances our knowledge and understanding of, for example, the treatment of cancer is vital to human progress. Much of such scientific research is based within the business environment; multinational organisations involved in pharmaceuticals, agriculture or food provide an obvious illustration. Such organisations have huge research and development (R&D) budgets which have a profound influence on their costings. R&D expenditure is critical to product innovation and to service enhancement and can give organisations a competitive advantage over rivals. 

        Research to understand the world in which organisations operate is similarly important. Much of this may be concerned with social rather than pure science. So, for example, an understanding of the behaviours of the researchers working in the R&D function is vital if they are to work together and operate as effective teams.








        It applies rigour to the production of knowledge

        The central message of this book is to encourage you to carry out your research in a systematic way, so that, as far as possible, your methods can be replicated by other researchers. This means actions taken will be based on good rather than arbitrarily and anecdotally produced information, thus improving the chances of success. In addition, systematic research can be held up to scrutiny, so the researcher has to explain and justify the methods used. 








        It assists in the dissemination of knowledge and understanding

        Much of the material you read on your course is the result of research done by business and management academics. They have published their findings and conclusions in journal articles and books so others can read about and use their findings. You too will be able to share your findings and conclusions, perhaps by placing your project report in the course archive or library and, if appropriate, by distributing the report within the organisation(s) upon which you based your research. 








4        It’s part of an iterative process which creates the platform for further research

        Research creates the need for more research. Human knowledge is infinite. Even if you think you have a sound grasp of processes in one business context, it may be that research work has to be carried out in a different context (e.g. a different industry). If, for example, you have read published research about team effectiveness in a call centre, you may wish to conduct research using the same methods in a retail store to see if the findings are applicable in that environment.








        1.4 Why choosing the right research topic is so important

        It is possible, of course, that you are constrained in your choice of research topic. Your university may define strict limits outside which you may not stray. Alternatively, it is possible that an employer has asked you to undertake a piece of research. In either case, some of the points in the next two sections on choosing the right research topic and generating research ideas may not apply to you directly. However, we encourage you not to ignore the points made. It may be that, although you do not have a free choice of the general topic, the way in which you approach it is entirely your decision.

        Now let’s look at some of the reasons why choosing the right research topic is so important.








        You have to live with it

        The decision about which research topic to choose is something you will have to live with, maybe for as long as a year or more. We mean this in two senses. First, it is a topic you will become intimately familiar with, so it makes sense to choose something that you will enjoy. Ask yourself: what am I really interested in? OK, so it may be that football is your passion. Well, football nowadays is big business, particularly in the major leagues in Europe, such as the English Premier League. So if your passion has a business dimension, then maybe there is a research topic to be pursued. One of our student’s undergraduate projects explored the reasons why attendances at matches were generally lower when the match was screened live on television. This led into interesting areas such as the affiliation aspect of motivation theory, where some people, for example a football team’s fans, have a need to be affiliated with like-minded people and are motivated towards interaction with these people, leading them to attend matches. This posed a question about the extent to which a comfortable armchair and the economic benefits of not attending the match in person overrode the need for affiliation!

        The second sense in which we mean that the decision about your choice of research topic is something you will have to live with is that when you have chosen it, normally there is no going back. You will make life much more difficult for yourself if you find out halfway through the time period allotted to your research that you have chosen the wrong topic. It may be possible to change even at that stage, but you will spend the rest of the allotted time playing catch-up. We talk later in this chapter about problems in choosing a research topic, and the consequences of making the wrong choice. So it is better to spend the time at the outset making sure it’s right for you. It is a time-consuming process. Many students have remarked to us in the past that they thought that choosing their topic would be easy. It may be easy to choose one that interests you, but turning your topic into a viable question that meets your university’s requirements may take much longer than you thought.








5        It will be better choosing a topic that both exploits and develops your knowledge and skills

        As well as choosing a topic that you will enjoy, it obviously makes sense to choose a topic that you are capable of doing well. Making a list of your skills and knowledge seems a good starting point. Here are a few questions you can ask yourself to help you prepare the list.

        What are your personal strengths and weaknesses?

        We are all better at some things than others. You may have discovered strengths on your course that you want to exploit. These may relate to your background experience or particular skills that you can practise in the data collection and analysis stages of the research. The knowledge gained in previous or current work experience is a good knowledge source for many students. You are more likely to know your way around some of the areas that need specialist knowledge. In addition, this specialist knowledge will lead more easily to an informed research question that needs answering. Alternatively, you may be keen to learn about an industry that’s new to you. For example, you may be fascinated by online gaming and want to learn more about that industry with a view to possible employment. In this case, you will need to ask yourself whether locating a research project in that industry will give you an equal chance of success compared to an industry with which you may be familiar. It’s also a good idea to think about the modules you have studied and those in which you have had success. This will give you a confident start.

