Starykon. In a red field a silver horse with golden
hooves, striding to the right, the left forefoot and the right hind
foot raised, the tail raised vertically, around the body a wide,
black, gold-edged saddle belt; Helm adornment: an ax as in the
Topor coat of arms, with the blade turned to the right, with the
lower tip of the blade resting diagonally right on the crown. About
the origin of this coat of arms it is said: From three brothers
Sedziwoj, Nawoj and Zegota, who used the coat of arms Topor, Zegota
went abroad and stayed there for a long time. When he returned to
Poland, his brothers had divided their father's estates,
Sieciechowice in Sendomierz Voivodeship, not only refusing him his
share but also disowning him as their brother. Zegota turned to the
monarch, presenting the evidence of his origins, with a request for
recognition of the same and his rights, as well as granting a
different coat of arms, since he did not want to lead the same with
the brothers who denied him, whom he now also denied. The monarch
complied with his request and left him the choice of his coat of
arms. Zegota now asked for the white horse (Kon) in the coat of
arms, on which he had ridden abroad from home, but as a helmet
ornament the ax of the Topor coat of arms, to indicate his origin.
The prince confirmed this coat of arms and named it Starykon after
the coat of arms image (Kofi) and the coat of arms Topor
acclamation Starza (from stary, old). This coat of arms was also
just called Starza. From then on, Zegota called himself Zaprzaniec
(deniers), which name was then probably given to the coat of arms,
later changed to Szafraniec. Nothing is certain about the time of
this coat of arms change, only that it must have taken place at
least before 1080. This coat of arms is used by:

arms and mentions the coat of arms as follows

Another historian, Kasper
Niesiecki (1682–1744), describes the coat of
arms, citing the historical works of Marcin Bielski

The horse should be white with golden hooves, in a
red field, half girded with a black belt, tail raised, left front
leg and right hind leg slightly off the ground, "as happens when
running: on a helmet an ax with a lower one End as if drowned in
the crown (...) .

The origin of the name of the coat of
arms has two possibilities. The first derives from the nickname Old
Horse from , but is not confirmed in historical sources. The
second from the appellatively named
group is the ancient horse , with Latin equivalents:
antiquus equus , antiquus caballus , antiquus cabellus (
ap. alto and
horse , from lat . antiquus -
alto and equus , caballus , cabellus - horse). The name
Starykoń could then arise due to an automatic mental association
with the image of a white horse appearing as a coat of arms , as
evidenced by the historical description mentioned in the
Coat of Arms Description section and by Jan Długosz .



The oldest surviving seal with the image
of the Starykoń coat of arms is a seal from 1316 made in that year
by Imbram of Tosznowice , a Silesian
landowner

The oldest written mention dates back to
1320 and was made by Gregory of Wroniniec (since the 18th century
the town was called 
Wroniec ) to prove his noble origins. Two relatives of
Grzegorz's father and mother witnessed the document. Nobility was
confirmed to his descendants in 1413 through the offices of King

Another mention is the Privilege of
King Casimir the
Great from 1366, in which the knights of the Starykoń coat of
arms and the knights of the Topór
coat of arms , as " descended from a common grandfather "
receive a confirmation of " exclusiveness of judging". their own
pawns for common crimes" (theft, assault, etc.) .



In 1404 and 1420 the coat of arms was
mentioned in writing with the words Konie .
However, a note from 1420 describes a situation when Piotr
Szafraniec Jan of Łuczanowice
said the following words: “ Chebda Andrzej de Rostyn is better
because the coat of arms of horses is written in the chronicle and
the coat of arms of Jan of Łuczanowice is not . It is possible that
the entry referred to the lost part of Jan von Czarków's chronicle
.



The first known Polish herbalism
containing a note on the coat of arms is that already mentioned in
the article 
Insignia seu clenodia regis et regni poloniae written by Jan
Długosz , the work is dated 1464–1480 [ .



Starykoń also found its place in numerous
medieval European works, such as the Armorial of the
Golden
Fleece , Codex Bergshammar and Arma Regni Poloniae .



The coat of arms was found on the oldest
scepter of
the Jagiellonian University and on a fragment of a 1420 stained
glass window in 
Wawel Cathedral .



The oldest families known to us using the
Starykoń coat of arms are connected with the earliest mentions of
this coat of arms because the Wronicki family belongs to such
families from which the above mentioned Grzegorz from Wroniniec
comes.



It is also worth mentioning Piotr,
surnamed Bochnar , tenant of the 
Bochnia salt pans , who in 1340 appears with his son Mikołaj as
tenant
of the entire Kraków salt pans. Both are the ancestors of the
Wielkopolski family.

However, it should be noted the frequent phenomenon of the wrong
coat of arms being assigned to aristocratic families, particularly
in the case of aristocratic
legitimacy before the possessive heralds , which was
then recorded in the successively appearing herbal magazines.
Family name identity does not necessarily imply affiliation with
any particular coat of arms. Such an affiliation can only be
unequivocally established through genealogical
research .



The complete Herald list can no longer be
reconstructed today, also due to the destruction and loss of many
files and documents during the Second
World War (e.g. during the Warsaw
Uprising in 1944 over 90% of the
holdings of the main archive in 
Warsaw , where it was stored,
burned ) most Old Polish documents) [13]
. The list of surnames in the article is from the Polish herbalist
Tadeusz
Gajl [14]
(127 surnames [7]
). The presence of a surname on the list does not necessarily mean
that a particular family was sealed with the Stayrkoń coat of arms.
Often the same surnames are owned by many families covering all
states of the former Commonwealth represent,
