Nieczuja. In red fields a vertical,
floating, black tree trunk, cut off at the top and bottom, with
three stunted branches on the right and two such branches on the
left, in the upper end of the block there is a silver cross, but
instead of the cross there is probably also a Sword
wielded; Helmet decoration: the coat of arms image within an
eagle flight. About the origin of this coat of arms is said:
At the time of King Boleslaw III. Around 1119, the Bohemians,
who did not dare open war, waited in ambush for a favorable
opportunity for a raid.     The Poles, who
did not expect to die, slept carelessly until one of theirs, who
with his weapon in hand, laid his head on a tree trunk, was asleep,
as if inspired by God, shouted out loud in his sleep: the enemy,
the enemy! What a call everyone dying, hurried to their arms
and dying ready to attack, but Bohemia, stunned by this vigilance,
were defeated. The king bestowed this coat of arms on the
knight who sounded the warning call. It is safe to assume,
however, that this knight carried the Shrub coat of arms and that
this award was only caused by an increase in the old coat of arms,
which was previously referred to by the name Nieczuja; now
both coats of arms are only considered to belong to the same
sex.     The homeland of this family was
probably in the Sieradz and Sendomierz Voivodeships. Derszlaw,
gift of King Boleslaw, was probably the one who was entrusted with
the coat of arms who established the village of Nieczuja in the
Sendomierz Voivodeship around 1110, which he either named after his
coat of arms, or, more likely, magician, after which his coat of
arms and himself are named became. This coat of arms lead
die:

Description coat of arms:

In the red oak crowned with a golden cross fixed on the sword
hilt. Five or six knots, usually three on the right
side. The same trunk is in the jewel between the black
wings. Widespread in the following countries: Krakow,
Lublin, Łęczyca. Legend coat of arms: From the Czech
Republic Polish came the coat of arms profess that it was in
the days of Wladyslaw Herman from which the ancestors of the house,
significantly the goods were to go, whether he founded the village
of Nieczujki, or whether wearing Wladyslaw Prince , and he and
Lewa's coat of arms called; Paprocki in the nest that he
fathered ten sons, one of whom was in the house of Bolesław
Krywoust, named Dersław, who on the occasion of the Czechs so
bravely attacked their leader that he threw him off his horse,
which frightened the Czech army, luckily it was from paralyzed
us; for which the work of Bolesław Krzywpusty, the stump of
his old ancestor, gave him a sword. However, this author later
included a different subject in the register of coats of arms, and
in some letters this Derszław is mentioned as bearing the coat of
arms of Jastrzębiec near Jastrzębiec. Dlugosz claims that this
coat of arms was acquired in Poland, and Bielski testifies, among
other things, “on this occasion the rampart should be exposed to
royal health. he talked about it in the first volume under
Castellans of Cracow, where he argued that Wszeborów had two
seats in the Polish Senate, one was the Cracow voivode of the
Lavschowa coat of arms or Strzemia, the other was the Sandomierz
voivode of the Nieczuja coat of arms, according to which the chair
of Mikolaj Bogoria is owned. this was written by Nakielski
from the old moniment in his Miechów fol 69, which he
adds that the latter's wife, the village of Golczowo, to the
Miechowski monastery, before 1198, wrote fol. 84 and Władysław
the Polish prince while hetmanning the army received several
significant victories from Ruthenia. Trojona Nieczuje 1200.
and Stanislaw Earl, Zdzislaw 126i. Dlugosz attributed this
praise to this family, which is Genus Providum. Bielski
fol. 283 says that in the battle Wito lda with Edyga
Tamerlane, hetman, the Nieczujas stumbled
bravely.
