Falken. In a blue field a flying, silver falcon,
which holds a wild pigeon in its claws; Helmet decoration: a
peacock's tail. This coat of arms, which is also called Golabek and
Haubicki, is used by:

Falkenhan coat of arms. They used to have half a red
and half a white field in the coat of arms, because the shield was
divided in two along the length, a green wreath like a rose in the
middle of the shield, underneath the moon was not full, with its
horns turned straight up, Stars [p. 14] eight placed so that four
can see over the top of the wreath, four at the bottom of the
wreath side by side, two on one side and two on the other. On the
helmet the moon with its horns upwards and a wreath. This house
once flourished in Prussia, but, as MS testifies, it has already
perished. Zalusc. de Famil. Prussia.





Falkenstein. The same MS writes about it. in
Prussia, but he did not put them on the coat of arms. He was once
from this family, Conus de Falkenstein, the bishop of Trier and
elector of the 95th row. Bohemond's coadjutor, shortly thereafter,
and a Koleni coadjutor who was called by Engelbert, did these two
cathedrals good, when he presided over them he did good: to be
honest, the Metropolitan of Trier, to be under his authority kill,
but he urged them to obey themselves through law and armed forces.
Later the Archbishopric of Cologne resigned from Count Friedrich
Sarverden to his grandson, and when he was twenty he died in 1388.
Here he later moved to Prussia, one of them moved and settled down;
Sebastian de Falkenstein was a chivalrous husband of whom, on one
occasion with the Turks, when a Turk apparently knocked over a sack
full of money so that he could lose the entertained Sebastian near
the coin store all the more properly he could lose the Falkenstein
sack from its place throw and say: Milites non hic quaerimus aurum
aut divitias, sed virtutis praemium and gloriam militarem, Idem
MS.
