Choleva (But). In a red
field two iron clasps, pointed outwards, between them a fallen
sword; Helmet decoration: five ostrich feathers. It is said about
the origin of this coat of arms. When Boleslaw the Bold (1059 to
1082) around 1065 was pursuing the Prussians, who suddenly broke
into Poland and withdrew their goods with the robbery , he came
across the Ossa river (in the Kuliner area) into a dense forest
that blocked his way. There a carpenter was busy cutting wood. This
not only led the king and his troop out of the thicket, but also
along a shorter by-path to the enemy, who was lurking about in the
forest and was now victoriously attacked. When in this encounter
one of the enemies came upon the king, the carpenter whose name was
Cholewa (But), who had only two iron clamps in his hand, struck the
leg of the enemy's horse with one of them, causing it to fall, and
with the other the enemy down, whose sword served him then for
further fight. As a reward, Cholewa (But) received knighthood from
the king , sword and brackets as a coat of arms and half the forest
as property. His family then also sat in nearby Masovia, on Cholewa
(But) in the land of Lomia. This coat of arms is carried by:

The privilege of Prince
Ziemowit, granted to Boleścice in 1408, extends to the Bobrów
heirs: Wawrzyniec, the second Wawrzyniec and Jan (Mil. F. 17).
Ambroży Bobrowski, who lived at the beginning of the 11th century,
had four sons: Jan, Jakób, Piotr and Bartłomiej, the owners of
Bobrów in 1535. Jan, married to Katarzyna, had a son, Stanisław,
who lived in 1542. Bartłomiej had a son, Tomasz, and a daughter:
Dorota, Katarzyna and Małgorzata, and Jakób, daughter Anna from
1543 (Płoc. Gr. Wiecz. 3 f. 87 and 293, 4 f. 106 and 334, 5 f. 173,
7 f. 247 and 9 f. 44). Another Stanisław from Bobrów-Poszepty and
Żdżarówka left five daughters: Dorota, May 1, 1538 Bartłomiejowa
Studzieńska, May 2, 1544 Janowa Chyczewska, Anna, Zofia Janowa
Babecka, Katarzyna and Barbara (Płoc. Gr. Eternal 5 f. 56, 8 f. 98
and 9 f. 276). Andrzej, son of Feliks, together with his wife Anna,
née Szymanowska, testified to life imprisonment and bequeathed her
400 florins. 1593 (Perp. Czers. 1). Maciej, former son of Jakób, in
1602 pledged part of the estate of Kiełczowice Kłodnicki and in
1605 bequeathed his wife Felicyanna, daughter of Stanisław
Szadurski, a life sentence (Zap. Lub. 13 f. 26 and 15 f. 920).
Krzysztof married Zofia (ext. 59) in 1695. Walenty, married to
Teresa Giżanka in the Czersk region in 1741, cupbearer of Inowłódz
in 1747, and his wife Teresa nee Giss made a premarital interzis
with Franciszek Pachowski (DW.

