Introduction


The first fireboats from the late 18th century were tugboats, fitted with firefighting equipment.


Modern fireboats are capable of pumping sometimes tens of thousands of gallons of water per minute and are very fast.


Fireboats are used for fighting fires on docks and shore side warehouses or even wildfires as they can directly attack fires when close by. Fireboats also have an effectively unlimited supply of water available, pumping directly from below the hull.


Fireboats are most usually seen by the public when welcoming a fleet or historical ships with a display of their water moving capabilities, throwing large arcs of water in every direction.

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Alaska (AK) Ciity of Seward
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Sep 16, 2018 - City of Seward fireboat, John Foster - AK 3595 AF, in the boat harbor at Seward, Alaska
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Arizona (AZ) Lake Powell Glen Canyon
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May 14, 2014 – The manmade lake has a 32´ aluminum fireboat, “The Chief”, built by Munson Boats in 2010. A pump yields 1,000 GPM with two deckguns. Lake Avazu also has a fireboat. The photo is from California, though.
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Arkansas (AR) DeGray Lake Arkadelphia
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Sep 26, 2022 – The Arkansas Fire Boat School is an annual event hosted by the Arkansas Fire Boat Committee at DeGray Lake near Arkadelphia
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California (CA) San Diego Harbor
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Jul 12, 2020 - Port of San Diego Harbor Police Department boats combat a fire onboard USS Bonhomme Richard (LHD 6) at Naval Base San Diego. On the morning of July 12, a fire was called away aboard the ship while it was moored pier side at Naval Base San Diego. The fire was deliberately set.
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Colorado (CO) Aspen
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Feb 12, 1970 – No known fireboats but there are rescue boats like this one. Smaller very fast fireboats often have multiple roles assisting in search and moving personnel.
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
