Herb came to Poland in 1630
thanks to Jan Hertzberg from Pomerania, who received a Polish
native and changed his name to Arcemberski .



Arcember coat of
arms. Neither Paprocki nor Okolski wrote
about it. The deer
standing on Szachownica is the coat of arms of this
house. The first was regalized by Jan, a courtier of
the Pomeranian Duke, when the prince tore himself at bay
during the hunt and despite the present Jan pierced the stag with
three arrows: it happened around 1630. Later this January, Piotr's
two sons and Paweł : Piotr from Knutenown ,
heiress in Szorowek , son Maciej Walenty, MP
from Pomorskie , deputy Ad Pacta Conventa on
August 2nd. Paweł had two sons, Piotr
and Stanisław .

Anna d'Anklam Brantalska (six lilies coat of
arms) as a minor in 1554 , with whom he fathered two
sons: 1. Mathaeus and 2.

VIII. Mathaeus and Remigianus ,
the sons of Georgius and Anna (de Anklam Brantalska ),
the spouses of the Turns after their parents inherited
the Stęczna and Kwirama estates ,
developed suits for the owners of these estates, including the
entire Wałcz County Office Office, but the
courts, Kościański Poznański , etc., complained in
1646 to the tribunal in Piotrków against the case of the
peasants. They also tried
with Matiasz Cielecki , the secretary of the royal
chancellery, the illegitimate acquisition of a privilege for these
goods, of which they were heirs as legal successors to their father
and ancestors; because in this matter he recognized the
highest decree of King Jan Kazimierz, with which the claims

means his coat of arms. - These letters show that from 1555 he
spent his first years with the Grand Chancellor of the Crown
of Osieki .

In 1565 he wrote a canon of Breslau
to Cardinal Hosius , and in the following year he
was named canon
