A knight
of the Jastrzebiec coat of arms, owner of Lada in Mazovia, was
suddenly ravaged by the Jazdzwingen, when he was on his land with
the field workers in the time of King Boleslaw in 1248 ,
um. He defended himself with his men and won the retreat to a
forest, where he called the duke of Mazovia's hunters with a
hunting horn, with whom he drove the enemy away. He received
the hunting horns and the arrows or hunting spears from the king as
an addition to his coat of arms, in which the position of the
horseshoe was also changed. The new coat of arms was also
named Lada after the good Lada. Later the name Mancz came
up. This coat of arms lead

The coat of arms of Hungarian origin ,
probably in connection with the Wallachians,
which were deposited by Hungarian
kings in Maramuresh from
the 13th century , including to create a defense
system against the Tatars . The
first representatives of the Saxon family Dragas descendants
appeared in Halych Ruthenia in 1359 1 .                  



The trace of the Wallachian origin of the
coat of arms is contained in the legend
of the coat of arms presented by Kasper
Niesiecki in his coat of arms, which derive from
Wallachian counts Wanczałuch, also known as Wańcza Wołoszyn,
who received extensive scholarships in the vicinity
of Turka in Saxony 15th
