Just MS alone. about Prussian families about them,
and their coat of arms so describes them. A ram with horns, climbed
so high that it is only standing on two hind legs, two front legs
and head up, in a red field. On the other side of the shield
(because one is divided lengthwise in two) a griffin with green
wings, facing the ram in a white field, legs and head turned, a
crown over the helmet, also containing a ram and a griffin, as on a
shield . In the large church of Kwidzyn hangs the banner with this
coat of arms and the inscription Petrus Behm Regni Poloniae
Civis.

Paprocki, in the nest
of virtues, placed the coat of arms of Gozdawa in the Sanok region,
but it was a mistake in the printing press that the town of Bala
Gozdarczyk was made by Bobolów. The Bobolów Leliwczyk family
flourished only here; the house, as wheezing says.

Fidei Catholicae propugnatores
acerrimi . An old family It. bembus soc . In the sermon there is a
picture of a Polish nobleman, whom she transferred to us from the
Czech Republic around 1200. The first of them was attended by Jakub
Bobola, the bachelor of Jerusalem, heir in Piaski big and small,
and Zagajów , whom he also made witness to the words. Miles
strenuissimus , devotee valde et religiosus , qui pro suo vote in
omni apparatus exteriori , tam [p. 174] in se, quam in sua Familia,
utebatur panno , et non de alio , quam de or colore .
