the Bażeński family , even later Bażyna ,
as MS testified.

Bartłomiej , the still
high-ranking castellan of Zawichost from Lublin, was a
member of the Seym in 1613 . From there he was
a member of the finance
courts. Constit . fol . 8th and again in
1620. already the partial capital of
Lublin, Constit . fol . On the 20th and
1623., then Lubelskie , 1622. fol 6. 1627,
1628, 1629, 1631. compact constitutions on him. In 1635 he was
the Starost of Łuków , who was
appointed Constit for the revision of the tribunal and
submaritime registers. fol . 45. Behind the Church
of God and the Apostolic See there seemed to be a more
peculiar Zelosia . Kojałow , in MS. writes
that Kierłowna , the chamberlain
from Czerniechowska , was for
Dominik Castellan von Zawihoj , she must be
wrong in the latter's name. Dominik, the son of his
Starost Łuków , had Chlewicka Marianna from
the Odrowąż coat of arms behind
him.

Marcin, the voivode of
Podolia, the field hetman of the
crown, Bohusławski , Zwiniogrodzki , Tłosacki , Przedborski , Niziński , Staroste ,
third son of Mikołaj , née Korycińska : he was
first the castellan of Halych . The piety in him
since his youth was special, and in the camp he seemed to come to
church even from that camp and did not go to the bench first until
he fell on his knees and gave up God and gave up; During mass,
even in the heaviest of frosts, he never covered his head: during
the elevation he came out of the bank and humbled himself by
beating God on the forehead.

Sechin forced their leader to surrender: for
these services he took a smaller mace
from Władysław , which he later hung on the
miraculous painting of Our Lady in Częstochowa
by Nieszpork . With her, how much he has done for
the good of his homeland and the glory of his name, he will
remember his homeland or his age because he lived more than seventy
years and still lived old until he passed into eternal peace in
1636. with his wife, his pious wife, lie incorruptible
in Bulszowiec , his foundation with the
fathers.

Dominik Aleksander, voivode
