helmet. In the provinces of Słonimskie and Nowogrodzkie there
is Adam Hołownia Ostrożęcki a brave husband who served with the
Lithuanian guardian from Chalecki. Krzysztof and Mikołaj in
Pinsk 1632. Bohdan 1727. Anna Ostrożęcka succeeded Adam Pociej, the
castellan of Brześć.

Pociej of the coat of arms (T. 7 pp. 335-339)



Sweat the Libra coat of arms, in the
Principality of Lithuania. During the reign of King Sigismund
I, King of Poland, it flourished in monumen, according to
Sapieha. fol. 136. The Lithuanian treasurer Lev Pociej
took Anna Łuszczanka (who after his death resumed her marriages to
Dominik Pac, the castellan of Smolensk) and fathered three sons,
Adam, Teodor and Leon. Of these, Leon, the Landschreiber of
Brześćński, is mentioned in the constitution of
1596. fol. 683. When she appointed him commissioner for
the demarcation of the Podlaskie and Brześcienskie Voivodeships,
not only was his only child married to Michał Tryzna, the treasurer
of Lithuania. Teodor was a district judge in Brześć, whose
title was recorded in the constitution of 1589. 560.
Historian. Sapiehana p. 3. fol. 79. Wants him to be
Castellan of Brześćński, what if that is the case; then, I
believe, he took this chair from Brother Adam: and he left
only one daughter, Zofia, with Fryderyk Sapieha, the voivod
Mścisławski, who had been ordered to live for life. Okolski
writes about one of these houses that she was the wife of Jan
Wisłouch, that she rejected Calvinist errors with great piety and
[p. 336] of merciful deeds she led the status of a widow, at
the church in which her husband was buried, she built a chapel,
which she enriched with silver for a hundred fines and decorated
with church utensils.

363. then, the castellan of Brześć, of Anna
Ostrożęcka, three daughters, Anna, Aleksandra and Katarzyna, as
many sons, that is, Jan, Krzysztof and Piotr, after they fathered
him, when his wife died, the world went on wise chosen a religious
life under the rule of St. Baselo Hipacym, named after in
the monastic shadow, he could not hide for long: he would soon be
from Sigismund III. He was consecrated by Michał Rahoza to the
Miter of Włodzimierska and Brzeska, after whose descent he was
called Metropolitan of All Russia and became Archimandrite the
Mushroom, a defender of the saint with the Roman
Church; Because when he was sent once more to Rome by the
Synod of Brest, only a Wlodzimierz morgue, he obeyed the Apostolic
See, he wanted to convince others of it. His unsatisfied
tenderness in this et egregia in Ecclesiam Dei merita is praised by
the provincial synod of Piotrkowski in 1607. cap. de
Unione Constit. Synod. f) 14. Wherever the synod declared
itself, in the prejudice of its educated you stand for the
abolition of the parliamentary constitution. he financed
Russian seminars and ordained seminarians in Societatis
schools that they might be so inclined to this unity. He
received the privilege of Sigismund III. King of Poland, so
that the clergy of the Uniate of the Rus would not be tried in
secular courts. With his zeal he will exacerbate the hatred of
schismatics 1 that in Vilnius by the side and the presence of King
Sigismund when he was in public procession in the divine body, and
he also helped in the metropolitan apparatus, the excited
schismatic wanted kill him, and he would have died without any
guilt, the worthy prelate, had he been the left hand, would not
refuse the stab at the cut of the saber; at least in this bad
time, from the smallest to the middle, he cut off the three
fingers, and kept the golden chain that hung around his neck, the
last saber with him, so that the neck would not offend, and that
the thief of this bad decree he condemned his life, finally the
good shepherd gave him his life and the fingers were in St. He
ordered to hang the Holy Trinity of the miraculous Virgin Mary with
this inscription: Castigans castigavit me Dominus, non me autem
tradidit morii. After so deserving the Church of God and
suffering much, he went to pay in 1613. He was buried in
Włodzimierz, where his pristine body lies. His sermons and
sermons in Supraśl in 1674 are in print.
