same rope, with a gold cross on it. In the jewel above the crowned
helmet are three ostrich feathers

the creation of this coat of arms dates from 1241 to
1243. The oldest court document dates from 1416.



• There are no known medieval seals with this coat
of arms.

Aleksander Kownacki, a writer from the town of Wileński , left four
sons from Wojsznarowiczowny : Marcin, Jerzy, Felicjan and
Franciszek, Marcin was the pastor of Widzki , Jerzy the royal head
of Nowy Dwór , Felicjan a chivalrous husband, Franciszek died
young. Stanisław in Grodno District he did not leave Krzysztof, his
son Dominik, Stanisław was the son of Wołpieński .
