Hippocentaurus. In a silver field on
green ground a hippocentaurus striding to the left, a black horse
with the neck of the upper half of a naked man, from the navel
upwards; the man turns to the right and shoots an arrow from a
red bow at the blue ponytail, the end of which forms a snake head
threatening the man; Helmet decoration: three ostrich
feathers. This coat of arms comes from Italy and came with
Palemon, who moved from there to the northern shore of the Black
Sea and from there north to Lithuania, where he came to government
in 930.     This coat of arms bears the
princes of Samogitia and Dziewaltow, who were probably related by
marriage to the drafted Romans, from the Dorszprung line, who also
came to power in Lithuania around 1150 and ruled there until
1283. The families, which are derived from this dynasty,
carried this coat of arms, namely die:

Hipocentaur (Polish for "Hippocentaur") is
a Lithuanian
and Polish coat of arms. It was used by a number
of Szlachta (noble)
families under the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth .        



 



The earliest images of the coat of arms
date back to 1422, when seals were affixed to the documents of
the Treaty
of Melno by two brothers from the Holszanski
family .
