Berszten. In a golden field three golden
plow wheels, placed 2 and 1; Helmet decoration: three peacock
feathers. It came to Poland from Germany at the beginning of the
13th century thanks to the Berszten. A branch of the same called
itself Wierzchlejski. A scion of this branch, born in Silesia,
served as a Red Master in the Polish army. In 1563 he was with a
Polish detachment in the city of Polock, which was besieged by the
Czar Ivan Wasilewicz. Extremely pressed, the Lithuanians
surrendered to the Czars, who took them prisoner, but Wierzchlejski
continued to defend with the Poles until his forces, including
goods, were completely exhausted and he was forced to surrender the
city. The Czar, too, honored the heroic defenders and granted them
a free retreat. King Zygmunt August granted the returned
Wierzchlejski an increase in the coat of arms by replacing the
lower wheel with a silver fence and the peacock feathers in the
helmet decoration with a flight of an eagle. The main coat of arms
is sometimes referred to as the Berszten I coat of arms, the
changed coat of arms as the II coat of arms. The coat of arms are
carried by: Berszten, Gaszynski, Giebultowski, Karniowski, Klema,
Tschapski, Wierzchlejski.

such a way that two rise above one another, the third goes below in
the middle. There are three peacock feathers above the helmet and
crown.

Berszten 2do coat of arms . Neither Paprocki nor
Okolski wrote about it: that is: there are two plow wheels
arranged, as in the first Berszteniu, and of the same color, and
the city of the third, stackable like a fortress, two wings on the
helmet, with their backs turned to each other, facing each other,
the flight climbed up. Here in Poland this variety has
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
