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Foreword


The manifesto “Against anthropic exceptionalism” documented in this book consists of three parts, which are individually accessible due to primary publications (in German).


On 7 March 2019 the first part „Manifest für das Überleben der Spezies homo sapiens“ was published by Telepolis (https://heise.de/-4327615), followed on 24 August 2020 by the second part „Die Perspektive der Biosphäre – Status und Update 2020” (https://heise.de/-4873000). These texts informed about the obligation of the vertebrate species homo sapiens to shrink by 60% till 2060.


The third part „Endgame“ was first-time published on 25 May 2024 in the Overton Magazin


(https://overton-magazin.de/top-story/wider-den-anthropischen-exzeptionalismus-endgame/).


The reason for this manifesto was the realization that the population stock of wild vertebrates has shrunk heavily in the recent years, but that the causative vertebrate species homo sapiens nevertheless refuses to participate in the prescribed shrinkage – anthropic exceptionalism: the rules created by “us” apply to everyone , but of course not to ourselves, because “we” are something special: the crown of creation (corona creationis ).


From the point of view of biosphere, its rules and laws apply equally to all participants in the sphere of the living without exception. Moreover, if a species has the audacity to set rules for other species, then it is itself subject to these rules.


The species homo sapiens would therefore have to be put on an equal footing in terms of shrinkage.


Firstly, it will be disregarded that there is an upper limit for the population size of homo sapiens on this planet anyway. Now you can guess – it is ignored by this species anyway.


Warning – this book is toxic.


Dear readers, if you are reading this book, due to the data already collected about you, “your” microbiome (which does not belong to you, but is a loan of biosphere, subject to its directives), may take note at this moment that you belong to the population group which is granted the privilege of premature extinction, initializes the process automatically (not necessarily immediately), and then lies in wait for the “starting event” – which, by the way, cannot be generated by any third parties, but only by yourself.

Against Anthropic Exceptionalism –


Manifesto for the Survival of the Species


homo sapiens



Prologue: Biosphere is currently checking whether the species homo sapiens is to be taken out of the race, and if so, when and how. In the course of this review, the idea emerged of giving humanity a kind of “co-determination” over its fate: in the form of a pact for survival.


So far, biosphere has been fully committed to the principle of non-intervention . In the future, too, it will refrain from interfering with the exclusively internal affairs of a species. As to the human species, biosphere does neither support the self-image of contemporary humans (anthropic exceptionalism), nor is it interested in the preservation or enforcement of human rights, democracy, rule of law, self-determination, etc. – not even if these principles are abused by humans to pursue or justify goals such as partial self-eradication by war, such as slavery, colonialism and similar behavioural garbage.


Moderate numerical growth of humankind, while showing respect for the rights of other species, has been tolerated for several thousand years (initially it was even recommended – see independent Addendum to the Manifesto for the Survival of the Species homo sapiens : How Many People on Earth?). Interactions between species, e. g. within the framework of a food chain, were and will be also tolerated.


However, with the population explosion of homo sapiens at the expense of other species , a “red line” has been crossed, what now obliges biosphere to a paradigm shift and to intervention: with the immediate effect that the option of growth (more precise: increase = quantitative growth) is withdrawn for the human “killer species”, so this option is no longer available in every respect (also argumentatively). The only options left are shrinkage and extinction.


The temporal and spatial boundary conditions of this intervention and their requirements on human behaviour are described below. They form the basis for the offer of a pact for the survival of the species homo sapiens .


Phase 1: Projection of the past onto the future


According to the WWF Living Planet Report 2018 of the World Wildlife Fund, during the past 44 years from 1970 to 2014 humankind has destroyed about 60% of the vertebrate population size (current value of the Living Planet Index). Since humans are undoubtedly vertebrates, the index is now applied to the vertebrate species homo sapiens .


Good news first: biosphere initially decided not to include in the target for human population development the current decimation of other species of flora and fauna (keywords: insect mortality, tropical rainforest deforestation, etc.). Furthermore, biosphere decided against immediate enforcement of measures that would correspond to retroactive equal treatment of vertebrates. For comparison: this would imply a reduction of the human population from approximately 3.6 billions (as of 1970) by approximately 2.2 billions (2014) – in fact an increase to approx. 7.3 billions (2014) has taken place.


Instead, biosphere grants a reprieve denoted as Phase 1: the 60% reduction defines humankind’s “growth target” for the 44 years following the 1970 - 2014 period up to end of 2058. However, the start date of Phase 1 is set to 1 January 2015 retroactively. In addition, the time frame will be extended by one bonus year until 31 December 2059. With 2% per year of “negative” growth, humankind then is on the safe side.


With the prolongation of the enforcement period, there is a chance for humankind to put its internal affairs in order. To this end, it is recommended – of course without obligation – to emancipate oneself from having a few globally active kleptocrats decide on present and future living conditions. Since the French Revolution of 1789 at the latest, all methods of liberating oneself from the yoke of feudalism are known. These methods are also applicable to neo-feudalism, which sells itself as neo-liberalism. For the members of this self-proclaimed pseudo-elite, biosphere recommends (without obligation) a reduction in number by well over 60%.


Phase 1: Organizational boundary conditions


The actual addressee of the survival pact is the worldwide population of the species homo sapiens . Since humankind is currently organized in states, the “growth” targets for Phase 1 are related to states. With 1 January 2015 as the reference date, each country and its population thus defines a fictitious subspecies , which is subject to the requirements of biosphere. “New” states created by separation or merger inherit from their predecessors.


States, whose populations have not grown in all 5 years before 1 January 2015, are granted the right to choose the population level of 1 January 2010 as reference date for their initial population figures.


Regardless of the form of government, states are represented by their heads of state. In case of doubt, biosphere determines the head of state.


Phase 1: Supplementary information


In principle, nothing stands in the way of economic growth per capita of the (shrinking) population, as long as at the same time, resource consumption and waste production (both per capita of the population) does not increase. This applies primarily to “Third World” countries.


Combating or containing the direct and indirect consequences of the population explosion is no longer the highest priority: therefore humankind should waste less time and manpower for solving consequential problems such as resource consumption, man-made contribution to climate change, waste production – according to the motto: first things first.


Phase 1: Outlook


Phase 1 will be followed by a Phase 2, in which the individual successes achieved by the individual states in Phase 1 will be taken into account.


In addition, biosphere reserves at any time – even in Phase 1 – the right to award individuals and members of institutions “bonus points” for privileged extinction for propagating certain attitudes and actions. These include, for example, anti-evolutionary goals and declarations, desecration of evolution or of biosphere by overriding fundamental principles and characteristics of life on this planet (such as ecological niches, self-organization, adaptation, interaction, biodiversity), the public transfiguration of excessive and unrestricted growth, and the defamation of measures to control growth.


It is recommended that these issues be given greater public attention and become the subject of a worldwide educational campaign. The basic rule “ignorance does not protect from punishment” applies strictly.


This Pact for the survival of the species homo sapiens is referred to below by the keyword AGENDA 2060.


The first Judgement Day (a religious metaphor from apocalyptic Christianity) of biosphere is thus the 1 January 2060. On this day the implementation of Phase 2 is decided.


Humankind should see this pact as an opportunity. Nothing is known to be without alternative – here the alternative is the complete elimination of a species from the evolution of the living. By taking note of the pact offer, there is now one more choice for humankind: it no longer has to die out blindly , but can now do so with open eyes , namely if it decides to ignore or not to fulfil AGENDA 2060.
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
