Description of the coat of arms



In the golden field, a red squirrel with
a fluffy tail on its back. There are two trumpets in the jewel
and the same squirrel between them. Orgelbrand
and Znamierowski report that golden labras are
lined with red. [1



Earliest records



The coat of arms of German origin
appeared in Poland in the middle of the 15th century.



The coat of arms is most
widespread in the country of Sieradz , in the Duchy
of Oświęcim and in the Duchy of Zator .

III, Kieystucz ), Polish noble coat of arms, variation of
the Achinger coat of arms.



Blazoning



At the waist. The upper field is a
pole, on the right there is a silver tower in the red field, on the
left a red squirrel sits in the gold field on a
green tri- hill. Four slants in the lower field:
silver, red, gold and black. Jewel: Between two eagle wings,
the right one in a white and red belt, the left one in a black and
gold belt, an armed knight with a pole in his right hand and a gold
apple in his left. Labry on the right red, lined with
silver, on the left black, lined with gold.

The authors are silent about the
beginning of this jewel; However, they agree that the foreign
writers von Eenghinger , who were brought to Poland from
Germany in 1455, place among the first Austrian gentlemen the most
important in a special grace Ladislaus of Bohemia and the
Hungarians, some of whom pretended to reject the king out of

First. Starowolski in Epis . Cracov . Baldwin,
the eleventh bishop of Krakow, uses the same coat of arms he writes
about four hundred years before Zygmunt, who lived. After
Lambert's death, the diocese of Kraków, Władysław ,
Prince of Poland, Cesław ; but that he without
the papal consensus this presidency had, for him forced
him Gwallo -Bischof Bellowaku , the Papal
Nuncio to resign, and his place was formerly the French by
Baldwin Palatii Apostolici auditor replaced, papal
for Świętopietrz in Poland, election commissioner
Canon Stobnicki .

What was consecrated for the promotion
of Bolesław Krzywousta in Rome for the second
Urban. He was kind, gracious to everyone, far from being
pompous; He was generous to the poor, on whom he generously
poured his provisions. He sat in this capital for five years
and moved in 1108 for eternity. From this I conclude the
antiquity of the Aichinger house; I understand, however, that
at that time this Baldwin only came to our Poland; and then,
during Zygmunt Król and the family of this house, they fathered
here with us. And they say that Baldwin was a French family
and that this house came to us from Germany because there is no
contradiction: because the ancestors of the Aichingen family,
although they lived in Germania but from oriental France, had their
origins in what from Augustyn Aichinger's tombstone in Cracow near
Ś. The trinity; where he received this
title: Eques Franciae Orientalis
a Facha .



 



Zybult , then Aichinger, who was the
first to taste Polish freedom, settled in Ruthenia, where he
took Maleczkowska from Michał Wielko-Gospodarczki Krakowski,
a sister, and left two of their sons: Zybult , who won
with his skills in various matters a big favor from
Bogdan Hospodar Wołoski . His offspring
from Żarszyńska in Pokuttya : one of them with
Potocki Stanisław Wojewoda [p. 12] Krakowski
and Hetman 1665. The second with the Kazan Field Hetman under
the Usarska banner, they devoted their lives to the
common good. And Jerzy Nadworny with
Stefan Batory , in whom Stefan, who had matured talents
with many functions, exposed him to various expeditions to other
gentlemen: and he forbade him to go everywhere with his bravery, he
married a Hungarian woman from the court, who was
born in Gajewska . Istvansius Hungarian
historian who praises the great name of the Aichingers in this
kingdom is useful; that Lupus Aichinger was the commissioner
for the peace treaties with the
Turks. Istvans. lib . 31.

Aichinger Augustine, the cousin
of Zybult and Jerzy, acquired in Turkish, Greek, Latin,
Polish, German and Wallachian languages; After being
memorable in both battle and peace, he fell asleep in Krakow in
1582. Paprocki's tombstone was erected by his brother
Jerzy, wrote Paprocki in a book about the coat of arms of
posterity. You will find fol . 583. The
privilege of Rudolph the Emperor, which this Augustine in
1577 and his brothers and his cousins, ie Zybult and
George was granted, was extended and with their next offspring in
which they have praised their knightly deeds and Fidelity to be
himself, the native old man, the ancestral coat of arms, changed
its shape to what you see.



