Polkozic. In a red field a gray donkey's
head turned forward; Helm adornment: a half-growing billy goat
turned to the right. It is said about the origin of the coat of
arms: A Polish knight by the name of Stawisz was besieged by the
pagans in a foreign country in a castle called Eczech, who did not
succeed in taking the well-fortified castle and now intended to
starve out the garrison. The siege had already lasted for some
time, the food in the castle was seriously declining, so Stawisz
had a donkey and a goat slaughtered, a lot of ox skins smeared with
the blood, these hung on the castle walls and partly thrown into
the enemy camp with throwing machines to convince the enemy that
food was still sufficiently available in the castle. The enemy was
really deceived by this and withdrew. This happened in 1022. As a
token of gratitude, the respective ruler bestowed upon Stawisz this
coat of arms, which in Poland, to which Stawisz returned, was
called Pólkozic (half goat). This coat of arms is used by:

Bogusz of the Półkozic Coat of Arms . For almost
seven hundred years they wrote from Ziemblice, from whom I read the
first name of this name, Bogusz in 1044, through the war works of
the famous two sons of Stawisz and Bogusz from Ziemblice, Lambert,
the Bishop of Kraków, together with Saint Stanisław Szczepanowski ,
bishop and then martyr, made the Kraków canon year 1061. Bielski
fol. 77. Shortly afterwards I read on the list of the Duke of
Mazovia, Konrad, Bogusz, the castellan of Kraków, handed over to
the Miechowski Monastery, 1242. Nakielski in Miechovia fol. 164. In

With honor [p. 204] a marriage sustained
after the death of her husband, thirty years and more, the widow's
estate, with special virtues, tiring the body with iron strips,
reducing consumption three days a week, at midnight on every
festival and Sunday approaching the Lord's Table when the monks
call Lauds to pray in the house chapel, standing up, which dragged
them for both hours. Being stricter on herself, she was also kinder
to her neighbors. She visited hospitals, pleased the sick, treated
them with medicines and gave them generous alms. In Pińczów, at her
own expense, she built a brick hospital called Ś. Elizabeth, and
generously gave, OO. The Paulines were buried there by several
thousand: in Kraków, also on Skałka, she founded for them a
