Ostrogski. The Leliwa
coat of arms, overlaid by the Ogonczyk coat of arms; a
prince's crown above the shield. This coat of arms was adopted
in 1530 by Konstantyn Ostrogski, who was descended from the Russian
princes and whose coat of arms was the knight Georg killing a
dragon, because he, the voivode of Troki, had been cruelly treated
in Russian captivity and nothing compared to Moscow wanted to have
more in common. The Ostrogski have gone out.

The traditional Ostrogski
coat of arms was described in his work  
Kasper Niesiecki  , while its iconographic
representation  
can be seen  in
the  
Ostroh Bible  . According to Niesiecki, the first
(oldest) Ostrogski coat of arms was the coat of arms
of  
Pogoń Ruska,  where  
Saint George  pierces a dragon (see 

Saint George and the dragon  ). During the  
Battle of Vedrosha  on July 14, 1500, the Grand 

Hetman  of
Lithuania Konstanty Ostrogski was captured by the Muscovite troops
and later sent to  
Vologda  .  
Nikolay Karamzin  sites that on October 18, 1506
Ostrogski promised his allegiance to the Grand Duke of
Moscow  
Vasili III  as  
boyar  , confirmed
by the Metropolitan of Moscow  
Simon  .  
[2]  Ostrogski was
then in the  
sent Sloboda Ukraine,  to fight against the Tatars, but escaped
and returned in 1507 back to
Lithuania.                            



After Konstanty Ostrogski
returned from captivity in Moscow, he adopted a new coat of arms
(his former coat of arms was too similar to that of
the  
Grand Duchy of Moscow  ). The new coat of arms was created
as a mixture of the Leliwa and Ogończyk coats of arms, in memory of
his two sons Eliasz (whose wife Beata Kościelecka 

wore  the  
Ogończyk coat of arms  ) and  
Konstanty  (whose
wife  
Zofia Tarnowska  
wore  the  
Leliwa coat of arms  ).

According to
the  
Book of Knowledge of All Kingdoms  , the coat of arms of the country of Roxia
(Ruthenia) was described as a green field with an octagonal star,
while its banner consists of two golden crescent moons on a silver
field with their horns pointing to each other. Roman
Klymkevych points out the similarity of the

Zasławski, the prince of
the same coat of arms, and the princes of Ostrog in
Ruthenia. These beginnings Stanisław Temberski in
Chronolog. Synoptica from Bazyli to Prince
Korybut. Biedanowski's Clava and Donhoff. The Bishop of
Krakow has a funeral in his Kazan. Yablonov. Gedymin and
Olgerd the great Lithuanian princes in a footnote, but they are
very wrong, the other Zasławski family of the Lithuanian princes
took their case about the one below; These in turn,
uninterrupted by the princes of the Rus, extended their line with
the Ostrog dukes, and long afterwards the dignitaries entered the
highest in our homeland, but in the last century as the other most
accurate in the crown, this house struck in the last
Hour. Their former ancestors can be found among the Princes of
Rus and Ostrog, here I start to talk about them when they also
separated from the Princes of Ostrog. Bazyli, because
Fr. Ostrogski and Zasławski between their two sons, that
is Teodora and Jerzy, Teodor Ostrog and the adjoining estate, Jerzy
Zasław with the title P. He divided the Zasławski family, but
as you will see below, they received at the Reunification of houses
through lifelong unions not only of property, but also of the title
of Ostrogski prince. This Zasław na Rusi, I understand which
of the Ruthenian princes he named and founded. So strictly
with blood and affect [p. 92] with Fr. They did not want
to share their coat of arms with Ostrog and their coat of arms:
because of their grandfathers, their great-grandfathers. Georg
with the dragon in inheritance accepted it with honor, since only
Constantine the First, Fr. Ostrogski, transformed the native
jewel into another figure, and they assumed the same shape,
although they were gradually separated in their blood. Jerzy,
Fr. Zasławski, son of Bazyli, from Zasław, the first Duke
of Zasławski, known from the monuments of our Ostrogski College:
Sale of Bieluszów to Siemion Olizarowicz, he signed: Kniaź Jur
Wasilewicz Zasławski; However, our historians still call him
Prince Ostrogski when they revealed to his world a courageous event
that was somewhat unhappy with Kazimierz King Jagiellonowicz in
1456, in the absence of your Lord Szymon Olelkowicz, Prince of Kiev
and Słucki, he wanted forfeited the great Lithuanian principality
but fortune doesn't always serve big ideas; this storm was
dispelled by the loyalty of other Lithuanian citizens to the Lord,
by the level-headed tenderness of King Casimir. Cromer
lib. 23. Stryikov. lib. 19. Cap. 4.
Kojalow. Per. 2.f. 224. Biels. Stryjkowski, the
same fol. 504th of the old Lithuanian Latopiszów says that
Witold, the great P. Lithuanian, Jerzy, who rebelled for
himself, deprived him of the Principality of Smolensk and was
replaced by Zasław in Volhynia, from whom the righteous
priest The Zasławski family rose. Only that on other
occasions falsehood guides these stories, and so it is difficult to
place the truth on a dubious novel: especially since Zasław was on
the property of this house a long time ago, as I was among the
dukes of. said Ostrog. In addition, Koyalov. P. 2.
fol. 55th and 57th, Jerzy Smoleński speaks a lot about the
other princes: Because first this Smoleński priest. the duke
lived in 1396 and Zasławski only in 1456. Then Jerzy was the son of
Swentosław, the brother of Chleb, the son of Bazyli and the brother
of Teodor, who, according to Kojałowicz, was not given to Zasław as
duchess of Smolensk was taken away, but Połonne. This Jerzy's
son was Janusz, the husband was famous for his war activities, he
died in 1528. It was only in that year that Metryka Wołyńska
mentioned my wife that she and her sons had given away 29 of the
estates in the Wołyńska region. However, who was the wife of
the ego from home was not added and he had two sons, Janusz and
Kozmas, or he himself signed a certain deal in
Monumen.

