A white rose with five
leaves in a red field should be a rose above the helmet and
crown. that's how they describe him, Paproc. in the
fol. 58. and 1171. For the coat of arms. fol. 355.
and fol. 672. Approx.volume . 2. fol. 634.
Miechov. lib. 2. cap. 8. Jewels fol. 75.
Biel. fol. 52. Everyone agrees that this coat of arms
from the Czech Republic came to Poland with Poraj, Ś's
brother. Wojciech, the bishop and martyr, as this Dąbrowka and
other Czech lords after Mieczysław
[p.                  389],
after leading the Polish monarch away and liking these lands, he
settled here and left worthy descendants. It is difficult to
guess the first origins of this coat of arms, from where, when and
to whom. It is certain that this coat of arms, ie a rose with
five leaves, was already in use during paganism and long before the
birth of Christ; as Paprocki reports on the coats of arms from
the book Inscriptionum sacrosanctae vetustatis by Rajmundum
Fuggerum, Caroli V. and Ferdinandi Imperatoris, Consiliarium, from
which this author published thirteen tombstones in various places -
with this ornate coat of arms, he wrote; I'll leave it here
for the sake of brevity and for the reader's sake I'm referring to
Paprocki. Bzovius in Notis ad vitam S. Adalberti, scriptam a
S. Sylvestro II. Pontifice, that's what he says about this
house: Rosinorum touches est Romana, originem refert ad tempora
conditae Urbi proxima.

Paprocki says that Sławnik, Sławnika's younger
father and grandfather Ś. Adalbert, the bishop and martyr, the
granting of roses in the coat of arms was the beginning: an
old novel and a pen in line with Czech writers, confirmed by a
pen that all Czech gentlemen who were honored with roses in the
coat of arms come from one of her ancestors: a father, five sons He
shared the roses with the coat of arms, so that she got the
firstborn gold white and blue for the second and third
son; Red for the youngest, black for the fifth in a bad bed
for the conceived. Balbinus agrees pleasantly with this
because he doesn't allow this Sławnik to do it unless no writer
older than Paprocki mentions it, and yes, some of them, the same
Witigon, who not soon after the Sławnik -Attribute lived. He
asks Balbinus Paprocki; that he does not agree with
himself; ho first at the beginning of the book of his
fol. 9. (According to reports, Speculi Moraviae claims that
the Counts of Libicz and the Czech Republic went to these countries
and brought a red rose in a white field to the coat of arms; and
below, where he writes about the Rozynów family, he says that the
Sławnik Count Libicki, He carried a white rose on a red field: In
Speculo Moraviae says the same that the Landsteins in the gold
field, the blue rose and the Slavic father of St. Adalbert the
White or later were allowed In Diadocho, Paprocki corrects his
Mistake and says: With St. Wojciech he took three roses on the
white field: and Balbinus was certain that the Landsteiners carried
a white rose on the red field. Those who were sealed with
roses were never called anything else until 1100 , only Witigons
and then until 1260. Witków So that the Romans of Ursine, the
Romans from the Saxon land of the neighboring Czechs, had their
origin, as Ernestus Brotuffius proves, they come from the
family Lie Beringer or the hereditary lords Behern, Askanji
and Ballenstadu and at that time the Anhalt Princes, who used the
coat of arms, called them the Germans Beringer or Behren. From
this family came a Nider Behr named around 631, irritated about the
injustice that the French had committed in Saxony, and helped
Heraclius, the emperor of Rome, in the war against Dagobert and
Clodovius, for whom he accepted merits [p. 392] Iodine of the
Emperor Ursini Principatum. And by his sons Aribon or
Aribertus, sent by the Emperor against the French, After
defending Saxons and Wendia, when his cousins ​​had descended
without heirs, Askania and his descendants took away as
heir. Witek took over from his successors Ursyn Witigo or von
Słowiański, after he had entered with the army, the part of the
province that lies between the Czech kingdom and the Bavarian
lands; Eventually the Czech prince, who was beaten by waves,
surrendered to him, and he was inherited from his state and
belonged to the Czech nobility. Therefore, some people rightly
understand that the Bohemian Rosembergi family, through their
procedure, took away the Anhalt Prince and not from Germany, for
Boleslaus the Prince, but they came to the Czech Republic long
before that. I understand, says the same author, Epitome Rerum
Bohem. lib. 2. that all rosins, both red and white, gold,
blue or one of our rose colors in the coat of arms, whether it
is one or more; that they settled themselves from one source,
that is, the Slavic nation of that nation and the province from
which the Saxons and Misnaeans had expelled the Slovaks; and
the Slovaks moved to the Czech Republic, and happily some of them
moved from the Roman Ursyns with their line and course of action
because the Ursyns themselves left the Slavic nation, so Dresser,
Brotufftusz, Crollis and others are of the same blood
those. Such a difference in the coats of arms is not evidence
of the diversity of the Rozynów houses and families, but only the
trunks of the same tree, that is, several sons or brothers born to
distinguish themselves from each other. took one,
already two, depending on her taste., already three, already
white, already red, etc., roses in the coat of arms: something open
on the vault of the Krumlov Church under the title
St. Greetings.                        



In the Czech Republic it was once the famous family
of these Rozembergs, because Zawisza Rosemberg had Elżbieta, the
daughter of the Bulgarian king Rolisław, behind him, and after this
death he took Zytka, the sister of Ladislaus the Czech king, around
1280.

Piotr de Rozemberg, who presented himself with a
cardinal hat from the Pope, with a wonderful heart he despised
in 1384.

One of them, born as the daughter of the daughter of Henryk, the
Duke of Silesia, from the Piast line of the family, flourished in
1488. Cureus fol. 338. Wilhelm Ursinus a Rosemberg, governor
of Domus Rosembergicae. Eques velleris aurei, intimus
Caesareus Consiliarius and governor of Supremus Regni Bohemiae or
Prorex, the founder of our college in Krumlov, Czech Republic, were
sent to Poland by Emperor Maksymilian for election to Sejm in
1573. Biel. fol. In 675 and 1576, when one of the
Polish lords Maximilian said he was the Polish crown, we would
rather see you on the Polish throne than on the
emperor. White. fol. 726 and again in 1589. The
first between the commissioners for the peace treaties, between the
Austrian house and the Polish crown, died in 1592.

Ascaniae in Ballenstet filius and it is practical that he is
the Trium amplissimarum familiarum in Germania Conditor, Priorum
Saxoniae Ducum, Marchioniem Brandeburgensium veterum and Principum
Anhaltinorum. From this I conclude, in Balbin's opinion, that
in Poland, as in some houses, in coats of arms, roses have
different colors, already white, already red, or some, two, other
three roses on the shield. A stem came out, but we know, or what
more important work these sorts were for, or according to the
taste Ack of the earlier ancestors of this house, and in fact
Paprocki and Balbinus claim of him that in Bohemia the old
Rozynowie before William de Rosis, never rivers or bears, they wore
no shields, only a red rose in a white field: only then appeared
different shapes. Hence, some strongly argue that
St. Wojciech, He sealed himself with only one red rose,
others want the three they see in the coat of arms of
Doliwa; jakoż Balbinus a witness that the Brecinów Monastery
of St. Benedict not far from Prague, financed by S. Wojciech,
has three red roses in the coat of arms and the Sleiniciorum
family, and probably not from Sławnik (who was mentioned above), he
folds a white one Rose, two red roses on the shield. The
writer of the life of Hieronim Rozrażewski, Bishop of Kujawski, saw
in the same monastery in Brecin the profession of S. Wojciech, his
hair shirt and coat of arms, three roses written on paper,
expressed in parchment: it is useful that the Canonici Regulares in
Trzemeszno are defined by this law that if ever the pastor of that
place (already an abbot at the time) should ever be a plebeian,
then no [p. 395] he should use another coat of arms, only
three scrolls, or Doliwa, that is, who and Ś. Wojciech took
it. I add that this is the coat of arms of Róża that Poraj,
the brother of Ś, brought to Poland. Wojciech, that is,
through whom Ursyn came from Bohemia, as much as Balbin and others
spoke, and the Ursyns left
there.

The first to come to these northern countries with
the coat of arms of Róża was Ursinus and Hector with Publius
Palemon and Prospore Caesarin Column, as Marcin
testifies.

Posnan. and his story: some put him in the
Jordanian family and put out the arms of the trumpets; but
wrongly: because if it was a house after Długosz, nee Ursyn, then
it belonged to the coat of arms of Róża; What name Jordan was
common among Ursyns, which can be seen from the fact that several
Ursyn cardinals of that name, as has been said, were slightly
higher and that the Jordan family did not exist at that
age. He was a shepherd who was kind to everyone. He
worked hard to win souls to God. Pope Stefan VII. Rather
John the Pope: (because Stephen VII the Pope sat in this capital
earlier, ie until 931 AD) sent this sword of St. Peter the
Apostle, whose ear Malchus had been cut off, went to Poznan in 1001
to receive payment for his works, or if others wanted, he
was buried in Brandeburgia. Damalewicz in Vitis
Archiep. Blessings. about Archbishop Hippolytus von
Gniezno, who was the cathedral [p. 396] ceased to rule after
saying goodbye to the world and in 1027 said he was born Ursinus, a
Roman, and this bishop's Jordan of Poznan was close to blood
because his coat of arms was imitated in a different form, I said
under the letter K and with the coat of arms of the
cross.

Parisius claims that long before that
year this Poraj settled down with Dąbrówka, the sister of his
mother Strzeżysław, and the wife of the Polish monarch Mieczysław,
who had come to Poland in extensive estates from the same
Mieczysław, and multiplied his offspring, who who still bears
his coat of arms today is called Poraj after his
name. Bielski fol. 52. Balbinus. The same Poraj
traveled with Bolesław, the Polish prince, to the coronation of
Otto III. To Italy. The emperor, as the life of S.

When his parents saw the funny child, they gave him
to the archbishop, whose name was Albertus, for upbringing, where
he was so grateful that he gave him his name at confirmation: and
therefore he had two names, from the baptism Wojciech, from the
confirmation of Adalbertus. After studying for nine years, he
became a learned man in every science, having few equal companions
in this regard. And after completing his studies he returned
to his father's house, where his youth and abundant blood had
seduced him: for when he had sworn by schoolwork, 398] he
allowed himself to be inactive, he is the world and followed their
vanities; not to mention God a little, it costs no pleasure,
uses the equators of feasts, and other flattery, and he began
to accept the delusions of this world. Love did not last long
in such a state of lawlessness. The Lord God rebuked him with
the death of the first Prague bishop, Drytmar, to whom he had been,
who wept terribly as he died, that the black devils dragged him to
hell, that a large nail drove him into his heart, that he overran
the attitude of his life and the ways of God walked, thought
steadfastly and without living, restricted his customs and placed
them in the club of godliness. Soon after, when his blood and
a noble scholar and a man full of virtues went to the diocese of
Prague, the Czechs decided to go to Dritmar, whereupon the clergy,
who were chasing the devil of the human body and so screaming,
heard: woe to me, I cannot Stay here more because a bishop is being
elected today, a servant of Christ that I must fear. What
Williko, a wise and divine priest, heard, said to the abbot in
Kassyn, Italy.

