Kazanowski of the Grzymała coat of
arms . Jerzy Donhoff, then Bishop Kamieniecki, in his
funeral sermon originally derived this house from the Komesów of
Milan, one of which, when he erected the palace with a new
building, named Casanova, of whom his successors were Jan Casanova
, a Spaniard of the Order. Dominic, first Magister Sacri
Palatii, then Bishop Bosański, and in 1430 he took a cardinal's hat
from Martin the fifth Pope with the title St. Sixt, attested
by Ciaconius fol. 1118. and Raynau. in
annals. Number 6. His coat of arms was affixed by
Ciaconius, a golden house with a door and three windows, as
confirmed by the Petrasancta cap. 64. de
Tesseris.          Later
one of them moved to Poland and settled in these countries, from
which the Kazanowski family emerged: its coat of arms was changed
to Grzymała.



Dominik von Kazanów, Chamberlain to King
Kazimierz Jagiellonowicz, I read it with the Starost von Radom in
1648. It was safer until Bydgoszcz. On the second list of this
king, this city, I read Jerzy of Kazanów, Archdeacon of Lublin and
Canon of Przemyski.

Mikołaj the second Sterilis, Heinrich the
third, who was captured by Turks and lived there for twenty years
by the same Turchin who captured him, brought back to his
homeland and lived with him in almost brotherly love until his
death. Bartholomew the Fourth, courtier of King Zygmunt I and
judge Łukowski. Marcin Kazanowski, MP in 1569, signed the
Union of Lithuania with the Constitute Crown. fol. 171.
He was a memorable and experienced captain, son of Stanisław
Chamberlain Lubelski from Sienińska des Dębno coat of arms,
apparently from Marcin's wife Małgorzata sędzianka from Lwowska
Tarłowna. Bartłomiej of the judge Łukowski from Markuszowska
also had four sons.
