Forgiveness


I have called him just like you, I could have chosen him.


When you really understand the process of forgiveness, you will want to practise it over and over again, and you won’t be able to get enough of it!


The Lord revealed it to me in a way that I have never before heard. I’m very excited about sharing this. It did something radical inside of me that I can’t describe. Most of all; it set me free!


And I got closer to the revelation of the Lord Jesus’ love! This is the key I want to share with you in this book.


When the Lord revealed it to me, I wrote for hours. I was absorbed in it, I was lost in it and I was engulfed by a million revelations about it – because it is a main key. It’s a cornerstone in the way Jesus ministered, and He is showing us how we should minister each other.


It changed my life, and it set me free in a way I can never even comprehend or describe. It set me free in a way that lifted my soul deeper into His Spirit so that my soul and my spirit emerged more into His.


I actually thought that I had forgiven certain people in my life, but I hadn’t! And I discovered that many Christians live like this; they are not angry with people, they don’t go around vilifying others, but there is a numbness within the heart that is difficult to express.


When we are ready to forgive, He, God, will come and make it possible in us. It is never an option though, to not seek His face even more while we are waiting for Him to come. But it is He, Jesus, doing it in us; His love that is poured through us enabling us to forgive.


That is why many people struggle with unforgiveness, because they hear “you have to forgive”, when in reality we as humans cannot forgive. In our flesh – our emotions, feelings and so on – we cannot forgive.


We are inadequate without knowing it, and in that state of being we try, even very hard, but without succeeding. And we end up in the same position as when we didn’t forgive, and we become frustrated.


We start thinking “maybe there is something wrong with me”, and all of these things arise, until we reach a point inside of us, and we realize; I haven’t really forgiven that person, but what do I do? And slowly we shut down our heart and the numbness sets in. All due to NOT knowing that we cannot forgive. It is only through Jesus that forgiveness is possible.


Until we can forgive, we must wait, and the reason for this waiting period is that we have to be ready for the love of Jesus to be released inside of us, to be poured out.


You might think, “What do you mean? Jesus’ love is already inside me?” But not to these depths!


It’s like a well. It has to be so deep within us so that Love can prevail; that it is just poured out through us.


We have to be ready for that kind of Love, and God knows when we are ready! This is very different from what most people think or have been taught. And why is that? Because the level of love I am talking about here is an all-consuming fire!


Consuming means it will eat up the flesh – and that in itself makes it very clear that a readiness of the heart is required. Not only that but of the physical as well. There comes such a fire that it is almost unbearable for the soul, body and mind to contain.


Yet, still in the middle of the fire the spirit and soul cry out in the heart for more. It becomes a beautiful paradox.


It also requires a readiness of the heart in terms of understanding what the whole situation really is. What the whole thing really is all about. It is a brutal wake-up call to the heart where you come to deeply recognize, comprehend and embrace a deep revelation; it is ALL ABOUT JESUS! And it has nothing to do with me – in fact; I must die as quickly as possible.


All I can do with my own strength and ability is create death! As you can see, this requires a readiness of heart that only the few are willing to pay the price for, but it is ALL worth it!


We have to know His love and how to pursue it!


We have to recognize that “kind of Love” He is because it’s not the same love we see in the world. God is a different kind of Love, God is Agape love, and we have a different kind of love, which we refer to as a human being and call Phileo love, which is an emotional expression.


The Hebrew language has 11 different expressions for declaring one’s love. The word Agape is that “kind of love” which can categorize God’s love, and that is always shown by what it does; it is expressed through an action.


God knows when we’re ready to tackle this because it is very different. His Love is a consuming fire; it burns you up inside, and if you don’t know how to handle it – you can’t contain it! His Love is burning and forceful. It literally burns away the pain and the hurt inside us. That is why we have to be mature in the spirit to tackle it.


We need God’s love to be able to forgive, and we need to be mature enough to handle His love being poured out through us – because it kills the flesh. He kills us with His love.


God strips away things that are death to us, and only His life, His love can remain.


We can’t handle all of this when we are new-born Christians.


We need His love for cleansing our hearts of unforgiveness. The hurt that we have experienced can be so immense that only His love can take the hurt, sin and anger within us and transform it into love.


God’s love is a destructive fire of love that burns away, like the forest fires that ravage whole cities. It will consume you, that is why we have to be mature to handle it.


At first, I wasn’t ready for His love to burn away my unforgiveness, but I became ready because I kept pressing on into His presence, and at some point, that readiness of heart in me became ready!


There comes this point where His Love unfolds so much within us that we can come into the presence of His consuming fire and let ourselves be burned up. A fire that consumes you, that takes your breath away! That’s the fire that will ignite and erase the unforgiveness. In other words, it takes that depth of fire to burn away the unforgiveness!


Why? Because of the wrongdoing in the eyes of the Lord, the committed sin that has taken place needs that level of depth of burning love and also when God reveals His face, it is a consuming fire.


It just burns you up! You just fall to your knees, and you cry your heart out for that person who persecuted you! I’m not talking about an act of will “oh, now I’m going to sit down and cry for that person”. I’m talking about that love in which Jesus is pouring out inside of us. I’m talking about that love that makes you fall down and cry your heart out for that person.


We start to act like Jesus, and we come to understand that forgiveness is LOVE!


We have been taught; forgive your neighbour, those who persecute you, forgive your enemy, turn the other cheek and so on. We all know these scriptures. We have to understand the levels of what it is we need to ask God for. Let me put it in another way; in order for me to obtain the right answer, I need to ask the right question.


When we move deep into the heart, the voice of the heart has a different kind of language.


We have to learn to speak the language of God; it has a deep and intentional tone. We have to learn to listen and speak like that. Once we have done that, we can ask the right questions.


I have thought so much about the scripture with the woman at the well when Jesus says to her: “give Me a drink!” Do you know what that did to her? It compelled her to ask Him a question. He will do everything He can for us to ask Him a question! Because when we ask Him a question, He responds! But we have to ask Him first. When He said that to her, it compelled her to ask Him.


Imagine somebody is saying to you: “give me a drink!”, your flesh is like “wow, what do you mean by that?” Jesus spoke like that to her on purpose.


God’s ways always speak intentionally to us, so that we will ask Him a question. God, Jesus, is constantly placing us in situations where we have the opportunity to ask Him questions.


We need to constantly ask Him questions and to be in prayer, and when He speaks, we listen, and we do! Because forgiveness is an act of doing! In the process of forgiveness, there is a required action. We fall to our knees in the process of forgiveness that is not a choice but rather a surrendering of the flesh. Every fibre in our body submits.


We listen, we hear, but it’s Jesus in us performing this process of forgiveness. We cannot do it! But we can say: “Lord help me, enable me Lord, to let me get to that point where I can come into that process where I start forgiving people – because I want to be free”. And we cry our hearts out for the person who hurt us.




Unforgiveness and Arrogance


The deeper the hurt, the more arrogance and pride that is stored.


Arrogance and unforgiveness are two sides of the same coin. They are clearly interconnected. Linked together. The main impediment in unforgiveness is arrogance.


When there is unforgiveness, arrogance flourishes. It starts out as pride and if not dealt with, it grows into arrogance. Unforgiveness is wrapped up in a way that it doesn’t seem like there is anything to forgive.
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
