In red field shield - to the right
heraldically side - head Negro
returned and after arms shown - tied up White knot - twisted and
tied at the nape of the neck . In a jewel three ostriches
feathers .
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Variations heraldic



The coat of arms of Mora comes in several
varieties . Apart from described above is _ also incl . version
coat of arms - (Mora III), where in golden the shield faces the
figure Negro in the right returned side , with white headband ,
tunic , holding _ _ _ _ tight bow with with an arrow - aimed up
slant . Above a shield , in a jewel above a helmet ( without crowns
rank ) two arrows silver shown without feathers directed upwards
diagonally . _ _ _ Moreover occurs variety of the Mora coat of arms
about ( calling ) - Sulicki I i Sulicki II.




Genesis coat of arms :



Mora ( German : Mohr) is a coat of arms
from Germany and well known Polish heraldry already from the 11th
century . Bartosz

Description of the Coat of Arms



In the red field the head of a
Negro [a] with a
silver collar. Gem : three
ostrich feathers.



Heraldic Varieties



The coat of arms of Mora comes in
several variants . In
addition to the one described above, there is also a version of the
coat of arms (Mora III), where the golden shield shows the
figure of a black man with a white headband and tunic. holds a
drawn bow with an arrow - directed obliquely upwards. Above the
shield, in the piece of jewelery above
the helmet
(without a crown of rank ), two silver
arrows without feathers are shown pointing diagonally upwards. In
addition, there is a variation of the Mora coat of arms about
reputation
- Sulicki I and Sulicki II.



A specific variant of the Mora coat of
arms is the Kobyłka coat of arms , used to seal the family with the
same surname. It is the so-called own coat of arms
. In the blue field, half negro with raised arms, dressed in a red
shirt with a white collar and cuffs, also tied with a white ribbon.
In the feather jewel there are ostriches of three colors: white,
blue and red. The Kobyłek family was most numerous in Mazowsze and Podlasie .



The creation of the coat of arms



The head of a Negro, often referred to as
a Moor's head , is quite common

in the Mediterranean
countries . It is mainly used as the main crest of the coats of
arms of the kingdoms of Corsica and Sardinia known . It
also appears in family and territorial coats of arms, among others
in Germany
(communes of Zolling ,
Ismaning ) and
France . The
negro's crowned head in the silver field was the coat of arms of
the diocese of Freising (now known as the archdiocese
of Munich and Freising ), which is why it was also included in
the coat of arms of Joseph Ratzinger ,
as archbishop of that archdiocese in 1977–1982 and in his papal coat of arms as
Benedict XVI
. The black head in the coat of arms ( of the Scottish
Clan MacLellan ) is impaled
on a sword and could be the head severed by a local robber, perhaps
a gypsy [1] .
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
