Korsak. In the red field two black
crescent-shaped anchors, curved outwards, to the right and left,
die in the middle are held together by a ring, so that the coat of
arms appears like a heraldic lily, the leaves in the middle are
missing; Helmet - jewelry, three ostrich
feathers. These coats of arms, also sometimes called anchors,
lead the:

Defense coat of arms . There
are two S-shaped crossguards that were once used in Bohemia, folded
across in a field [p. 305] red, three ostrich feathers on the
helmet. Indeed there is the coat of arms of Korsak. This
coat of arms was given to one of our compatriots on this occasion
(as Paprocki says, he fought bravely in the fight against the
Czechs: others claim that it was brought from the Czech Republic to
our Poland. It is made by the Broniccy in Volhynia near Ołyka.

Korsak coat of arms (vol. 5 pp. 241-244)



Korsak coat of arms. Bielski
fol. 742 says that two crossbones should be placed on a
shield, paprocki in the nest, f. 1198, and in fol. 679. gave
you the shape of this coat of arms, but not it. describes what
is written on the dial. Okolski t. 1. f. 457. claims that
there are two lilies connected together, as you can see in
Gozdawa's coat of arms, the lilies are black, the field is
red; but he is wrong as to what he should know when he
ascribes the black color to lilies. Kojałowicz in MS. and
Piotrowicz in the preface it is better to say that there are two
anchors twisted with their shoulders towards each other, tied like
a link in the middle, three ostrich feathers on the
helmet. This coat of arms is the Korsak family, a former and
reborn house, mainly in the Połock Voivodeship. The ancestor
of this house came to Lithuania from Corsica, for Świdrigiełło, the
prince who gave him his sister as a wife, and the estate with her
as a dowry, from Głębokie to Zawołot, in the Połock
Voivodeship and on the border with Moscow until at that time a
field called Korsakowe, because only the Korsak family gathered on
it, the Muscovite army had defeated it. In contrast, they
write differently than the goods: some from Poczapów, others from
Hłubocki, others from Hołubicki, others from Borkołap, others from
Udzielski. Hleb and Łukasz Korsak, royal courtiers in 1536. In
1591, Korsak Borkołap became a messenger to Moscow. Quite a
few Korsaks gathered from this house to defend Połock in
1564. Moskvicin took him prisoner against his
oath.

Grzegorz and Gabriel. Of these, Grzegorz, Ensign von Połock,
Starost von Rochaczewski, a daughter of Roman Wołowicz, his sons,
Kazimierz Korsak, Ensign von Połock, Charles died in the Order
of Soc. Jesus. Roman Ensign Połocki, named after his
brother Kazimierz. Gabriel, Gregor's brother, son of John, was
first a country writer, then a Polotsky judge, his son
Constantine. Rafał Korsak first ruler Piński in 1633, then in
1637 he took over the metropolis from all of Russia, as can be seen
from the eulogy at the entrance, Spes altera Russiae, there this
author openly says that the anchors of Korsak are sealed with
him.He taught Rome: on the canonization of B. Josaphat, tried to
Urban VIII and to my beloved cardinals; The Pope gave him
all the clothes and apparatus of the Greek rites as a document of
his affection for him: he was a learned, pious man and worked for
the unification of St. recommended. Jan, the brother of
city writer Rafał, Żmudzki, his son Aleksander, a worthy priest in
our monastery, died in the air in 1657.

On the other hand,
the grace and love of God, the assurance of salvation, have been
sweetened: when it goes so well together; Such a chance helped
him to win himself. Kazimierz was sent to the driveway by his
colonel when he was not told of any danger from the enemy , he
has spread out with his people in a village and is safely falling
asleep; in it the enemy fell into the dead of night; to
be afraid like everyone else, Kazimierz fights away, and from the
speed in the dark hut he takes his city, a peasant's cloth, storms
on the enemy and rebukes happily. Dawn has already begun when
Kazimierz takes care of himself, he sees himself in a simple coat,
not in a dress: and immediately his inner instinct
hears. Well, God dresses you like this, that's the color God
wants to save you in: which, if he thinks hard, eventually refuses
to oppose God's will anymore after giving the poor to the poor, he
is in a deep desert, just there alone While he was living on the
roots and herbs, he spent a certain time just because he was
God-fearing, but not yet quite calm that he did not stop at God's
will in everything, so he goes into already overgrown,
exhausted village; there he accepts the service of a farmer,
and with such willingness and loyalty he does all the burdens and
work as if he had been used to it from birth. The landlord,
who respects the diligence and piety of a man and wishes to thank
him for his work, his daughter as his wife and as a dowry, offers
the inheritance of everything because she was an only
child. Kazimierz despised it, and yes, so that there would be
a greater rain, he won a victory over himself, he went to another
hereditary village of his own, where his sister, who was then born,
ruled the lady; there he offers himself to his subject as a
servant; as he did to his satisfaction [p. 244]
everything with great longing for the heaviest and
easiest. More than once he went to the court for serfdom,
where he was unknown. From there he more than once took whips
and blows from the courtiers: it happened that the sister herself
