interlocked triangle, so that two cross at an angle, the third
below lies horizontally; Helmet decoration: three ostrich
feathers. Bogdan Komoniaka, Straznik of Byelorussia, was
surrounded by outnumbered men fighting the Tartars not far from
Mozyr, and had lost all but one of his men. With this he took
a firm stand against a spruce tree, since the horses had also been
killed. Both defended themselves as long as their arrows in the
quiver lasted, killed about 40 Tartars, but were overpowered and
killed. This coat of arms was awarded to his
descendants. The lead the same

Piłsudzki of the Strzała or Komoniaka
coat of arms , that is: an arrow divided in the middle under
the cross, similar to the coat of arms of Kościesza. This
house in the Duchy of Lithuania, namely in the Duchy of
Żmudzki. They start at Ginwiłów, or as others call them
Ginejtami.   



Ginit, or Ginet, was a member of the
Lithuanian family of Seym in Horodło in 1413. Under Władysław
Jagiełło he was the union of the crown with Lithuania, writes
Przyłuski fol. 286. For the king also Olbracht and his brother
Alexander W. Ks. In the Lithuanian year 1499 the Lithuanian
constitutions mention Marek and Stanisław
Ginitowicz. Stanisław's son, Bartłomiej Stanisławowicz
Gięćtowicz, the starost of Upitski, was first named after his
Piłsuda, which means Piłsudzki in Lithuanian. This one
had. three sons: Wacław, [p. 345] Melchior and
August. Wacław Piłsudzki, Bartłomiej's first son, had
Katarzyna Górska behind him. Melchior, the second son of
Bartłomiej, the one from Słowaczyńska, left two sons of Jan
Kazimierz, the standard bearer of Parnawski, and the second,
Stanisław, the treasurer of Wendeński, married to
Galimska.        



Augustyn, the third son of Bartłomiej,
had a Wieszydłowna castellan from Vilnius behind him.



Jan Kazimierz, son of Melchior from
Prejkitowna, left. Sons: 1st Ferdynand, 2nd Dominik, 3rd Roch,
4th Norbert, 5th Rheinhold. 



Ferdinand, the first son of Jan
Kazimierz, Starost Wieszwiański, lieutenant of the Petychorska
banner, that of Ludwika Bielewicz, a judge from Żmudzka, had 5
sons: the first Franciszek cellar, i.e. cupbearer W.
Ks. Litewski, the second John, the Rector of the Jesuits, the
third Ludwik, the provincial clerk of Żmudzki, the fourth
Alexander, the captain of the duchy of Żmudzki, the fifth Antoni,
the provincial magistrate of Żmudzki. 



Dominik, the second son of Jan, the
butler of Żmudzki from Stęgwiłłówna, had a son, Michał, captain
Żmudzki.



Roch, the third son of Jan stolnik
Żmudzki from Pancerzyńska, the sister of the bishop of Wileński,
had a son, Kazimierz, the Alkoski town councillor, who married
Kukiewiczowska, a daughter after Bejnart, chief Żmudzki, and two
sons: Ignacy, ciwun Żmudzki ; 2 zu voto Kazimierz, the starost
of Alkoski, had a Puzynianka behind him, he fathered Jan Antoni,
who died unmarried, and Kazimierz, the captain of the Duchy of
Żmudzki, who had several descendants from Billewiczowska, ciwunowny
Żmudzka. 
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
