The coat of arms of the Komorowski von
Korczak family - a Polish noble family from Komorów in the Belz
region.



For a while, the Komorowski family ruled
over Spisz, Liptov and Orawa. In 1467, as a reward for his
services in expelling the robber family Skrzyński from the ywiec
region in 1460-1462, King Casimir IV Jagiellonian bestowed the
Żywiec region on Piotr, Count Liptov and Orawa, which survived
intermittently for over 200 years in the hands of the family and
their heirs.



After the unsuccessful expedition for the
Hungarian crown in 1471, 13-year-old Prince Kazimierz
Jagiellończyk, son of King Kazimierz Jagiellończyk, received help
from Piotr Komorowski on his way back to the country. Because
of this, Komorowski got into another conflict with the Hungarian
king Maciej Korwin, who took all his estates in Hungary from
him. In 1474 Piotr Komorowski finally moved to Żywiec. To
compensate for the losses incurred in Hungary, the Polish king
granted him income from extra-urban Starosty in Barwałd and leases
in Szaflary in Podhale.

Bałaban of the Korczak Coat of
Arms. They filled our homeland and all of Europe with works of
chivalry. Bałaban Barierę, the highest hetman of the Turkish
army in 1465. In Kroacja he was merrily combative, Rainaudus
recalls in Church History. For Skanderberg, the memorable
victor, they exacted the victorious tribute with their bravery and
lust for glory. Later, from Albania, overshadowed by the
Turkish yoke, on the golden liberty they left liberty in our
kingdom, first in the Ruthenian lands, and soon also in the
Lithuanian principality, both with saber and tongue, and counsel
and strength they defended it. Gideon Balaban, the ruler of
Lviv, settled here first in these lands, and with his brothers
Arseni, also rulers of Lviv and Bazyli: this man who protects the
common good, protects his health, on the heaviest tricks of the
enemy: this courage That Herz was served by his sons from
Żółkiewska, fathered by his three children. Jan with the
hetman from Mielec, a memorable soldier but childless. Jerzy
settled in the Lithuanian principality, he left
descendants; his sister Anna, engaged to Józef
Piotrowski. Alexander, the third son of Basil the Starost
[p. 55] Winnicki, Rohatyński, Trembowelski, the royal captain,
when he was beheaded with the Turks at Cecora, and while he could
recover, fought back with much more heathen than broken bravery, he
put his hands in fetters; who later, having freed himself from
them, his homeland, as compensation for his merits, which he had
made famous since his youth, by the Constitution of 1623,
fol. 4. In the Sejm he was a deputy commissioned as Commissar
for Disposition of the Zaporozhye Army,
Constit. fol.16. and 1631. fol. 28th from Barbara
Jarmolińska, daughter of Ivan, left sons Jerzy and
Aleksander.

Barzi of the Korczak Coat of
Arms. Already during the reign of the Roman Emperor Antoninus
Pius, the Barzich family flourished in Peruż, not only in wealth,
but also in high dignities, in this country the enlisted in Saint
Constantius, the Bishop of Peruzan, grew with the blood of the
martyr, the year after [p. 76] the birth of Christ on the
hundred and fiftieth, which the Church of God commemorates on the
twenty-ninth of January in the martyrology. And Bollandus in
Actis Sanctorum, on the same day, by various very ancient authors,
he depicts some of his lives, to which I refer the reader, there
you will find plainly that this holy martyr was of the House of
Barzich, very worthy. Also, it will not surprise anyone that
this family comes from such an ancient time if you look closely at
the ancient past of Korczak not only in Poland but also in other
kingdoms, what I am talking about will be under the Korczak
coat of arms. So I would understand that after a revolution of
the time, the Barz family moved from Peruż to Poland, from where
the Derszniaks started later: they wrote first from Bloczew, soon
and from Wiśnicz, or that he stayed with them for a long time
because he stayed at home, he changed the purchased
Lubomirski.      



Henryk, Mikołaj, Piotr, his brothers,
Bukowica surrendered to Maciej Król, which was reported by Długosz
and our other historians. Stanisław, the Kraków voivode and
the starost, who later received the merits of Śniatyn, from Bloczew

He was a senator of
those corrupt times since heresy, unbroken in the Catholic faith,
with piety, prudence and love of homeland, recommended to
all, scarcely supported in the province of Kraków for a year,
he died in 1571 for eternity. He was buried in the Kraków
Cathedral, on whose tombstone Paprocki wrote it. only
[p. 77] of them son Stanisław, but also the barren
one. The third after that was Dorota Goryńska née Ojrzanowice,
from the coat of arms of Poraj Kasra of the Mazovian Voivode, a
daughter, the remaining widow of the Minsk Army of Warsaw, but who
soon died in her 41st sermon at her
