The noble Polish family
Abramowski , Lithuania,  Jastrzębiec coat of
arms  .

Abramowski is a Polish noble family and
belongs to the Polish heraldic community of Jastrzębiec
. It
begins with the progenitor Sigmund Abramowski and has its origins
in Masuria in
present-day Poland. It goes back to a member of the extensive
Masovian noble family of Pomian
. The Goods of Pomian issued in 1480 names as the recipient a Paweł
(from) Pomian . As a result, the name also changes to "z Pomyana "
(German = from Pomyana ). The estate itself is mentioned as early
as 1449 under the name of Pomian . The surname is a designation of
origin.



estate name appears on Jebraham (=dt.
Abraham von Pomyana ) . Jebrammen (or Jebramy , later also Jebramow
) to go back, which in German means Abrahamsdorf . This name
appears for the first time in a purchase letter ( issued in German
) from 1554 for the 70 hooves large Stalauken
estate by Michał von Abramsdorf and Albrecht von Ziperken " both
free from the Johansburg area". Since there was no other Abramsdorf
in the Johannisburg office , it can only be about Jebrammen (the
goods settlement " Abrahamsruh " near Goldap was only built in
1838). A 1558 bill of sale issued by Caspar von Lehndorff mentions
" Sygmundt von Gebrannofa from the Johanspurgisches ". However,
there is no location Gebannofa . This Sygmundt of Gebrannofa can
only be Sigmund of Pomian , who is mentioned in Pomian in 1535 and
1540 . In a note about the goods payment of the purchase price
installment in 1559 he is already called Sigmundt Gebranouski .



after the village name was changed to
Jebrammen , Sigmund left the estate. His sons ( Stenzel , Bastyan ,
Hansen and Witegk = Albrecht) pay the goods purchase price
installments in the following years and receive receipts (Sigmund
also appears in them again) in the name of Gebramofski . On 3
surviving drafts for a prescription for 12 hooves in Sodehnen they
call him: " Gebramofski ", " Abramnofsky " and " Abramofsky ". In
the final prescription issued in 1577 he is listed as Sigmund
Abramovsky . After that, he is only mentioned as " Abramowski
".



Thus, from the designation of origin "von
Jebrammen ", Polish "z Jebramowa ", then Gebramofski , finally in
the second half of the 16th century the family name Abramowski
emerged.



However, it should be noted that "
Abramovsky " with a "y" or " Abramowski ", the goods that do not
originate in the Masurian/East Prussian area (e.g. by adopting the
name) are not dealt with here and therefore do not belong to the
Abramowski noble family .



The heraldic animal of the
Jastrzębiec
heraldic
community is the hawk . The coat of arms
shows a golden horseshoe with a golden knight's or cavalier's cross
in the middle on a shield with a blue background. The gem adorns a helmet
crowned with a crown of leaves and a chain with a golden amulet (a
so-called tournament mark) . The hawk stands in
the crown with spread wings and also holds a golden horseshoe and
cross in its claw. The goods helmet cover is yellow and blue.



However, other coats of arms and coat of
arms changes are known. Depending on the line, some Abramowskis
have completely differently designed coats of arms: with their own
motif (West Prussian Line: Steenkendorf , Röschken , Schalkendorf),
others use a mix with the motif shown above as a heart shield (Eastern
Pr . Line: Stradauen , Prostken ), or lead the families coat of
arms of other communities (coat of arms of the Sas - Saxon/Silesian
line). When goods were taken over in other regions, other
communities of coats of arms were definitely attached. Known are:
Abdank
, Nieczuja and Waga .



Jebrammen is in the
municipality of Prostken . Jebrammen was called
Bachort from 1938 and has been called Jebramki since 1945 .

cross. The estate original shape of the coat of arms was the hawk
Jastrzab ) alone , from where the name of the Jastrzębiec family (
Accipiter , Bolesta , Boleszczyc , Boleszyc , Boleszycz , Boleścic
, Jastrząb , Jastrząbek , Jastrzęby , Kamiona , Kaniowa , Kudborz ,
Kudbrzyn , Lubrza , Łazanki , Łazęka , Nagóra , Zarazy ), which
probably made its first home in SenHaus Voivodeship ierz , then
spread in large numbers to all areas of the country. The following
is said about the coats of arms gora (now called Holy Cross, two
miles from Bozecin was occupied by heathen enemies, who held
themselves there unassailable and, as if out of mockery, had the
Polish army said that someone might come to them to pray for his
Christ with one of their ones To pass a duel thought a Jastrzębiec

horse shod with horseshoes, the estates long known in Poland at
that time but not common, and was now able to ride up the steep and
slippery mountain and face the duel to whom he defeated the
boasting heathen, who, according to the agreement, had to surrender
to him, and whom he led to the king . All the lands of the Polish
army were then confiscated, which now rode up the mountain ,
attacked the enemy and conquered. The king gave the knight the
horseshoe with the knight's cross in his coat of arms; Jastrzębiec
( Accipiter , Bolesta , Boleszczyc , Boleszyc , Boleszycz ,
Boleścic , Jastrząb , Jastrząbek , Jastrzęby , Kamiona , Kaniowa ,
Kudborz , Kudbrzyn , Lubrza , Ludbrza , Łazanki , Łazęka , Zagóra )
. _ retained the hawk of his original coat of arms as a helmet
ornament. This new coat of arms kept the name Jastrzębiec (
Accipiter , Bolesta , Boleszczyc , Boleszyc , Boleszycz , Boleścic
, Jastrząb , Jastrząbek , Jastrzęby , Kamiona , Kaniowa , Kudborz ,
Kudbrzyn , Lubrza , Ludbrza , Łazanki , Łrazyóka, Łazyóka , Łazyóka
, Łazyóka ). But it was also called Bolesta , Bolescic ,
Boleszczycy , Kaniowa , Kudborz , Kudbryn , Kamiona , Lubrza ,
Nagora and Lazanki . From this coat of arms, the coats of arms of
most families have developed coats of arms that have goods one or
more horseshoes. This coat of arms is used by the families:
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
