The
earliest Polish heraldic source that mentions a coat of arms is
the Insignia
seu clenodia Regis et Regni Poloniae by the Polish
historian Jan
Długosz from 1464–1480 . He writes information
about the coat of arms among the 71 oldest Polish noble coats of
arms in the fragment: "Corczbog, que tres pisces, qui carpones
vocantur, unum super alterum locatum, defert in campo rubeo. De
genere Theutonico ortum
habens."

257-259)



Korzbog herb. Three golden carp are
supposed to float on top of each other in a white field, five
ostrich feathers on the helmet: this is how Paprocki describes him
in the Volksnest. 1085. on coat of arms, fol. 564. in the
garden of fol. 168. but there he says the face of the face
should be blue. Okolski vol. 1. fol. 464. Bielski
fol. 293. Jewels fol. 59th in MS. P.
Rutka. Only a few agree that some carp hover in the right
shield, others are common in the left shield. Petra Sancta
cap. 56. The coat of arms of Korczbach is described as
follows: they are correct [p. 258] three fish named Barwenny
Silver, arranged in the shape of Nałęcz; but on Jan
Korczbach's tombstone (as Kanon Krakowski wrote there, I saw three
frogs, their figure lay here, they swim. It was only under
Władysław Łokietek that it broke away from the Polish crown, so it
would be better if someone said that the Korzbok family was Poland
for a long time, but one of them when Silesia broke out of Polish
jurisdiction and they stayed in that country with their
property, others who had their goods in Poland always settled
here. This family once spread in Silesia, and it is said that
it is still spreading: from this you can know that the Silesian
province was divided into four districts in 1530. In the third,
these gentlemen count on his whole state and his serfdom, the Duke
of Schweidnitz, The Lords of Korzbok and Malzkan, and Joannes Bleau
in his history. Geographically, their estate describes them
more comprehensively. Bielski also fol. 720. remembers
Zygmunt Korzb og, who out of private grudge Count Jędrzej von
Gorka captured the castellan von Międzyrzecki, he kidnapped
him to Silesia, but Prince Brzegski captured him
again. Zajgliczów also a house that he inherited in Silesia
for a long time is certain, and they also seal themselves with
Korzbok, sura MS. he suspects that the goats come from a
family once important in Spain called the Corbium, and Livius
lib. 28. Between the two righteous cousins ​​the controversy
grew over the city of Ibem, which the great Roman general Scipio
wished to soften gently so that it would only come to his mind, but
the greed for happiness made them both so worse If one did not give
in to the other, there was a duel between them in which one of them
would win, and the city of Ibem should be. In the eyes of the
whole army of Scipion they collided with each other when the older
of them Corbis, the younger brother of Orsua, then by force, then
with a hand pointed at the weapon, quickly overcame it:
Przydaje the same MS. Perhaps it is correct that after the
Revolution of Time and War, especially when Mark Antony, Kwadów and
Marcomanów fought, this is the country that is now Silesia and
Moravia, one of the renowned Corbium families, with the accent of
their language in Silesia settled, called Korzbog, and from the
German
Korczbach.                            



Our Korzbok house has stayed in Poland
for a long time, after all I read the first one in Długosz,
lib. 11. Piotr Korzbok, this coat of arms, which in 1410,
before Grunwald's distress, from King Jagiełło to [p. 259] the
commissioners of the King of Hungary, so that he could find out
from them whether they had made peace between him and the Teutonic
Order. White. fol. 293. Cromer. I understand it
too, Piotr, who later became Chamberlain of Poznan, when he signed
the Jedliński Privilege in Łask. in stat. fol. 52.
1433 and 1436. Peace Brzeski fol. 140. Piotr Korzbog, canon of
Kujawski, who died in 1500, is placed on the tombstone by
Paprocki. The same fol. 92. writes that Korzbog in Milec
had Anna Zborowska, the castellaness of Cracow, behind her around
1565. Jan von Wiktów Korzbog, dean of Gniezno, scholastic from
Płock, canon of Kraków, fell asleep in the lord in 1573. his
tombstone was written by Starowol. in monum. whom he says
is a great patron of the sciences and those who turn to them, he
billed a thousand zlotys at the Cracow Academy.
