Lagoda. A shield divided in red and
silver; Helmet decoration: three ostrich
feathers. - A very rich man named Savoy settled in
Cracow, where he was called Wierzynek. Around 1340 he became
the economist and treasurer of King Kazimierz, who accepted him
into the Polish nobility with this coat of arms. It was named
after its possessions in Lagoda bei Szadek in the Sieradz
Voivodeship, Lagoda, but often also Wierzynkowa. The same lead
die:

The jewels of F. 105 describe it as follows: It should be a shield
that is divided by a line, a red field above and a white field
below it [p. 323] Field, three ostrich feathers on the
helmet.

Our authors also add that this coat of arms was brought to Poland
from Germany before 1363 because that year Wierzynek, a native
German, the highest royal treasurer, flourished in Poland when the
Roman Emperor Ludwig King of Hungary, Sigismund Duński, Piotr
Cypryjski, Casimir the Great of Poland, Królów, Otto Bawarski
Ziemowit Mazowiecki, Bolesław Świdnicki, Władysław Opolski,
Bogusław Szczeciński, Dukes, he treated everyone at home. he
recognized in the way of your master: because he gave his King
Kazimierz such a precious jewel, which was then valued over a
hundred thousand. Cromer lib. 12. His son after
Paproc. and okay. was Mikołaj, but after them the
Wierzynek family held onto him, but it seems to me that they are
