*) The Szaniawskich family, raised to the
nobility by King Władysław Jagiełło, only uses the arms of Junosz,
but with many variations, such as in the form of a lamb (with
horns, without horns, with a raised right foreleg , with
a wound in the chest, from the Blood seeps into the chalice, etc.),
as well as emblems above the helmet; for some have only a
crown, others a crown from which five ostrich feathers or half a
lamb come out. - This family originally settled in Lesser
Poland, in Łukowska Land, which at that time was part of the
Sandomierskie Province. From 1471, however, it was under the
newly created province of Lubelskie. In this country of
Szaniawa, a mile and a half from the city of Łakowa, in the parish

August; 1765. Chamberlain JK Mści 1768. Ambassador
Extraordinary of General Seym in Warsaw, elected from January 25,
1770. Bolesławski starost, in the same year with the Order of

You place it on buildings in a blue
field, but not completely, as there is no third line from the
bottom, it is above the helmet and the crown [p. 327] Miss
disheveled, arms cut from arm, three spindles wrapped in thread
over head as if they were coming together below. Two of them
are armored with the coat of arms and hold copies in their hands on
both sides. This is the old coat of arms of the Gultz or
Golczów house. He later added Louis XIV. The King of the
French to Joachim Rudigier Gulcz as a reward for his heroic merits,
three golden lilies, in 1660. Each of them are connected to each
other, one of them should be in the center of the triangle, two
near the top of the triangle, one right, the other left:
as the authentic house of this diplomat shows, where all Gulcz
Liberi Barones were called by this king and the lilies were to be
given jus indigenatus throughout France. The old house, famous
in knight works, works not only in Poland, but also in other
countries. As you can see below, from the information sent to
me, you can see what I am writing about them. Its beginnings
are related to Gulczewskie Prawdziców. Arnold Golcz around
1300. He founded three castles in Wałcz, Dramburg and Drahim, his
sons two estates , Jerzy and Ludwik. The
Golczów line comes from Jerzy, the black name, and from Ludwik, the
Biała line. These two brothers in the

Christopher Henry, then Major General of the Elector of
Brandenburg, belongs to this line. Arnold came from the line
of the Biała Gulcz family from Ludwik, whose son Balcer was the
marshal at the court of the Brandenburg elector. Anna de
Rauschka's father had a daughter, Ludwika Maria, who first lived
with Wojciech Krasiński in the voivode of Mazowieckie and
then with Władysław Sapieha, voivode of Brześć; Jerzy Oberst,
Friedrich Kapitän and Henry Oberszterleitnant, whose three sons
live during this time.