        The data collection and analysis methods you adopt offer slightly different options. Here, you may be experienced at interviewing but less so at designing questionnaires. Do you exploit your expertise or decide to learn the skill of questionnaire design and associated statistical analysis? Of course, you can include elements of both. The choices you make may be based on practical as well as personal development considerations. It’s not much good having learned a lot but not passed the module!

        What knowledge and skills do you think you will need in the future?

        This may be quite a difficult question to answer for many of us. Few of us could have predicted a few years ago the extent to which we all now need skills to utilise Gen-AI in both our work and home lives. Yet it may be possible for you to predict some of the generic skills you will need for effective personal performance. Some of the softer skills, such as influencing others and conducting meetings, you may have encountered during your course. The opportunity may present itself in your research to practise some of these skills, particularly in the data collection stage (Chapter 6). Analysing your data will offer further opportunities to develop your knowledge and skills (Chapter 7). In the same way, your choice of topic could help develop your specialist knowledge of an aspect of your chosen area of employment.


6        What resources can you draw upon to help?

        The value of this question is most evident when it reveals the absence of resources. Most of you will have access to key people such as lecturers, managers and colleagues. The extent to which they can be of assistance will, of course, vary. It will be very valuable to be able to consult an ‘expert’ in the subject area you are studying for your research but, if you have chosen a fairly specialist field, the absence of such assistance may be a considerable block to your progress. You will, of course, have access to information technology, but such issues as the processing of questionnaire answers and the analysis of questionnaire data are complex and demanding especially if you have no experience in these areas. Don’t be afraid to ask for help!

        Will your choice of topic help you pass the whole course?

        Although we have put the emphasis here upon self-development, the point remains that you must choose a topic that will allow you to meet the assessment requirements and will give you the best possible chance of passing with a good grade. If there is one fundamental lesson that we have learned as a result of supervising many research projects over the years, it is this: the earlier you start deciding upon your topic, the more likely you will be to choose one that can ensure final success!








        1.5 Why choosing a research topic is difficult

        There is no question that, for many of us, choosing the right topic is one of the most difficult aspects of the whole research process. At this stage, you are on your own! It has to come from you; and making decisions, which have important consequences, is often difficult for most of us. So, what are some of the reasons why this one may be particularly difficult? 








        There is simply too much choice

        It’s wonderful living in an age when so much information is available at our fingertips. But this can lead us to think that there is no question that has not been asked and no problem that has not been solved. Whatever it is we are interested in, there appears to be a vast amount of information available, much of which there is never enough time to read. This results in the inevitable feeling that whatever it is you have in mind will have been done before. Well, it probably has, but maybe not in the way you intend to do it. But that doesn’t mean you can’t tackle it. One of the most popular undergraduate research topics is worker motivation. ‘What is it that workers value most about their working lives?’ is a frequently asked question. The textbooks are full of generic answers to this question, and your university library will be full of project reports that have asked the same question. Yet there are lots of managers in organisations who need to know the answer in respect of their own employees. In other words, even the most familiar topic can be applied to many different, specific contexts.








7        The fear it will be too difficult

        The research process is challenging enough without making it more difficult by choosing a topic that stretches you too far. How will you know if that is the case? Have a look at the literature on a topic that interests you as a possible choice. Maybe the way in which the topic is covered has an overly theoretical approach which makes it too difficult for you to ‘think your way in’. The motivation of people to work has a distinctly practical feel. But researching the way in which the brain operates to direct our enthusiasm to one interest rather than another seems to emphasise the biological aspects rather than the business perspective, for which your course has prepared you.







        The fear that it will be insufficiently theoretical

        It’s quite understandable that you should feel a mild sense of panic when you go to your project tutor to explain with great enthusiasm your choice of research topic, only to be greeted by ‘Yes, very interesting, but what role will theory play?’ This is where it starts to get tricky. But don’t despair, because theory has a role to play in all project reports. It’s just a question of how and where you use it. Later in this chapter we explore the role of theory in writing research questions and objectives. In Chapter 4, we explain that theory can be used as a ‘way in’ to your research by setting up theoretical propositions which can be tested in practice. It can also be used as a lens through which you can study your data, or a structure against which you can perform your data analysis.

        In case you are unconvinced, just consider this statement: ‘students read research methods textbooks in the hope that they will perform more effectively in their research module’. That’s a theory, and what you are doing right now is evidence that it is accurate!