(VL). Stanisław, married to Zofia Ż Mysłowski, owner of part of the
Bobrek estate in 1660 (sig. 3 f. 98). In Galicia they proved their
noble origins: Michał, Counselor of the Supreme Court, and his son
Tadeusz, Assessor, from Bobrow, members of the Galician Estates, in
1782 before the Lviv Regional Court. Ignacy, member of the Galician
estates, then count, and Maciej with his son Benedykt from Bobrówka
in 1782 at the District Court in Oświęcim and in 1834 at the State
Office in Lviv (Goł.). Above mentioned Michał, owner of Kluiniec,
Baczów etc., besides his son Tadeusz, had daughters: Justyna for
Rowiński, Richter Żydaczowski and Julianna, first v. For Remigian
Matkowski, owner of Jezierzany, 2 BC. For Michal Bobrowski.
Wincenty, cupbearer of Latyczowski, married Emeryka
Dunin-Wąsowiczówna, daughter of Józef, the provincial officer of
Lwów, and Antonina, née Klembowski, left after Bilański a son,
Seweryn, and a daughter, Antonina. Michał, chamberlain of Stanisław
August, owner of Iwanówka, Budzanów, etc., from Józefa née Bogucka,
had sons: Antoni and Wincenty, and with Julianna Bobrowska, widow
of Remigian Matkowski, daughters: Ludwika after Sylwester
Kłodnicki, Tekla, 1st from . After Wincenty Pereładowski, 2nd B.C.
Józef Kazimierz Skarzyński, Józefa after Jan Sozański, Teresa
Michalina after Jan Tarnawiecki and son Aleksander. From Michał's
sons: Antoni, he died childless, Wincenty, owner of Byszki and
Potok, died in 1816, from Łucya nee Siemuszowa Pietruska, daughter
of Ignacy and Tekla nee Bielska, left a son Ignacy, who died early,
and a daughter Michalina Brzozowska, Aleksander , owner of Iwanówka
and Kluiniec, from Anna Dunin-Wąsowiczówna, daughter of
Hermenegild, teacup from Żytomierz, and Honorata née Zaborowska,
left son Konrad and daughters: Helena Perestawowska and Honorata
Gertruda, who died in 1896 Stanisław, heir of Żuromin in Płock
province in 1666, had one son, Piotr, and one Franciszek, whose son
Andrzej left a son, Stanisław, and the latter two sons. Of them,
Stanisław née Józefa Makarska left Stanisław, and Ignacy left his
son Jan Nepomučen, identified as nobles in the Kingdom of 1854 (A.
b. Her.). As we have shown above, the Bobrów Jastrzębczyk family
comes from the village of Bobrowo, while Ignacy, an envoy of the
Duchy of Oświęcim and Zator in 1764, wrote his letter from
Bobrówka. This Ignacy, the greater of Oświęcim and Zator in 1765, a
hunter in 1770 and finally a cupcake in 1772, received the St.
Stanislaus 1792 and the title of count from Emperor Franz II with a
document dated June 29, 1800, Mr. Ignacy was married to Maryanna
Biberstein-Starowiejska. Jan Kanty, the count's son. Ignacy in 1838
and his widow, Count Maryanna née Bieliński in 1844 proved their
noble origins in the kingdom (A. b. Her.). Mr. Jan Kanty, born in
Nidek in 1770, was the owner of Niegoszowice, Zrzecze and
Rzeszotki. He died in 1840 in Zrzecze (burial place in Chmielnik).
A widower, he married Maryanna Siwecka, née Bielińska, in
Częstochowa in 1822, who after his death married Henryk
Wielowiejski, his son, Count. Adolf, settled in Galicia, daughter
of Count Teresa, married Dobrski (Tek BW Rummel ) . Mr. Karol, son
of Count Konstanty, the second son of the count. Ignacy born of
Barbara Siemońska, owner of Inwałd, married to Count Honorata.
Lubieniecka 1824 he left his daughters: Adela for Count Feliks
Romer 1844, Felicya for Zygmunt Pruszyński 1850, Michalina for
Count Stanisław Remer and Barbara for Count. Prosper Zborowski. Mr.
Roman, Karol's brother, owner of Andrychów, von Teresa née Rottman,
had sons : Karola b. 1833 and Ignacy born 1834 h. Karol, the owner
of Andrychów, married 1st v. with count. Jadwiga born Łosiów 1858,
died 1861, 2. v. Princess Ponińska had a second wife with Felicya
in 1868, Marya, married in Lemberg in 1894, Count Mikołaj Rej and
sons: Stefan born 1873 and Władysława born 1874 Mr. Napoleon,
Karol's second brother, née Mary née Gostkowski, married 1840, has
daughters: Helena. after Karol Klobasa, Stefania after Bolesław
Kalinka and son Władysław, born 1844, married to Katarzyna nee
Lebowska, their son Stanisław born 1884. In addition to Charles,
Roman and Napoleon, he also had Graf. Konstanty, son of August, who
died unmarried in 1841, and daughters: Elżbieta Stanisławowa
Wielogłowska and Olimpia, count. Jozefa Bobrowska. Mr. Wincenty,
Ignacy's second son, left a son, Ignacy, married to Krystyna nee
Jordan, whose son, Graf. Wincenty, married 1855 to Ludwika nee
Trzecieska, has daughters: Anna, married 1879 to Baron Jan Konopka,
and Helena, and sons: Ignacy nee 1857 and Kazimierz nee 1865
(Bork.). Ignacy Bobrowski, son of Antoni and Konstancia née
Boratyńska, born 1717 (Meter in Ryglice), sold in 1746 in Zglobice,
in the Sandomierz Voivodeship.

son of Józef, and all four grandsons of Jan, great-grandson of
Franciszek, heir of the Szawhof manor in 1671 (?), they had their
nobility in 1803 before the Vilnius district deputy, together with
Jerzy, whose sons: Izydor and Wincenty, Ignacy and Franciszek, sons
of Maciej, grandson of Piotr, great-grandson of aforementioned
Franciszek. Róża nee Bobrowska, Ignacowa Zawadzka, testified in
1758 with her husband to life imprisonment (Gr. Tremb. 75 f. 159).
Kazimierz died in Jagielnica in 1738. Stefan died in Jagielnica in
1752; by Anna's wife, left behind: Katarzyna, born in Jagielnica
1718, Marcin, born 1721 ibid and Anna, born ibid 1731.