 



This is a shield divided into two parts,
the bottom of which contains four squares with four lines at the
bottom diagonally from the right side of the shield, the first
field of which is black from the right, the second below it is
yellow, that is, golden, the third is red, the fourth is
white or silver . The second higher part also
divides lengthways into two parts; [S. 13] on the left
shield a green hill with three corner points, on the highest a
squirrel of his color; Her head turned to the right, tail
turned up, forelegs raised as if to jump in a field of yellow or
gold. Right because a white tower in a red field, a gate
to it and two black windows. On the helmet a crown over which
the wings are spread, on the left below yellow, above
black; right red below and above white; Between the
wings, see an armed man up to his belt, with a bare gold sword in
its hilt and a gold apple.



 



Ekelenfordia , a coastal town
in Holsacja , uses squirrels in its coat of arms, but in
such a form. In the white field there is an open gate without
a door, with three red towers from which the squirrel
jumps; Head turned in the right shield.



 



To this house
belongs Stanisław Aichinger in the duchy
of Oswiecim and Zator , a deputy for election
of public posts from
the Seym 1633. Constit . about
taxes. Nicholas 1668. flourished. Stanisław in the
province of Sandomierz , the squire
in Kobylany in 1677, had Anna Mijakowska behind
him. Histor . Coll. Sandom . Okolski replaces Pilchs Aichinger
in the index of the first volume, he did not mention him.

Chronowski from
the Gryf coat of arms. In the Sandomierskie
Voivodeship, from
the Gryf Jaxyc family . Neither Paprocki nor Okolski wrote about
it . Jędrzej Chronowski heir
in Łoniów , he fathered two of Marianna Borowska
of the Abdank coat of arms [p. 89] Daughters: Anna, the
one with Kasper Dunin Wolski. Joanna and
Antoni Kopytyński were married; and two sons:
Krzysztof, of whom he was Wojciech, and daughter Katarzyna after
Adam Popowski : and Władysław , the writer of
the Crown Treasury : that of
Katarzyna Krwacka left a son, Mikołaj . He
is mentioned in the constitutions of 1667. Fol . 25.
Wojciech heir in Łoniów in 1660. had three sons:
Grzegorz, Stanisław and Stefan. Krzysztof
von Chronów , a canon from Kraków
and Sandomierz , a scholar from Kielce, royal secretary:
he died in 1680. He was buried in the Kraków Cathedral with
the Gryf coat of arms on the
tombstone. Mikołaj , a canon from Kraków, a scholar
from Sandomierz that same
year. Kazimierz Chronowski entrusted Wiślicki (his
uncles Kazimierz, Kraków and the Second Krakowski Canon). He
signed a marriage contract three times, the first time
with Chmieleńska , the second time
with Chmielecka from the Bończa coat of
arms was the daughter Elżbieta , who had her first
wedding with Achinger , the second
with Poleski , from whom he has a son and three daughters
third with Piorunowski and three sons, Jan died
young. Michał , the treasurer Wiślicki , his
first womb from Mogielnica , gave his daughter Magdalena
Antoni Morski , the Topór coat of
arms . His second
wife, Ludwika Ożarowska , daughter of
Tomasz Cześnik Sandomierski , leaves two sons, Józef
and Franciszek. Józef der Stolnik Mielnicki as
the multiplier of Wiślicki . The third son
from Chmielecka has
Marianna Kurowska from Iskrzycka from the coat
of arms of Pobóg , a daughter from Jędrzej , of
whom he has a son, Stanisław , and two
daughters, Jozafat , a nun in
Tarnów, Elżbieta , after
Jan Gawroński Rawicz . The third wife of
Kazimierz Koczowska , son of Antoni
the Cupbearer , Bracławski , was reunited
for life with Sobolewska and his sister Magdalena,
who was married to Jędrzej Studziński . The