I saw the coat of arms of Kierdejów: his daughter was tied to
Teodor Tyszkiewicz for life, the mother was governor of Kiev, where
she died as an Orthodox Catholic after renouncing schismatic
errors.            



Janusz, Duke of Zasławki,
first voivode of Podlaskie in 1605. Then Wołyński, Starost von
Żytomierski and Pereasławski, son of Janusz too, with this title in
1623. He was commissioner for the formation of Zaporowski's
army.

College has held for a hundred years: the first religious speech at
table, the prince rebukes Catholic articles; he mocks church
ceremonies, justifies his opinion. The Jesuit theologian
rejects all accusations, proves the truth with the help of
writings, doctors and documents, that he also bound princes in an
understanding and arbitrary manner. When he sees the governor
so enslaved, he will say: It was not for nothing that I dreamed
that the Tatar had me today and embarrassed me. The dream that
it came from God's exhortation was explained more precisely by
Nahaius when he perfectly described his birth and homeland by
Tatars and took his prisoners from the Poles in by the young man
who did not know who he would be a battle. So Janusz likes to
become a Catholic, and since he wanted to show God before his
wife, his children and his sister Tyszkiewicz and almost all
subjects, not only in numerous incidents and immediately after the
prince, he became an example and a leader, with the same truth and
acceptance . And the divine calling was certainly known in his
later life, for he lived soberly and holy, first the church and the
monastery of the fathers. He founded the Saint Bernard in
Zasław, which in 1603 made gold and rich apparatus under the title
of St. Michael the Archangel, since he was burned twice by the
Cossacks, he rose by a strange hand, and also became a poor father
to God became monks, treated him generously and confided in himself
with confidence. There the parish church, with the generosity
of the Lord from a cut stone and with income (the village joined
it), furnished two or three priests with it, set up a presbytery
and a pastor, He even sent professors to the school for
facilities for younger children . And he became a benefactor
of many other churches, either basically the founder or more
peculiar. His homeland, however earned, saw him when he
committed numerous rotten things against Nalewajk and Kozakam at
his own expense and with considerable loss of property and even
beheaded them with them; he did the same in Zbaraż with the Tatars,
in Cecora with the Turks in Multaniech Mikhail the
voivod; Halicz, the Senate Council and the common good of love
experienced his bravery when he negotiated peace with Skinder Basha
of the Sejm in 1609 with Hetman Żółkiewski on the
Dniester. Constit. f 899. With the revision of the Łucka
town books in order to correct some of the errors entrusted to him,
he has willingly accepted that he was a son who loved his homeland
in every position he took on. He died years later and his
services matured in 1629. to amiable subjects.) To discreet
courtiers, pilgrims and poor, almost extravagant. So death

The pious voivode knew
nothing about it: as S. Hieronim the epist. 48. says: Solemus
mata domus nostrae scire novissimi, ac liberorum et conju gum
vitia, vicinis canentibus, ignorare, so he listens to both sides
who call out to each other, - After he has understood the just
regret of submission, he commands everyone to reward immediately,
strangely enough, but the hour in which it happened did not quite
seep through when the prince calmly, as he wished, surrendered the
ghost of his maker. From Aleksandra Sanguszkowna, Prince
Sanguszko, Roman, voivode of Bracławski, and hetman of the
Lithuanian field, his daughter, God gave him numerous offspring:
because he had two daughters, Elżbieta, Jan Feliks of Fulsztyn,
Herburt, the nearby Starosta and Mościcki. acta
Terrestr. Template 1606. and Zofia Jan, Count of
Ostroróg, then castellan and soon voivode of Posen, married and the
sons of three children: Aleksander, Konstanty and Jerzy. After
Fr. Sanguszkowny's relegation, he
repeated Fr. Janusz's marriage league with
Countess Marianna Leszczyńska, voivode of Brzeska
Kujawska, but it seems to me that they had no offspring with
them. Constantine was sent abroad by his sons, to the camp of
Archduke Adalbert von Rakuski, when Ostend was crushed by a heavy
siege, and he hurried with his brother Alexander, where they were
not only spectators, but also a brave one at every opportunity
Heartfelt, men or in the early season, the winner admitted the
Archduke: a deputy later - in his home in the Kronsejm, which had
stood in 1613.