He lived a holy life, despised
riches, had gold for mud and joys that led to hell. he landed
on the floor. It was one of his wishes and efforts that while
he was thinking of Christ, he should not like anything else and
seek nothing else; dense and great fasting troubled his
limbs; and prayer was his daily bread in which he constantly
humbled himself for his and human sins. He humbled God with a
contrite heart. He tried with all his might to uproot his evil
passions, desires and temptations, both worldly and carnal. He
also knew about satanic pursuits and he knew how to make war with
him and took advantage of the saints from his temptations, giving
him as many cheeks as many times, or overcoming his open proposals,
or knowing how one takes wisdom in secret. He hid from worldly
thoughts and rose in the wings of devotional meditation. and
as he had taught, so he lived that no one could tell him, Friend,
heal yourself first; he was only unhappy because, with great
vigilance, he did little around his sheep to help
them; because he got into a bad and spoiled role. People
who were not punished in great luxury and carnal debauchery took in
many women, and they should [p. 399] to stain the blood of the
Christian slave and his children, they dared to sell to the
Jews. Rape vacations, do not hide fasting, do not listen to
anyone, these were their customs. The clergy and clergy were
also contaminated first, openly insolent marriages were entered
into, ecclesiastical discipline swept away, the bishop not weighed
at all, and the laity and the more powerful gentlemen arose against
him. He healed their ulcers through admonition, punishment,
for example: but as madmen they peeled off such harmful wounds,
wrapped and expensive ointments: there was enough work and nothing
was good: the admonition was tight, but the opposition was
greater. What was St. Bishop? He brought his nets
out of the lake with no catch, fearing that he might not be drowned
by the evil fish and deep water. He started thinking about
himself. And he decided to make a pilgrimage to God's tomb in
Jerusalem to first visit the apostolic abode of the holy city of
Rome. Empress wife of Otto the Second (who had already lived
badly and violated Christianity with his rule, not good and
with a little hope of salvation, he died when she found out about
his path and gave great alms for the soul of her husband and she
gave him much silver, which he gave to the poor The next day he
made a pilgrimage to Rome in poverty and devotion.When Sister
Benedict Cassynum visited this famous place, he confided his
thoughts to these fathers about why he was leaving his diocese and
where to He went. and they began to restore him the way and
said: Stand in the place and live well and gather the fruits of the
holy virtues and gather treasures for yourself, not to live in
Jerusalem, as Sister Jerome says, but for good to be in Jerusalem,
it is glorious. He began to meditate on these words and,
having a keen eye for good advice, he soon let himself be gripped
by the perfection of the Christian life and e in becoming disciples
of Christ's philosophy. And there he fell at his feet with the
perfect virtues of the Greek master Nilus and submitted to his
obedience. Nilus did not refuse him, but he advised him: I am
Greek, I can help less because I am unable to speak the language,
to Rome, to go to Latin and to tell Abbot Leo that I am you as the
new soldier of Christ sent for him. St. Wojciech, in
Rome, at St. He put on his monastic robe and, under the
obedience of the elder, endeavored to love the divine in his
life. He served every little one, the more willing and
despised he was instructed: self-contempt and through diligent
teaching of humility he made himself perfect as a little boy
in the summer, perfect among the little brothers, the kitchen, the
wash bowls and vessels. Carrying water, all domestic workers
[p. 400] to the older claims. Think about each of
you and what it brought to his heart, he told the
elder. And in doing so, however, the difficulty of the letter
of St. He inquired about the ways and nature of virtues and
vices, and listened to conversations and teachings. And so on.
And so he went on, he established within himself a warp of
humility, upon which he happily laid other virtues, and became
God's home and edification. The better he served in prayer,
reading, and piety, the more time he was free from the world. He
found: Nobody heard his murmur from his lips; and when the
elder knocked, he showed patience and little humility. Every
obedience to the small and the great was joyfully
fulfilled; for this is the first virtue of people who go up to
heaven. During his five years there he loved all for the
gratitude of his manners, and passed many of them in virtue with
perfection. lay withdrawn by jealousy, An unkind eye
turned to him. He quickly pleaded with humility and grabbed
him. So from virtue to virtue it became a beautiful dwelling
and the church of Christ. In doing so, the Czechs and Prague
without their bishop sent two to pick him up: Pappat, a Christian,
an eloquent monk, who received a letter from Archbishop Moguncki
and went to the Pope and asked: His bishop would send them the care
of the sheep, any improvement of the people and the promise to obey
their Shepherd. But the Pope liked this pearl, and he would
not be pleased that Rome was impoverishing it: for the sake of
human salvation Wojciech was ordered to return to the diocese, and
he and his abbot asked him. After breaking his will with
obedience, he returned with the messengers. But when he
entered a city in Bohemia, he saw that they had bribed it on a holy
day and began to worry and said: did you promise such an
improvement? so the good Shepherd amused himself, the hunger
of the people should raise him, and he regretted no work, and
indeed it was of little use to do more than before. He endured
and suffered, admonished, punished, never stopped: until he doubted
such a thing, "she told her to correct it. A good white-headed
woman with the bloodiness of a woman sinned, refused to leave the
spouse of faith , and openly fell into sin when her husband found
out about her, he seized her throat. wanted, and she fled to the
church; Wojciech ... did not order her to be surrendered for
ecclesiastical privileges because she was at the altar and the
turned to holy repentance. that she would only be free from death
and sudden wrath of her husband, but he, after agreeing with others
and people, after gathering many of the mighty, they opened the
church with power, they violated the law and the Your Majesty of
the Church and You took the woman and tore her up. Obru sewed
this thing very much of St. Adalbert and when he gets bigger
every day [p. 401] they contributed sins and they did not
regret the old ones, he thought they a z far away, and said to his
loyal companion Pappat: that you have to go with me so that you
don't see me again. And he made his way to Hungary, where he
was given a certain opportunity to inoculate his Christian
faith. Because the Hungarian prince Gejssa and his wife, who
favored the holy faith, both showed his son Stefan for baptism and
offered Wojciech 9 for confirmation. There he "had a little
knowledge of God for a year and lived on with them" after placing
Christ in their hearts and telling him that when he had not yet
seen the weather until the faith was fully established there, he
returned to Rome back to his monastery, to the
Benedictines. Only in these pleasant fringes of
piety, and sacred conversations and examples of perfect
virtues in Greek and Latin characters, did he cool off, almost
there he found his soul and the earthly paradise that he
found. He was endowed with divine miracles throughout his
life. Carrying wine once in an earthenware vessel for
fraternal service. He stumbled and fell: they all heard that
the pot was broken, but when they saw it, it was whole and intact,
and they saw the miracle of God. A man's daughter was healed
from the eyes of a sick person by laying his hand down. The
second of the disease could not eat bread, Wojciech e. Missing
bread when he handed it to him soon lost bread for bread, she
returned to the sick person. His clergyman, his anger and his
scolding wanted to pass, but since he had gone he was lost in the
way that he had to return to S. Adalbert. In mercy he was
unbridled from heart to human misery; Alms, and with all he
could, he left no one behind. Once a poor widow, when he
was somewhere out of town, they called him and begged for her
dress. He said and tomorrow you will come, I am not here with
me, and after she had thought, she called to her and said: And who
will live until tomorrow? Let me do her good today so that I may
judge with God she would not suffer any harm and take off her robe,
he gave her: by showing an example that we should not live with
good deeds because we do not know what will happen tomorrow . He
talked for a long time, doubting the usefulness of his sheep and
for fear of his distraction: but he hoped that the martyr's crown
had stumbled him, and for the same reason he gladly returned, in
Turon S. Martin, in Paris , St. Dionysius of the
Areopagite, in Floriak and elsewhere, wherever he knew which saint
[p. 402] In this way I could do enough, he humbly visited them
all: when he was with the Emperor for a few days, he was so
grateful to him that he let him sleep in his room. When he saw
the time, his courtiers did not give up his admonition so that they
would not love each other in the world and lose their eternal joy
with too little comfort. As he got closer to Bohemia, he did
not want to go directly to his diocese, but went to Poland to the
Polish prince Bolesław the Brave, who first adorned the Polish
royal crown, which had known him before and loved him very
much. He is received with great awe by Bolesław as the husband
of St. and from there he sent his envoys to Prague and Bohemia
when he was to be known and received as his bishop and
pastor, and they wanted to improve. And they, because
they were in a war, four brothers were born, St. They killed
Adalbert, fearing that he would not avenge the blood of his
brothers, and lying in bad manners and old sins, advising him that
he should be theirs should not appear that they should by no means
see him or have him as a shepherd who had wanted them several times
already left, and the reasons why he did so they did not
remember. From this answer came the cheerful St. Wojciech
that God himself had untied the knot. Only then did he write
to Archbishop Moguncki and, as if in vain, passed the matter on to
those stubborn and unpunished people who finally knew him as a
shepherd and reluctantly accepted him: and Bolesław, the Polish
prince, asked the Pope to give him Gniezno as archbishop at the
time when the capital was orphaned after Robert, the first
archbishop. There in this as the capital as the highest
shepherd of all Poland. Poland new Christians in the Faith of
St. he strengthened, showed them the way of redemption and
became their father in God here on earth and in heaven a patron
saint; what and in this song, the Mother of God, he
taught. When he later heard that there were tough heathens and
powerful people in Prussia who inflicted great and difficult wars
on the Polish kings, the human salvation and glory of Christ
multiplied and wished: Boleslaus asked that he
be sent to Prussia with water , to convert
paganism into the faith of Christ. But he felt sorry for his
country, so let the treasure be dear. But when he saw so much and
diligent in the service of the souls of the people, he did so, sent
him away with water and took good care of the
wheelbarrows. Two companions were taken by priests Wojciech
Ś. Gaudentius and someone else along the way, already with
this thought, so that they might convert the Gentiles,
that they may be courageous, and that whatever he longed to
die for Christ, he should do. Wojciech Ś. with companions
of one of the islands that the Vistula makes in Prussia, and pray
there, if he has a lucky entry, on [p. 403] The Prussians
asked for the service of the Lord, some of them saw them, and after
quietly walking up to them, they saw strangers, invisible, in
monk's clothing but as humble sheep, and they thought they would
take them. Then one of them went the worst and went quietly to
St. Adalbert, who then, as he spoke the Psalter, was showing
God his way, cruelly struck him with an oar between the shoulder
blades from behind. He fell to the floor of St. Wojciech
and they shouted: What are you doing here? Run away, we will
kill you and torment you quickly. And S. Wojciech, who
suffered great pain, thanked God in his heart and said: I would no
longer win in this country here and through this great gift of this
wound. and suffering for my crucified Lord Jesus, I will
stop. He did not want to leave the Prussian country, but he
went to a city that had a congress of people that is ideal for a
rescue. The wild men surrounded them and asked: What do you
want? and Ś. Wojciech said: We come from Poland and bring
you salvation. I am a servant of the living God who created heaven
and earth and all that is in them. Know the Lord, one God, and you
will save your souls from hell and diabolical power: Believe in
Jesus, whom He redeemed the world, and be baptized to forgive your
sins. These and other gospel words from S. as they went
through villages and towns and spread: The Prussians laughed and
they refused to listen, ordered them to leave the country and
ordered them to lose their necks and their possessions, so that no,
they would be brought to the inn. They went out of the city
with scorn, went into the field, thought and told St. Wojciech
to be disgusted with our clothes, to change our monk's robes and
take spiritual robes: let's grow beards and then go to Lithuania,
then come back with better luck: Let's make bread here with some of
the farmers, where I will help them with their salvation, so that
we can also find a martyr's crown. And towards
Lithuania. After serving mass in the field and eating some
bread, they set off. and when it was time to rest in the
night, they lay down in the field and slept, and praised the Lord
God for their way and their health; and when they were doing
sacred service in the field the next morning, the Prussians,
prompted by their high priest, whom Krywe had called, regretted
that they had safely let go of S. Adalbert and, when they pursued
him, found a town called Roma in the Closeness to the service of
God. There, shortly after the kidnapping of St. Wojciech,
they drowned seven drowned in him, and spread their hands on a
tree, in the year of our Lord 997. So this great saint gave his God
his sacrifice and the martyr's crown, according to the he longed as
he shed his blood for Christ his God a participant. Two of his
companions, captured [p. 404] are from the cruel men, and the
body lay lying down for three days and had a watch from an
eagle; until they were gracious and buried. When Bolesław
found out, the Polish prince, deeply saddened, sent a respectable
pasture to Prussia to fetch the body of S. Wojciech and ask
her. And when the king saw it and the king asked so diligently
about him, the ancients boasted about it and said: We have killed
the Polish god, and we will not give him anything else until the
king brings us as much silver as the body weighs gray. He did
not regret such a great loss, the pious Lord, knowing as: he God in
great and glorious victories, at the intercession of this
saint he was happy; especially treasures that are dearest to
me, the members in which the spirit of the holy dwelt and the rods
of the divine abode that read it; that he took a great heap of
silver and sent it to Prussia. But God honored the service and
pious will of Bolesławowa with a great miracle and glorified his
martyr. Because the body became so light on the scales that it
took very little silver. With what reverence and joy, triumph
and humility, the king, the priesthood and his people, he knew his
body first Trzemes, then Gniezno, it is difficult to say where God
glorified him with great miracles. Emperor Otto III. When
he learned of his ordeal in great distress, he vowed to visit the
grave of Sr. Martyr and walk seven miles to him. G, as
Bolesław the Brave knew, greeted him with great awe as a guest in
Poznan, and with cloth seven miles away, from Poznan to
Gniezno, after hearing the hall walked with him to the
place; where the emperor, lying humbly on the cross in front
of the tomb, celebrated his service and his vows, then on the head
of King Bolesław. He put on the royal crown of Archbishop
Gaudentius and announced him as the first of the Polish monarchs:
he took the arm and hand of St. Wojciech, whom he later
deposited in Rome. Treadle in Vitis Episcop. Varmiensium,
at the end of fol. 54. He sums up his collected life briefly
when he writes about his miracles after the death of the great,
which ex-Archivo Varmiensi should take, but the former writers of
his life are silent about them, so I leave them here too.

B. Radzyn alba Gaudentius, the Archbishop of
Gniezno, the brother of 4. Wojciech, the bishop and martyr, worked
with him in the Breunów Monastery of the Order of S. Benedict, in
which he set an example of religious perfection, as S. Wojciech
left the Prague bishopric and went to Rome, Radzyn became a
companion of all his troubles, travels and holy life in
the Roman monastery under the title S. Alexius: from there, when A.
Wojciech returned again to Bohemia, from there after Wągier, from
here to Poland, he tried to win the God of souls, apostolic work,
and therefore wanted to be a partner before God. After the
death and assassination of S. Wojciech, who was elevated to the
Archdiocese of Gnaezno by Gregory the Fifth Pope at the insistence
of the Polish monarch Mieczysław, he happily ruled his
flock. whose image he was of all virtues; especially
neglected passions, extravagance towards the poor, friendliness,
life that is not tarnished in any way, sobriety, zeal for God's
honor, Gniezno, something excess: He forbids with a
prohibition; and then, when the harsh ecclesiastical
punishment was of less help, he related in a prophetic spirit the
defeat the city soon suffered when Bretislaus, the Czech prince and
Severus, the bishop of Prague, plundered him and brought almost the
ultimate poverty. Body of St. Adalbert, his brother from
Trzemeszno to Gniezno, and Bolesław Chrobry, the first of the
Polish monarchs, the king, the royal crown, Otto III. Emperor
of Rome from New Year's Eve II. He brought the Pope and
visited the body of 9th Wojciech, he put it on his head. In
these pastoral endeavors, death found him holy, buried in Gniezno
in 1006. After all, a stalemate in 1038 when Brzetysław, the
Czech prince, saw Poland under the Interregnum, invaded and
destroyed these countries; The Gniezno Church fears that in
all its splendor it would not lose the body of S. Wojciech in a
hideous place, somewhere far from suspicion; have hidden
on. This place was the body of Gaudentius that he
placed. After understanding the Czechs, who had been S.
Wojciech with great triumphs, they transported him to Prague, so
that at least after death they would reverently receive the one
whom they hated during their stay, lifetime, that of them, like
many, unworthy , [S. 406] go, wander the world. This is
Długosz clearly in the history of his library. 2.
fol. 195. Miechov. lib. 2.e. 13. and
others. Probably Balbinus Czech, who is crying out for the
Czechs, in Bolland in Actis SS. Various reasons prove that not
only Gaudentius' body, but also Ś. Wojciech was taken,
the Czechs got it; But for the collapse of Balbin it is enough
for me to quote the basis on which he Ferdinand III. Far from
Balbina. To the Emperor Kromer, Bishop of Warmia and at that
time the Polish King's envoy for this monarch. Because Kromer
was asked by this emperor, why would the Poles in Gniezno take the
corpse of St. Adalbert, because he was in Prague in 1038: He
replied: You will know from this righteous emperor where the true
body of St. Adalbert, if you find him without an arm or a
hand: because it is certain and from the breviary and from Peter
Damiani that it is to Otto III. When he visited the grave of
S. Wojciech behind the relic of Bolesław the Brave, his arm and
hand were freed from his body, which he, richly framed, was
transferred to the Church of St. Adalbert, the love of this
church later changed the title to the title of St. Bartholomew
when the body of St. Bartholomew said: In Prague one has a
body in truth and they pretend to be St. Wojciech, but since
he has both hands and arms, St. Wojciech cannot do
it . What Balbinus asks, as if Długosz was the first
author of this fairy tale about planting Gaudentius' body after S.
Wojciech, is wrong; This opinion was the same in Poland from
the start and was well established before Długosz. that with
this form deceived by our Czechs, Gaudentius was taken under
St. Adalbert: it was not a hundred years after this
destruction by Brzetysław of Poland, when St. The Archbishop
of Gniezno, who died in 1144, built Wojciech Jakub von Znin, as
from the old inscription in the Gniezno
Cathedral. What could this rubber dinghy do for people
who are freshly remembered when the corpses of St. Adalbert
was gone and Długosz, as he protests in his foreword, probably
not his inventions, but something according to old
MS. Authors, privileges, he could read, he told
posterity. Gaudentius and virtue in Prague were praised by God
through miracles, because as Wacław Hagecus Czech writes: Tomasz
Pragensis was a young man, he was a criminal, thrown into prison,
he groaned patiently in it for seven years; However, after he
had heard of the great miracles of Gaudentius, he wept with his
misfortune, also in the year 1071 on June 7th, he shows him the
Gauden Archbishop, all in white, who 407], after he had given
his heart to Thomas, he ordered him to follow him; he went,
and after finding a free passage through all the barriers, he went
free: after going out, he led his innocence through official
evidence; soon he was counted among the canons of the Prague
chapter, then dean, in the end he became bishop of Prague as
long as he lived, grateful for Gaudentius of this grace; This
glorious Shepherd performed many other miracles, some of which
ascribed to him the title of Blessed One as a
monologue. Benedict. Goldfinch. in Aquila
Polon. Benedict. fol. 45. Which day of his death is
attributed to May 29th. Bonfin wrote about
him. Fern. Then. in Archiep. Gnesn. and
other.                                                              



Żyrosław, the bishop of Wroclaw in Silesia,
according to Długosz the history of lib. 4. fol. 321st
was born in 1091 in the Krakow Voivodeship from the Wroclaw chapter
and was elected to this capital, to which he had agreed, due to his
great qualities, Herman, the prince and monarch of Poland, and
Marcin, the archbishop of Gniezno, consecrated for this function in
Kalisz following year. He rose from the coat of arms of Peter
von Lis, sat eighteen years old, died in 1120. Shepherd of great
humility and sought the welfare of his flock; He was followed
by Hajmo or Imisław Polak, née Leszczyc. When the same Prince
Herman entered Wroclaw, rosyrosław and his clergy came up against
him and welcomed him as his master and heir. Cureus
fol. 379. adds that he was the first to bring choral singing
and other ceremonies to his
diocese,       



Radost or Gaudentius, the bishop of Krakow, assumed
this dignity after the Maurice of the late archdeacon before
becoming Krakow in 1118. His customs seemed very serious, no
less shrewdness in all his advances, he measured this cholera
strangely, how much more inclined to it by nature: by the example
of his life he won more people for God than by science, and for it
exalted he also devoted priests to ecclesiastical offices. He
gave the Tyniecki monastery many tithes, which was confirmed by
Egidius, the bishop of Tuskulański and the cardinal, by Kalixt the
Pope, the second name, legacy for all of Poland and
Hungary. He was a defender of the rights of the
church; He ruled this diocese so piously that after his death
in 1141 in Kielce in the Krakow Cathedral he was paid for his
pastoral work. Starowol wrote about him. in
Vit. Episc. Cracov. Fern. about the coat of
arms. Bielski fol. 104. Radost should be Poraj's
great-grandson, who first settled in Poland, and his brother
[p. 408] born Mikołaj, the castellan of Gniezno. Father
of St. Bogumił, Archbishop of Gniezno, and the great-nephew of
Rosyrosław, Bishop of Poznan, is
Damalewicz.              



Bogufał, the Bishop of Poznan, the first Pole to
shine in this infule; to say that it is lib in Długosz's
story. 5. fol. 479. Writing that he was the Berk of Kosa,
but this mistake must have been caused by the printing press :
because Długosz in Mtis Episcop. Posnan. he clearly
states that he was Różyc, the then custodian of Poznan, generous to
the poor and in an impeccable life, glorious: elected in 1147, he
initially had difficulties because Mieczysław, the prince of
Poland, opposed his choice for a long time Time: but later he was
entrusted with him to convince, but for two years he presided over
this cathedral for only six months, he entered the tomb in 1150. He
was buried in the Pomeranian church while it was already nearby
.     



Żyrosław, the second bishop of Wroclaw in Silesia,
after Walter vom Zadora coat of arms entered the cathedral in
Kalisz in 1170, which was consecrated by the Archbishop of Gniezno
in eleven years, i.e. 1181, he left her orphan Shepherd of the
Great Heart of Spirit. Długosz in his story, lib. 5.
fol. 515. and lib. 6. waves. 546. Paproc. about
the coat of arms. Samuel. Nakiel. in
Miechov. says that the Miechowski Monastery, the great one, is
proud of its charity and favor when it was founded,
fol. 65.           



Werner, the Bishop of Płock, who turned all eyes on
himself through the seriousness of morality, holiness of life,
refined doctrine, turned his heart to him that after the death of
Aleksander, the Bishop of Płock, the whole chapter, his was worthy,
judged with unified voices that would rule the flock, orphaned by
his Shepherd. Werner resisted this dignity for a long time
until he gave way to chronic, annoying persistence; He was
called from Płocki's school on the eleventh day of the same place,
on May 2nd, in 4156. It was consecrated by Janisław,
Archbishop of Gniezno in Łowicz. After becoming bishop or
prelate of more peculiar virtues, he pureed both for a greater
spiritual act and for protection from abusive people in
suspensions, keeping wise people, pious and religious people to
himself most of all, and by their example for the larger
service he stimulated his body with fasting, already wearing a hair
shirt, already chopping himself with sticks, shortening himself: in
great science it seemed to us a great submission, with refined
holiness the row of sheep entrusted to him: very sensible; for
inevitable expenses peculiar to the poor, generosity, zeal for
God's honor and good [p. 409] church defense. When for
the fourteenth time he multiplied God's grace for himself in all
the virtues, Bolesta, the castellan of Wiski, the coat of arms of
Jastrzębiec, and the land closer to Prussia by Bolesław
Kędzierzawy, administrator, wealthy lord, but also greedy, good of
the Płock Church, called Karsko, rape with people he penetrated and
took away; the pious bishop rebuked the restitution as his
own, rather modestly and through friends; but when the man's
greed did not prevent him in time, he called him to the judgments
of the earth; As a just decree, Bolesta was sentenced to
poorly acquired goods and rightly punished for the violations he
had committed. This decree stirred up the entire cholera in
the castellan so violently that it could only be wiped out with the
blood and death of an innocent bishop. After settling down, he
just waited a good time. Then a troop of Prussian people came
to him who were infected with idolatry in various
interests. He willingly served those dragged out into the
night and, after receiving gifts, brought them to his
state. At the same moment he got the news that Bishop Płocki
Werner was standing in his estate called Biskupice; So he
sends drunk people and with his brother Bieniasz as soon as
possible with this party to kill Werner von der Welt. Very
early in the morning, on January 4th, 1170, his court in
Biskupice was cruelly murdered by a sleeping bishop and
with him Benedict, the monk of the Order of
St. Benedict. Out of fear, he hid under Werner's bed,
who, after meeting Bieniasz and his followers, exposed the
murderers for the whole of the next day. On this knowledge,
Piotr covered the coat of arms of Śreniawa, then the Archbishop of
Gniezno, who had abolished the bishops with other bishops, all of
Poland with a ban. With which the frightened Polish monarch
Bolesław ordered to conquer Bolesta: (because Bieniasz had
disappeared from view after this excess, that there was no other
agreement, but that the earth had swallowed him alive) and ordered
him to be brought to Gniezno; there, at a great competition
both of the bishops and the Polish gentlemen who were convinced of
this crime, he himself judged the stake; Then it was burned
with fresh wax covered with linen at the stake in Gniezno
square. Werner's body was brought to Płock, honestly buried in
the cathedral, where God performed many miracles because of his
cause. when he restored sight to one, to legs to others, to
health and life to others, but as yet they cannot know where the
folded ones rest.

S. Bogumił, the archbishop of Gniezno, and his
brother Bogufał, from father Mikołaj, the castellan of Gniezno,
from mother Katarzyna, Gryf coat of arms, sister Janisław,
archbishop of Gnieźnieński, born in the village Koźminek near
Dobrów in the province of Sieradzkie in the Archdiocese of
Gniezno; since his youth, immediately raised by his parents in
Christian piety, first to Gniezno to study under the
institution of S. Otto (here he was driven to Poland, then he was
Chancellor of Bolesław Król, Polish, from which he came from the
Bamberg diocese) then sent to Paris, where his younger brother
Bogufał, after seeing the flower, was still alive during
St. Bernard, the Cistercian order who had returned to Poland,
he consecrated himself to God in this order for perpetual service
in the Lukna monastery or as it is now called,
Wągrowiecki. Bogumił, also the saint, imitated that he no
longer considered anything to be the best servant of
God. Since after his parental death the rule of his home
fortune fell on him and he wanted to make Christ their common heir,
after he had given pastor Dobrowski a certain amount of it, the
church was there for the blessed part. He built the Trinity
from the fir tree on the hill between the Nyr and Warta rivers,
which was consecrated by Janisław, the Archbishop of
Gniezno. The benevolence of his nephew Janisław pleased God,
and he began to advise him to sacrifice himself to divine
honor; Bogumił accepted this admonition pleasantly and went to
the court of the archbishops, where he diligently exercised the
function of chancellor, which he imposed on himself. And to
fear that virtue in the presence of courtly temptations could not
be harmful in any way, for fear of God he contracted, avoided
fragmented conversations, protected himself from idleness,
tormented the body with fasting: for he observed the mass of
ordinary fasts so closely that he hadn't tasted a piece of bread
all day. The four-day fast of the Old Lament Sunday began with
a hair shirt, disciplines, lying on the bare floor, and other
elegant methods, especially with a prayer to the Blessed Virgin
Mary. He restrained the passions of mothers and drove away the
temptations of the flesh; whereby he managed in himself to
distance himself a little from the world of vanity in order to
serve the divine in the priestly state. Then he put some kind
of law on [p. 411] on oneself, not to be slow, to be elders,
not to be equal, not to despise the lowly, with the ambition not to
deceive oneself, to seek the greater glory of God in all affairs,
to exemplify good ones in virtues ; Leisure, devotional
books, posture, reading, and prayer. The Archbishop of Gniezno
saw these deeds in him forever and therefore urged him again to
join the clergy for pious reasons; Until Bogumił agreed to
everything after much deliberation with himself, he poured out
everything with great preparation, which was consecrated to the
priesthood, to thank God for this fascism, and humiliated himself
before his Majesty because he was unworthy of it. And in order
for him to progress more perfectly in this state, he often amuses
himself with his inner prayers and the office of Our Lady, and with
short, lofty deeds he raised his thoughts to God. Tip to the
saint. He never left the virgins from his youth until his
death; As his rosary made of large stones that hermits or
pilgrims usually wear shows, it was found between four oaks in
the hermit's hermitage, given to Maciej Łubieński, Archbishop of
Gniezno, for a great gift. He boiled himself into a bloodless
sacrifice, just lay on the floor with his cross, melted into tears,
and during mass he almost melted from the sweet consolation of the
clergy, which he generously drew from there. Soon the parish
church of Dobrowski, founded by him, Archbishop, was administered
to him; Bogumił obediently took on this burden, fearing that
it would become heavy. Because of the rule of the sheep
entrusted to him, P. did not return the bill to God. At first
he tried to make him feel true, without hypocrisy, he would
convince them to love all the hatred and tenacity and let his anger
out of them. He encouraged her to agree. He was diligent
in administering the sacraments and willingly visiting
his parishioners where he encouraged some of those who
flowed happily to thank God for his favor and encouraged others to
be patient in poverty, adversity, and adventure; He made other
sick people, old or promiscuous, in order to receive the
sacraments, he usually gave funerals to poverty at his own expense,
never left his church, made himself available to all who were
graciously pleasant and accessible, drank, ate, cautiously. He
fervently commanded people, advised them against sinful addictions,
and led them to God so often, whether in a sermon or otherwise,
that he mentioned the name of Jesus or Mary and bowed his heads
reverently so often. The common people of the catechism and
salvation [p. 412] must be taught diligently, and paganism
still has errors curling up, he uprooted. Bogumił works near
the Lord's Vineyard. The dean of Gniezno Cathedral was honored
by the Archbishop of Gniezno, and he never took up which office he
would have held. He wanted to leave the Dobrowski government
if he had not been banned by the archbishop. Seeing that both
functions had been entrusted to him, he endeavored to reconcile
both, which God miraculously confirmed through his
goodwill. for when, after priestly hours in Gniezno Cathedral
on days of more principles, he went to the Church of Dobrowski,
fifteen miles from Gniezno, to celebrate Holy Mass, not only did he
leave early, albeit in a short time , ie rather miraculously
transferred by God and miraculously brought back to Gniezno for
dinner, the miracle lasted - as long as he was also dean and
pastor; But even when he found the wounds on the bank of the
Warta, they looked for people who could not cross, for the overflow
of water, as this river usually gathers in spring or autumn, so
that the church of Dobrowski floods from everywhere, not just dry
feet in God's name He walked over his point and all the people who
had gathered were carried away after him that way; and after
the worship there was in this way the same form with everyone on
the other side from whence it came, it returned; and indeed,
when he stood on the bank of the river, he ordered the fish to come
down to him and distribute many of them as needed to the hungry
mob.) Even at dinner in Gniezno he sulked: and from then on a
strange divine affair, he is of the opinion in those countries
there that the fish in this place, with the blessing of this divine
man, so multiplied that there are more and better tastes of
them than elsewhere, but in the same river; It's the same
thing to talk about crabs. Bogumił so terrified all eyes with
this life of His Holiness that after the death of Janik, Archbishop
of Gniezno, the entire Chapter condemned him approvingly to rule
the cathedral; In truth, Bogumil refuses to pay this burden of
humility, but at the urging of everyone, after accepting it and
consecrating it in 1167. With this dignity he not only lost
something other than the gravity of life, but also contributed
three hours before mass, he gave contemplation and other prayers
every day; He spent the rest of the morning in court with his
sheep, especially widows and orphans. After dinner, public and
economic interests calmed down; and that he would be entrusted
to him by God to do good, he encouraged him all the more, stood up
[p. 413] is for them the image of all virtues; What
struck him as peculiar was the tame of the passion, the greatness
of the spirit in dealing with adversity, the moderation in eating,
drinking, clothing, kindness to everyone, the zeal for God's
glory. During his visit to the diocese, he taught children and
ordinary people about the faith. For episcopal reasons, he
willingly picked up fallen people and saved the poor. The
Koronowski Monastery of the Cistercian Order recognizes it as
its first founder, since S. Bogumił wrote five hereditary villages,
Dobrowo, Leszno, Rzuchowo, Zadowo and Kuwaczewo, eternal times and
was the tenth of fourteen others from the General Diocese of the
Cistercian Chapter in the diocese of Kujawska, in the village of
the hospital, then in the second village of Byszowo and in the
seventies in Koronowo, ie 1288. where we see it
blooming. He also gave the monastery tithing in the Nakielski
district. Bogumił selected people with scholars and exemplary
lives for the good of the Church, and when punishing those who were
determined, he added kindness to the severity. Just in court,
listening to those affected, in reassuring hearts,
unprocessed. However, there came a very bad time when the
clergy, having forgotten their condition, smeared themselves with
sacrilegious uncleanliness and lived with women as with
women. And the lay people, who were not afraid of God in their
eyes, invaded the church and tore and tore ungodly. Why did
the Archbishop of Gniezno, Janik, try in truth, how many diseases
at his age allowed him, for which he could not see all corners of
his diocese; But Bogumil also went about more
diligently, and with his apostolic spirit he courageously
committed himself to the house of God by setting up piety which had
been overthrown with good manners. In Łęczyca, for which he
held a provincial synod, at which he imposed church censors on all
those who dealt with other bishops with spiritual goods; to
send to the Apostolic See this decree, which it has
confirmed; But these holy, his evil attempts did not take
effect until the time of Zdzisław, the second successor to Bogumil,
in the Archdiocese of Gniezno. In the meantime, he decided to
do what Wojciech the Saint once did to the Czechs in Prague, and in
particular that he did not expect any help from the Holy See in
those unfortunate times, derogations from the Emperor Frederick
Barbarossa [p . 414] Roman, employed. Then he called
himself to Alexander III. The Pope, then living in Venice, to
whom, after translating his reasons, he had asked to assume the
dignity of archbishop and recommended a certain Piotr from the
elected Gniezno chapter. After he had received a gracious
resolution from the Pope and returned to Hungary from Venice, he
emigrated as a Camaldolian hermit from St. Romuald, financed,
observed and their way of life; From there, after returning to
Poland as a shepherd after three years, he gave it up and gave way
to the desert not far from Dobrów. There he lived a strangely
sharp life with constant piety for twelve years, working his body
with fasting, poverty, restlessness and various
humiliations. In a constant battle with diabolical
temptations, Hell, the passion of the Spirit in God's service in
Bogumila, wanted to at least pollute his ship in a good, if not
complete overturn, but despite all these satanic invasions, Bogumił
strongly armed himself with a holy cross, then constant union
through prayer with God. There is only one island overgrown
with oaks that are encased in the Warta River, where it was
customary to celebrate his services and humiliation. At
certain times, however, according to John the Baptist, he zealously
preached to the people who descended on Holy Mass in Dobrów, or he
was invited by Pastor Dobrowski at that time. He combined a
divine life with an apostolic life, went around his soul and helped
his neighbors get better. And when the time comes to move him
into a better life, The Most Holy came to him from
heaven. The Virgin Mother of God, who held the child of Jesus
in her arms, surrounded by a choir of holy angels, was Wojciech the
Saint and five hermits whose presence, delighted at her
presence, sighed to her company and eternal home, he
said to the present one Savior: Lord Jesus, Son of God and Mary the
Virgin, please kindly accept my soul; what, when he had
spoken, on June 6th, 1282, he happily put it in Lego's
hand; Some have seen her in the person of a dove that flew
into heaven among angels. His body was buried in the church in
Dobrowski with a ring on his finger and a gold plate with his name
and the year of death written on it. Immediately this place
became famous for him, and miracles were performed there by
him; with which, touched Fulko, the Archbishop of Gniezno, his
successor, Fifth, lifted his bones off the ground. Time of a
village not far away [p. 415] The good man, Stanisław Wach, a
merchant, with a cart and horses in the mud, lost a horse from
which he had removed his skin, carried it to the church and asked
the saint for consolation in his adventure, and when he got out of
the When he returned to church, he found a living and healthy horse
that he was happy about and thanked God. Damalewicz, who wrote
his life, says he saw the broken skin on the church
door. Since his death, he has been named and honored as a
saint from all classes of people, which can be seen in the victims
at his tomb, which was so overcrowded that Wincenty Kot, the
Archbishop of Gniezno, with his chapter, formed a decree with it
the Church there would be built from these
sacrifices. Martinus Baronius wrote about him, Stephanus
Damalewicz defeated S. Bogumili Archiep. Gnesn. Romae
1661. in 8vo and Varsaviae 1714. in 8vo, Wielwiejski
Stefan. SJ in the life of St. 13th

Bogufał was the second Bishop of Poznan from the
Poznan Cantor and the Krakow Canon, who was raised to this dignity
and unanimously elected from the chapter and who was not yet
ordained to the priesthood. Because this Archbishop of Gniezno
made him a priest first. and then he consecrated it to the
diocese, from which the capital, which sat for ten years on the
episcopal estate called Solec, moved in 1253 for
eternity. Długosz in Mtis Episcop praises
him. Posnan. that he was a learned man and made love with
the wise. His library in books more numerous and especially
rich, after him it was given to the Poznan Church, where over the
years he, the choir, was inclined to acquire a new one from the
foundations: for this church he bought the village of Kozłowa from
Ziemowit des Mazovian Princes for ninety silver fines owed by
Ziemowit Bogusław,    



Bogufał, the third bishop of Poznan, the pastor was
Gniezno and the canon of Poznan when the chapter welcomed him as
shepherd, and Fulko, the archbishop of Gniezno, confirmed and
consecrated in Lenda with the support of Tomasz Wrocławski, Michał
Kujawski, Jędrzej Płocki and Henryk Chełmiński ruled the Inflatas
for ten years: According to Długosz in Mtis
Episc. Posnan. He did not leave this world with good fame
in the aforementioned Czermna estates in 1264. In the cathedral in
Poznan, however, his complex body is waiting for a
resurrection.  



From this house flourished: Wojciech, the voivode of
Brzeski Kujawski in 1229. Stefan, the castellan of Sieradz in 1248.
Cecundus, the castellan of Kalisz in 1243. Wojciech Voivod-
[p. 416] Water Krakowski in 1230, as it was said in its place
in the first volume. Someone from the Poraj family founded a
chapel in the Kraków church at the castle, in which the body of
Filip Padniewski, the bishop of Kraków, was later buried, as
mentioned in the guide fol. The 16th Kadłubek Ziccus Regiment
led to the occasion against Moscow and the Novgorodians with
Vytautas Grand Duke of Lithuania. Starowol. in
Bellat. Jan Róża, Bishop of Wallachia of the Order of
Preachers, remembers Okol. in Russia
Florida, fol. 59. and Bzovius in propagine cap. 6.
fol. 50. Mikołaj de Czesław, courtier of Władysław Varna, King
of Poland and Hungary in 1444. in Łask. in
stat. fol. 171.             



Wincenty Kadłubek, Bishop of Kraków, was born to
father Boguchwał, mother Bogna, heir in Karwów near Opatów and had
a brother Boguchwał, of whom two sons remained, and Wincenty's
nephews Bogusław and Sulisław. He was well trained in his
childhood by devout parents for fear of God and other virtues and
given to schools to polish his sciences. He did so much in
them that he surpassed all his colleagues with his sharp wit and
smooth pronunciation. He was also so expert in theology that
dexterity turned all eyes to him, hence the fame of his great
teaching in Poland, respect and affection among his great people
and especially Fulcon, the bishop and high science who blew no
pride. and depth in councils, and valor in matters he
made him Pastor Sandomierski, where Vincent shone among other
prelates as a star in the dark clouds. After the descent of
Bishop Fulkon from the Krakow chapter, he therefore neither aspired
to nor was he aware of this choice, such as the Krakow miter of
1207, which was confirmed by the innocent Pope and consecrated by
Heinrich the Archbishop of Gniezno. Vincent settled in this
cathedral, pouring everything into pious deeds, saving poverty into
poverty, providing orphans with charity, providing teaching to
young people, and diligently observing church discipline. The
Church of Kielce, founded under the title of Our Lady, made a
significant contribution to the ten prebends associated with the
low income that went with it. to have ordained this before the
Blessed Virgin The lamp burned always day and night as a
sacrament. According to Kącki and Starowol, he gave the
Jędrzejowski Monastery two villages, Czerników and Gojczów, for
eternity. in Vita ipsius; like this author in Vitis
Episc. [S. 417] Cracov. In the city of Jędrzejowski
he put Sulejowski in the Archdiocese of Gniezno and the
Koprzywnicki Monastery with the two second home villages
Niekisiałka and Karesów and threatened their nephews with divine
judgment if they dared to collect them
together. Miechow. lib. 3. cap. 32. lists
eleven villages from which he would tithe after leaving his table
attached to the chapter of Cracow and seven villages from which to
tithe in cash. Nakiel. in Miechow. fol. 131
praises his charity for his monastery, Pruszcz, when he describes
the city of Krakow, says that on the tomb of S. Stanisław
Bishop of Krakow, he hung a large silver lamp that lasted until the
time of this author. Starowol. in
Mtis. Episc. Cracov. He adds that with his industry
and agriculture, which cut down the overgrown forest, he planted
villages and people in this place, which contributed significantly
to his diocese. When he was just the pastor of Sandomierz,
Leszko the White, the Prince of Poland, had given him so much
courage and virtue that he gave him his daughter, Blessed Salomea,
to be brought to Halicz with her husband, the character of an
envoy, to accompany them. For Karoloman, later Jędrzej by the
Hungarian king, his son was forcibly helped so that the Kingdom of
Galicia came to him, he was separated from his father by a
will; he himself anointed and crowned him for this
kingdom; and when he was soon thrown from that throne, Vincent
enthroned him again with his dignity and power, to the enemies
themselves and terrible by the sanctity of life and the dignity of
manners. Władysław's two, uncle and nephew, Polish princes,
serious unrest and wars among themselves that ended in the desired
peace are mostly attributable to Wincent. Some also
ascribe to him that he counted S. Jacek among the Krakow
cannons. After ten years in the pastoral office, the unworked
bishop had died to assemble the miter and put on the Cistercian
capica. White. fol. I46. He says that he was
the cause of the clergy's revolt, he was angry with him for
allowing the clergy to go to war with the king; but none of
the former historians write about it before Bielski and in our
Poland it is unknown, they are called priests for war. Others
have a different reason for this. The right fiery lightning
struck the treasury of the cathedral church in Cracow and blew all
the church apparatus to dust. This hurt Wincenty very much,
and he gladly replaced the damage with his coffin, and he made
substantial industry compensation for the Church, fearing that it
was not God who had left this torment in his tabernacle for his
handicap [p. 418], having received the consensus from Honorius
the Pope, he made his diocese in 1218 and joined the Jędrzejów God
for perpetual service in the monastery, where he celebrated the
novitiate year in deep humility, self-destruction, obedience to
everything and vowed. After that he practiced more in the many
virtues, especially in fasting, in humiliation and in almost
constant godliness with God. It happened once when other
religious in the morning all stood in the church according to
the custom, the man of God Vincent, deep in prayer in God, in his
cell, as the abbot saw, and wanted to know what Vincent was playing
in the time , he looked through the crack in the door until he sees
the servant of God kneeling and surrounded with extraordinary
light, as if delighted; So, without telling anyone about it,
he thanked Vincent for these and other favors he was
bestowing. In doing so, Wincenty came to himself and when he
realized that the time of the Matins was already over, he fell at
his feet and voluntarily blamed himself on them, which he forgave
him all the more graciously, and he took it well for them Vision of
how pleasing God was to his soul. Five years in the shadow of
the monastery, but in virtues clear to God, Vincent valued his
heavenly glory. to which he went through the sacraments and
other pious deeds full of days and merit in 1223 after seasoning
himself on March 8: in Jędrzejów, where the monastery was ruled by
Theodoric the French, the second abbot. The body of this man
of God is buried in the ground in bishop's clothing with this
tombstone: Hic iacet illustris Vincentius Kadłubkonis de Villa
Karwow de armis Rosarum, vir acris ingenii, Divina et humana
literatura insignis, ex Praeposito Sandomiriensi, anno Domini 1208.
per Capitulum, in Praesulemulum , in Praesulemulum Cracoviensem
electus, per Innocentium III. Papam confirmatus et
al. Henricum Archiepiscopum Gnesnensem consecratus, praesedit
annis decem; demum obtenta licentia from Honorio
Papa. renunciando Episcopatui, Religionem Cisterciensis
Ordinis in Monasterio Andreoviensi profitetur, atque ibi sub regula
in Observantia Spiegel uno exact, Christo Christi Meilen
spiritum reddidit, et in medio chori corpus ejus a Fratribus terrae
commendatum, anno Dei 1228. 8. Marti. On this tombstone you
can see how Okolski made a mistake when he dragged it onto the
Wilczekosy coat of arms and placed it under the Róża coat of
arms. For four hundred years his body lay in the ground:
Bartłomiej Powsiński, Abbot Jędrzejowski, who had returned from
Rome from Clement VIII. Pope, he thought about the sublevation
of his bones, but [p. 419] his death occurred this time, only
Remigian Koniecpolski, then Bishop of Chełmski and administrator of
the Jędrzejowski Abbey, with priest Fryderyk Szembek
Soc. Jesus, with the consensus of Piotr Gembicki, the then
dean of Krakow and the administrator of the same bishopric, after
opening his tomb, took out the sacred bones from which many felt a
grateful smell, which was then brought to the coffin in the
year 1633, and closed in a marble tombstone. Immediately
God, having resorted to this servant of God for his cause, began to
testify many favors, so that nine years after the transfer of his
bones, the old Wola writer counted seven of the resurrected
;; Already dying and cured, four, four freed from dysentery,
twelve from epilepsy, five from swelling, two from deafness,
eighteen from blindness and many others in various ailments and
adventures experienced the cause of his effectiveness before
God.

In the meantime, the
Provincial Synod in Warsaw, celebrated in 1634, pleaded for his
canonization by the Holy See. There was Wincenty of growing
stature. The Polish kingdom should be strong that he
wrote the first history of Poland, which was not published soon
after, under the title: Historia Polonica, Dobromili 1612. in
8vo.

You write from
Olexów. Stanisław Gniewosz from Magierownia, Szeliga coat of
arms, fathered three sons. Of these, the first cherub died in
1497 in Wołoszech near Bukowina, over the Biel. fol. 486
but his descendants also ceased. Daniel, the second, left a
son, Stanisław, whose three wives had numerous
offspring. Gabriel the third, from Olexów, married Tarłówna,
Stanisław Tarła, the administrator of Queen Elizabeth, one
daughter; who bore him four sons; Jędrzej the first, heir
in Sarnowo, famous for various expeditions, especially in Obertyn
with Mielecki, with Falęcka, left two sons: Stanisław, who spent a
long time at the court of Queen Katarzyna, who lived this life
there: and Adriana, Die Sisters Barbara Kochanowska and Anna
Lasocka were buried in Sieciechów. John the Second s
[p. 156] and the royal secretary, a brave man who, at his own
expense, exposed the clothed Rota to the enemies of this country:
he had Princess Czartoryska behind him, the remaining widow of
Prince Sumiński, as Okol writes. but he lived with her
childless, and Jan Latowicki's Staroste is mentioned in the 1591
constitutions. fol. 633 and 1595 fol. 677. where he
should be paid to the quartered army: He was a great bachelor of
this century, so much so that Stefan Batory, the King of Poland,
spoke of him when I had to challenge myself to a duel for the
kingdom I would nobody wash away for this function, only Jan
Gniewosz, and no wonder: Because Stephen suffered him and his
bravery when he was younger at the court of King John of Hungary,
he was brave at the court of the Turks, and he always left
victorious there , and therefore he settled on the Polish
throne. He made him his captain and colonel on the Moscow
expedition: When the king told him to be a son of
Latovice-Starosty, he said: [p. 157] The Krasnostawska
residence burned down, and it burned down in the fire, thirty
thousand of Krakow's friends in Ś Peter bequeathed his
strength and health in military missions and sermons.

After he has given
him back the little Lithuanian seal, he will make him his envoy to
Moscow [p. 436] He fought bravely against Polotsk against
Moscow, praises Cichoc. in ALloq.

Blind in sin, in addiction, however, they
become deaf to healing advice and warnings. Kazimierz, as if
he were not legally defined, not only did not curtail the
fragmented life, but [p. 73] dissolved even more. With
the curse of Bodzęta sent by Clement, the sixth Pope, the Bishop of
Kraków sends Baryczka to the King so that the dead member and
others who infect the Church with censorship may be cut
off. He obediently squeezed a pious priest, armed for
everything for God, standing on the throne, pronouncing excesses,
and finally excluding him from the community of
believers. This angry Kazimierz thought of nothing more than
muffling the voice of the apostolic preacher. So he ordered
that he be arrested and thrown in prison. It was not enough,
it seemed a dangerous pleasure, as long as he breathed Baryczek
into his body. He ordered him to be drowned in
a frozen hole on the Vistula on January 8,
1349 . They could not hide for long, and the royal
cruelty and priestly innocence: over this very place where he was
pressed to the bottom, the voices of angels rang out, An
unusual light sparkled until the ice melted. His body flowed
up against the water and was found intact, as if it had just been
thrown into the water, giving off a graceful scent. What if it
is noticed with a lot of competition from people of both
sexes? in Krakow in the Church of St. Catherine at
OO.

Jan Taszek of Koniecpol signed a letter from Władysław the King to
the Church of Vilnius. Four years later, when he was already
holding the large crown seal of the Korczyński Sejm from Władysław
Jagiełło, he was marked with other colleagues in the legation of
the Basel Council, but when Władysław Król died at that time, he
returned with Zbyszek Oleśnicki from Poznan back. The Bishop
of Krakow desperately needs homelands that need his
awareness.

Jan Przedbor
Hellerowna had a second wife. According to Zofia Dębińska,
Aleksander and her second sister Dorota Dębińska were already a nun
who had been raped from the monastery. He fathered sons of
Jakub and Stanisław, but Sterile, daughter Anna and the childless,
and Zofia, who first lived with Gabriel Stępkowski, Bracławski, the
castellan, after him Mariusz Jaskolski, the crown guard, the
castellan of Sanok, but no descendants with him
. was. From the shame of the tribunal, Aleksander freed
the excess of this excess by respecting the merits of the
hetman.

In the Helsberg manuscripts there is a trial against
Aleksander Koniecpolski, son of Chamberlain Sieradzki, named after

Aleksander, first the castellan, then the voivode of
Sieradz, Starost von Wieluński, Żarnowiecki and Brzeźnicki, son of
Stanisław Przedbos, castellan of Sieradz, during the Wielkołucka
expedition in 1580 with Stefan Król, at this event near Toropec,
Biel. fol. 775, among others, who, albeit in small
numbers, took the great Moscow army out of the field and hunted for
several miles, chopping and tying them.

Stanisław, the castellan of Kraków, Grand Hetman of
the Crown, Buski, Barski, Bytomski, Kowelski, Płoskirow staroste,
son of the voivode Aleksander Sieradz, repeated his marriage vows
three times: the first time with Żółkiewska Crown Chancellor and
Grand Crown Hetman of whom was the son of Jbędrzej, star but at a
young age.

For the third
time with Zofia Opalińska, the voivode of Poznan, but she had no
offspring: after his death, Zofia remarried Prince Korecki, the
castellan of Volhynia. From his youth he immediately began to
do great works: in 1607 the governor of Wieluński, Konstyt,
traveled to France and other kingdoms as an
embassy. fol. 849. His first marshland was during the
siege and conquest of Smolensk, there he had his arm
repaired, The proof of a big heart that gave the so-called
Żołkiewski hetman that he married his own daughter and all of his
subsequent expeditions to an unbreakable one Companion made:
Stanisław went up the steps, and he was first promoted to the crown
sub-table by Żołkiewski (this is the title of him in Konstyt. 1616.
fol. 13 and the Staroste of Wieluń and Żarnów) and then became
famous on [p. 196] of the Moscow campaign and the Tatar necks,
shortly before the Wallachia expedition, the field hetman of the
crown was appointed (in the Constitutions of 1620, fol. 12, this
honor was bestowed on him only after our fatal defeat, as the
Żółkiewski Grand Hetman in Cecora died that year, Stanisław
Koniecpolski was captured: then he was freed by the greedy Tatars,
thrown with a thick rag, he had a more peculiar opportunity to be
patient; the worms that rotted out of the Tatar rag were all
the more heavier, and in fact, as he himself later said, more
severe than all torture, the fact that the handcuffed hands could
not be taken away from the citizen.Then , along with the
others, fifty-six, into a dungeon so narrow that one standing
almost on top of each other, like piles of wood, the mud and stench
of people pressed against him almost suffocated
him: Koniecpolski, Prince Korecki, Żółki However, ewski
and Farensbachiusz got on with other Turks between the Tatars and
Skinder Basha. Skinder Basha, as an important man (because at
that time no Turczyn knew about him, that the hetman), after
properly dressed and excluded from others, had first sent him back
to Silistria: there the Slavic Bosnians had already cast him out to
to take him out of captivity, only the snow fell that night
and confused all of their thoughts. Brought to Constantinople
from Silistria when he refused to allow himself to say something
that would not be appropriate for a Christian and a godly person
locked up in Jedykule with others. In this there was no small
resentment between the Prince of Korea and Farensbachius that led
to severe reprimands and even to beatings: After long arguments,
Koniecpolski left his arguments on the wisdom of Koniecpolski, who,
after hugging them both closely, calmed their hearts with
themselves that they later did not differ, although Korecki's death
from Turkish hatred of a violently murdered person soon
followed. Koniecpolski received this favorite that one of the
Turks could enter him who taught him the Turkish and Arabic
languages, but when the others found out, they forbade him to do
so; as for caring for his release. He could not breathe,
however, the Tatar fields plundered the Polish borders,
Koniecpolski willingly went in the same year, that is, 1624, where
his camp was densified to show the trace of the smallest army, and
so he escaped a little; Attacked the trail, the Tatars
realized that there had to be few people and they were still shy
the safer they were in this place. Meanwhile, Koniecpolski
beat them with a big heart and beat them: there should be eighty
thousand Tatars. The second victory in Martynów followed when
Cantimir lost thirty thousand. Again in 1626, he rubbed them
so well that Tatar Khan barely escaped from his hands, leaving
us all with a fairly plentiful harvest. Starowol. Or
at. in Obitum Sigismundi III.

he escaped after he slipped. He besieged Tczów, Puck took it,
finally rubbed his strength, forced him to make peace with Poland,
and turned his anger on the Germans. So he pacified Prussia,
brought them back to Podolia against the Tatars in 1633, after
having captured them, and struck a slave among the Wallachians and
all crops with a great defeat. Abazy Basha, one hundred
thousand Turks, as many Tatars who watch over Kamieniec
Podolski, others say only in fifty thousand, happily
won. And since the Tatar and Turkish invasions in Poland were
the greatest chance for the Cossacks, who often returned violently
to the Turkish states and always returned in abundance so that
Koniecpolski would block their way to Turek, Kodak built a mighty
fortress on the Dnieper: It did the Cossacks hurt very much, and
that is why they began to join the uprising after choosing Paulik
as their leader, but Koniecpolski had them defeated by Mikołaj
Potocki, the field hetman: and in the following year 1638.

country he protected health. He had even thought of India to
let go of the sea if his father hadn't brought him back to his
homeland: Here with his father, the hetman near Ochmatów, who
fought with the Tatars, he showed that he wasn't just that Death
did not fear, but he sought it for the fame and love of his
homeland.

He writes about
the Wiśniowiecki family, but left no descendants of theirs; he
allegedly had a second wife from her and his daughter Konstytucja
in 1670. fol. 36. At the Sejm of 1661, by the Constitution,
fol. 31. Hereditary properties in the Kiev region of
Mliowczyzna were awarded to him, ie Śmila or Tasmyn, Konstantynów,
Babklej,
Or-Jäger.           



The Constitution of the Sejm of 1674 ordered
Koniecpolski, the then Doliński-Starost, to return Zamość's
property to Marcin Zamojski and to grant him the right to life
imprisonment in Krzeszów, Tarnogród and a residence in
Zwierzyniec. Krasicki. 



Remigian, Bishop of Chełm, Abbot Jędrzejowski,
second son of Aleksander from the Sieradz Voivode from
Sroczyycka. There is a memory of him in Jędrzejów, where the
bones of Wincenty Kadłubek, the bishop of Kraków, and then the
Cistercian monk with the permission of the elders, raised them and
erected a marble tombstone from 1633. He put them on
honestly. Starowol. in Kadłubek's life. There are
also in the Chełm Cathedral, which he made a large silver cross,
and twelve silver candlesticks. With his decree that he could
not protect the public interests of his homeland by himself, he
visited by others, kind to everyone and did not defend anyone,
writes about him, among others, Father Dr. Karwat in Siradia
trabeata. Quo not servants aequi. Romuleo quisquam
Lechicas moderamine gentes flexit and there on Skrobiszov. in
Vitis Archiep. Leop. Urban Pope quotes the
letter confirming him in this cathedral. He entered this
pastoral office in 1626. In 1640 he left this
world. Piekhov. in Episc. Helmet. Facies
rerum. [S. 201]                  



Krzysztof, the voivode of Bełski, the starost of
Stryjski and before that the crown ensign, the third son of
Aleksander Sieradzki from Sroczycka, repeated his marriage vows for
the first time twice with Duchess Zofia Porycka from Zbaraż, of
which Angela was Febronia Jan Wielopolski, the head of the Crown
and then the Chancellor of the Crown's spouse, died in 1661.
Kazan. Volsk horseshoe. Reform. the second time with
Konstancja Stanisławska, the castellan of Halicka of the Pilava
coat of arms, he fathered five daughters with her: Aleksandra,
Zofia, Eleonora, Euzebia and Anna, all behind the monastery,
devoted themselves to God forever service and a son, Jan Aleksander
. King Jan Kazimierz, who was fighting for the Polish crown,
asked this Krzysztof as his envoy to join the Crown
Estates. Order of elections 1648.
fol. 14th      



Jan Aleksander, first the crown horse, then voivode
Bracławski, finally voivode von Sieradz, heir in Koniecpol and
Jazłowiec, Starost von Sieradz, son of voivode Krzysztof, Bełski,
had Elżbieta Febronia, daughter of Rzewuski, the court treasurer
behind him Offspring of the bachelor. After he did not leave,
the last part of the Koniecpolski line, and apparently the last of
this house and named in 1720, parted from the world. He was a
Commonwealth Commissioner appointed under the Karlovy Vary Pacts to
separate Poles from Turks. Our mission from Rozniat was
remembered for him as his most peculiar benefactor. 



Jan, the castellan and then the voivode from
Sieradz, the fourth son of Aleksander from the voivode Sieradzki
from Sroczyycka, died in 1661. Gustaw, the king of Sweden, wanted
to lean this on his side with great promises, but with his informal
ship Jan got Kazimierz Król next to his master, and he was a
decisive factor for the entire Sieradz Voivodeship. He was
reunited with Sarnowska for a lifetime, his son Stanisław
Karol. 



Stanisław Karol, Voivode von Parnawski, son of Jan,
Voivode von Sieradz from Sarnowska: From Kuropatwianka's first wife
he fathered a son, Jan, and a daughter, Elżbieta Korycińska,
Franciszek Castellan von Bracławski, a woman who was
childless. She wrote ten thousand in the Kraków Chapel of
St. Xawier, buried there with Ś. Piotr, on the other
hand, Zofia Oleśnicka, Joanna Cieńska and Marianna Walewska,
Zygmunt Walewski, the castellan of Rozpierski.  



Mikołaj Przedbor, castellan from Rozpierski, brother
of Stanisław Przedbor, castellan from Sieradz and Starost from
Wieluń, [p. 202] signed the union of the Duchy of Lithuania
with the Crown of 1569. Constit. fol. 171. a
paproc. he calls him castellan: Anna Czyżowska from the Topór
coat of arms gave birth to a daughter, Zofia Czerska from the
Szczęsny district judge of Cracow, her wife, she died in 1584. As a
tombstone she testifies to the Holy Trinity in Cracow; and the
second; and three sons, Jędrzej, who with the election of
Sigismund III signed the MP from the Sandomierz
Province. 1586. Constitut. fol. 437th von Ligęzianki
left descendants, later he was the castellan of Połaniecki and the
royal captain. John of the Lublin district judge, who died in
1606 and gave his library to our Lublin College with his last
will. Annuae Coll. Lubl. As Cich
testifies , the Church dedicated herself to the glory of God
in her inheritance . in
Alloc. Osec. lib. 2. cap. 13. and Mikołaj, the
district judge Sieradzki, lived ninety in the chivalrous pieces of
an expert and died celibacy. It was my fourth brother,
Aleksander, the Starost from Radom in Sieradz, from whom Konstyt
had already died. 1611. fol. 10. Claims that the Radom
Church donated a mill to the hospital for the poor who begged
there, which was approved by the Republic of Poland. Zygmunt
Stefan was Mikołaj's nephew, according to Baran. He was
succeeded by the Sieradz country elders, he was and the Starost von
Szcercowski, he was sent to the assembly of 1632, from which he was
a deputy for the revision of the Crown Treasury, Acta
intern. and the Seym of 1633. From there he became deputy of
the Radom Tribunal Constit. fol. 21. He was later the
star of Będzin in 1648. Jędrzej was the castellan of Połaniecki
from Ligęzianka, as mentioned above, his two
daughters, Elżbieta Chlewicka and Zofia Dedyńska in the suburb
of Sanocka, and son Stefan, the royal colonel who wore the hussar
banner was strong in Sweden, so that his lieutenant Borowski died
on this occasion, this Stefan died in 1629 and went with Marcjanna
Daniłowiczowny, voivode of Ruska, two sons, Jędrzej and
Aleksander. Jackowski Kamena Załosna. Jędrzej, son of
Stefan (he wrote himself from Przecław), a field clerk of the
Crown, who wanted to take advantage of the skills of knightly works
that he acquired in the Dutch army under his uncle Stanisław Hetman
in Poland, he rose up the ranks, soon he reached the
first; but death swiftly took him away, in his twenty-eighth
century, in the year of our Lord, 1648, as written by his Starowol
tombstone. in monum. from the Trinity Church in Cracow:
he had Potocka Wiktoria from the Pilawa coat of arms behind
him, Mikołaj, the castellan of Cracow, and the daughter of the
Crown Hetman. Potoc. Tour

Pastor. Hist. Lib. 1. Samuel the
Castellan [p. 203] The Chełm Staroste von Grabowiecki in
1621 took Aleksandra, the daughter of Jan Feliks, from Fulsztyn
Herburt, the Staroste from Wiskie and Mościcki, a chivalrous
husband, as the Tatarskis showed on Turkish expeditions when
Twardow praised him. Sieradz seems. Our college Przemyśl
1632 was proud of its favor: Hist. Coll. this woman had a
son, but he died childless, and two daughters, one of whom lived
with Samuel Konstanty Szczawiński, the castellan of Kruszwicki, the
other Zuzanna with Wojciech Krasiński, voivode of
Mazowieckie. Mikołaj, the canon of Gniezno, the pastor of
Przecław, whose successor was Jędrzej Olszewski as
canon. Dunin Kazan. Stanisław Lubaczowski, castellan from
the Sejm from 1653, deputy of the Lviv finance court
Constit. fol. 2. He had Helena Izabela Daniłowiczowna, a
senior citizen from Czerwonogrodzka. The same Stanisław, it
seems to me, later became the castellan of Bracław, and of
Hoszowska he left a son, Leonard Józef, and a daughter, Zofia,
first the Olszewska flag of Gostyńska, and then Załuska, the
voivode of Rawska, her father was born in Krasicka. Jakub
1632. Przedbor, the administrator of Przemyśl 1693, was a member of
the Crown Tribunal several times. Zofia Koniecpolska, the
older Sieradzka, was for Dunin. Kazan. for the
funeral. Olszow. Geneal. Olszow. N.
Koniecpolska, Michał Prince Czartoryski, wife of the Sandomierz
Voivodeship. N. nun at S. Jędrzej in Cracow. Katarzyna
von Roxyc Koniecpolski, wife of Mikołaj Gomoliński, a land clerk in
Sieradzki, died in 1627 when Starowol was written from her grave in
Sulejów. in monum. N. behind him was Anna Teresa
Brzechwianka a Wendenska chamber mistress. Anna was after Adam
Ocieski, chamberlain of Kraków, after whose death she married
Zygmunt Zaklik, the castellan of Połaniecki, in
1566. Fern. about the coat of
arms. fol.

The trimming of the coat of arms of TrąbyIn the
principality of Lithuania, some of them and Ostyks write in the
usual way in Rus, where the letters C and T are usually indicated
individually. This house is from Narymunt, the great
Lithuanian prince who was the son of Lizdejko, the son of Wirszul,
the Syrpuc, the son Grzegorz Ościk, the governor of Vilnius, the
marshal and the supreme hetman and the last five sons: Rak, Tokar,
Niewier, Radziwiłł and Czasny or Stańko: They went from Radziwiłł
[p. 141] Radziwiłł from Raka Dziewałtowscy, as it was said in
his place, and others. From Tokar the Herburt family, the
Iwaskiewicz family, the Pieckiewicz family, the Komajewski
family. There were two sons from Niewia, Marcin and Wojciech,
but nobody writes about their descendants, from Stanek or Czasny,
Ościków familia, Ostyk, Syruc, Grzegorz. This Ościk lived in
1413 when he took on himself in Seym Hrodel and the successor of
your coat of arms Trąbki, which is attested by
Łask. stat. fol. 127. After all, he was not given a
title there or anyone else, and I read each of them with my honor
and in Stryikov. fol. 542. White. fol. 313.
Ościk son of Grzegorz, whose genealogy is Niewiaska Stanek,
Kojał. Feliks, in my first volume Grzegorz,
Biel. fol. 364. John called, the castellan of Vilnius and
the Starost, signed the Brzeski Peace Treaty in Łask. in
stat. fol. 140. knowing that he was wrong Kojał in
MS. if he wants him in the same year as the voivode of
Vilnius: because he himself wrote the second party of the same
Oscik in 1440, the castellan of Vilnius, when after Sigismund's
death he did not forfeit his brother, but prince Kazimierz in the
Lithuanian principality, in that year also 1421. signed the
establishment of the diocese Żmudzki to Kojał. However, it
must be known that he died in 1440 because the following
year Michał Kiezgaiło was already sitting on this chair, his
sons according to the same Kojał. there were two:
Jerzy and Stanisław, of whom the latter also had two sons: the
first Stanisław, the second Grzegorz, the latter was the voivode of
Trotsky and the court marshal of Lithuania, with these titles I
read in 1511. on the list of Sigismund I. in the book whose title
is Law and Privilege fol. 23, where he signed Grzegorz
Stanisławowicz Ościkowicz and approved the Staro Trocka Foundation
in the Abbatum Trocen series in 1517. and in 1499 at the court
of the Lithuanian court he kept the star of Merecki and Onixtensk,
the year of which, when he fought courageously against Moscow in
Wiedrussa, was captured by them, from which he was saved by the
authority of Queen Helen in 1508 ha. Tori held Helena herself
when she wanted to drive from Poland to Moscow. I don't know,
however, says Kojałow. in MS. for what he is
uncle. lib. 23. Cap. 3. is called Bartoszewicz, and
Paprocki and Bielski are Bartosławicz. His son Grzegorz
Wierszul Ościkowicz appeared in 1507 at the coronation of Sigismund
I in an ornamental community. Uncle. lib. 23.
c. 1. I understand the Castellan of Vilnius as early as 1547.
He signed the cession of Bielsko land, he was still alive in 1553.
He had Princess Zasławska Jawnucianka, daughter of Michał, behind
him, she gave birth to Jerzy Ościk, voivode of Mścisławski, he will
be from Stryjkowski fol recalled 772. [p. 142] that he
was on an expedition to Moscow with Filon Kmita, his wife from
Moravia Magdalena of Lomnica from an old and noble
family; However, she left him no offspring and after her death
married Jędrzej Cikowski from the Radwan coat of arms, the governor
of Ucieński, the royal courtier. The second son of the same
Zasławska, Grzegorz, but his son Jan was under the
constitution of 1581, f. 384. Paproc. in the garden f. 210.
Biel. f. 769. Sarnic. Warsaw. Uncle. f. 431.
However, it seems to me that this Jan Ościk's house, like many
childless, died. Krom this Kojał. in MS. mentions
Mikołaj Ościk, a colonel and brave soldier in the times of Zygmunt
August 1560. N. Ościkowna was after Leon the prince in the
Sanguszek barracks. Geneal. Czartor. Nakiel. in
Miechov. fol. 576. Maciej Radziwiłł Ościkowicz, the
Bishop of Kiev, the shepherd of great piety who seemed to appear
from his face, death takes the year 1546. In Herburt's case, in
1499 you will find the signed Niemir Ostyk and his son Wojszund
Radziwiłł fol. 663. but as Kojałowicz in MS. these
belonged neither to the Ościków nor to the Radziwiłł
family. N. Ościkowicz, a deputy from Sachmat Khan Zawolgski in
1452, but who was transferred to Ezingerej Khan Przekopski,
understands Father Dr. It was reassuring. that it was
Stanisław or Stanisław Ościk's brother. Grzegorz Ościk,
Nasiłowska Voivode of Witebska behind him, I understand that the
one who died in

Szamotuły from the Nałęcz coat of arms, a house in
Wielkopolska with works and honors that were once famous in Poland:
however, antiquity, as centuries worthy of Szamotuły, has deeply
forgotten its works, but I am putting them here, that I could
read. Dobrogost, the voivode of Poznan, who died in Uście in
1226 after courageously collaborating with Władysław Laskonogi, the
Duke of Greater Poland. Długosz [p. 595]
lib. 6.f. 634. Cromer lib. 7. but those authors of
whom he is not a family. White. fol. 151. claims
that it is the Nałęcz Papla coat of arms. in Gniezno,
Okol. in MS. Cracov. from Szamotuły write
it. Tomasz, the castellan of Poznan, Tomisław, the Cupbearer,
and his son Sędziwoj from the Nałęcz coat of arms, suspended in
1249. As if they wanted to remove Przemysław from Wielkopolska, I
threw them in prison and then put them in prison for
free. Dlugosz l. 7.f. 713. White. f. 176.
Bellows. lib. 3. This letter from Prince Przemysław
was signed by Nakiel. in Miechov. fol. 167. in 1243.
Paproc. between Szamotulskie it counts. Sędziwoj We,
castellan of Bniński around 1379. The author of a book whose title:
Exemplar Historiae Polonae Criticae pag. 109. Biecki wants him
to be a castellan, not Bniński, but this is obviously against
Długosz, Kromer and others. There used to be castellans from
Bniń, as I have spoken elsewhere, but especially in the sixth
volume under the coat of arms of Łódź fol. 255. where
[p. 596] Samotulius Procerum omnium longe clarissimus
evaserat, utpote qui perpetuo tenore vitae domi et foris
splendidus, erga milites liberalis etc. erat dignified
Castellanus Posnaniensis: but this tombstone should also be known
that it did not come soon after the death of this useless
person , he became Issued by someone less aware of history,
unless he expressed a year Who this Dobrogost stopped living,
and if Starowolski had calculated the years in what year the battle
was, he would be in his hand escaped from the pen because it was
used with Bibersztein 1310. Grunwaldzka with the German
Knights in 1410 would have done it. In 1310 this Dobrogost had to
live for more than one hundred and twenty years. He treated
him knightly and again in 1410. Starowolski confused two or three
Dobrogosts Szamotulski, the first who lived in the time of Łokietek
the king had no honor in the Senate. Guess the second
Dobrogost flourished in 1393 with the castellan of Poznan, as I
read on King Jagiello's list given to the city of Krakow. The
third Dobrogos [p. 597] Jan Szamotulski, son of Dobrogostowy,
remembers Długosz during the terrible war between the Grzymalczyks
and Nałęczes in Greater Poland in 1384. fol. 93. Families
in the house were nicknamed Świdwa, of which Świdwa from Gaul with
the same author can be found here. Wincentego also Swidwy from
Szamotuły, which is also called Sędziwoj and lib. 10.
fol. 88. In that storm, there and on other papers, he
described various bachelorhoods and revolutions of happiness: He
was Wincenty, the castellan of Naklo. First Piotr was the
castellan of Kalisz, then Posen, over the Starowol. in Bellat
Sarmat. so writes fol.

598] Vladislao Jagiellone
ductabat: Demum Vitoldo in Moschovia bellum against Novogrodenses
gerente, totius exercises dux from illo constituutus
fuit. Subque tempus eröffurationis, Vladislai Jagiellonidis
cum Świdrigiełło Litvanus Podoliam infestaret, ac Theodoretum
Nesvisiensium Et dum Vladislaus Jagiellonides ad capiendam
coronam esset ab Ungaris vocatus, praemissus cum Andrea Tęczynio,
praemissus cum Andrea Tęczynio, and potegrissus cum Andrea
Tęczynio, praemissus cum Andrea Tęczynio, and potis, metropodens
redectio, metropodens, metropodens, Turismo, Hungarian, and Joestro
Sennenio, Budapest decoratus, postam et al. His daughter
Jadwiga was, according to Kazimierz, the Duke of Mazovia and
Bełski, Długosz, at the age of 13, under a
year.

Castellan from Posen Florian [p. 599] as I said in the first
volume.

In Mazowieckie the voivodeship flourished, where
Pomścibor Rogala, the castellan and starost of Ciechanowski, who
lived in 1240, walked their way in a straight line, then they
settled in Prussia, others in the Kraków Mikołaj voivodeship
Zawadzki from Za Wad, a husband in knight affairs, who struck with
Jakub Secygniewski in 1527, when Ferdinand the Czech King John, the
governor of Transylvania, was elected to the Hungarian Kingdom, he
was a lieutenant over pedestrians, from there he followed Poland
and after either leaving his homeland or his wares, or
commissioning his wares in Małopolska, he began to nest near
Krakow; However, he did not cease to look for knightly fame,
so after hearing about the war between the Germans and the Turks in
1533, he went to Vienna, from where he returned home after the
expedition was over to pay for the fame of his name gain, his
son died Walentyn and his daughter Zofia, the second Stanisław
Picus, was named after the eigentümlicheren wisdom that seemed so
named him as the Picum Mirendulanum, which was famous for its high
skills once, as is apparent from the poems of Paproc to Put it home
over the coat of arms. fol. 510. ibid. It
establishes the privilege of King Sigismund Augustus, which was
granted to this Stanisław in 1572, who is known to have been his
mother Katarzyna of Szczerzyce Drabowna, coat of arms of Gozdawa

Gozdawa under Bończa: on the helmet [p. 103] a golden

He is a priest of
great virtues and talents, ruled by three colleges and a
professorial house in Krakow. he went to Rome to be elected to
the tenth general congregation; in 1661 he went into the holy
eternity of 66 years. After his death, a card was found on his
chest in his hand with the following words: Anna 1659. April
8th. redeunti e templo a sacro, ex sua immensa misericordia
ostendit mihi Deus; I'm in Gratia Dei and Patriam, Cracoviae
in Domo Professa. Jakub, Canon of Płocki, deputy of the royal
tribunal in 1712 and

The genealogy of this house
is engraved on the map of Narymund, the great Lithuanian prince,
and a descendant of Palemon who settled with other Roman family
members in Lithuanian lands from Rome, childhood of his dead
father, while greed for the Seeking rule of the entire
principality, his own uncles, death and destruction, the piety of
the wet nurse was so hidden that no one knew about him, but a pagan
superstition of the Supreme Ruler's time. Orphaned and from
the ambitions of his closest relatives, He killed a wild ox
with his hands where night fell, there the one who fell asleep
dreamed of seeing an iron wolf of incomparable size, in whose
bowels a hundred other wolves howled . Gedymin, somewhat
disturbed by this dream as he examined various prophets and his
courtiers more interestingly about him, Lizdejko explained it to
him. This right iron wolf means that the city and castle, in
the place of which you will put this dream somewhere, will be the
capital of the Lithuanian princes and the head of your other
cities. Countries. A hundred wolves are locked in there,
that is to say, the community of the commoners who will live in
this city that you are funding. He obeyed his advice Gedymin,
the city of Vilnius and the castle he founded, Lizdejka regaled the
lord, and the common voice called him Radziwiłł from the City
Council of Vilnius: It is Gvagnin, Stryjkow.
