In a green field a silver crossbar, covered
with two golden vine leaves; Home decoration: three ostrich
feathers. It was granted in 1498 by Wladyslaw, King of Bohemia and
Hungary, to a Hungarian Dangiel , whose son moved to Kraków

Dangel Coat of Arms . Neither Paprocki nor Okolski
wrote about this coat of arms: only Baranowski in MS. that's how he
put it. The stripe in the middle of the disc becomes wide, on which
two vines stand, the disc a green field. The coat of arms was
granted by the Hungarian and Bohemian King Władysław in 1498, who
was then taken to Poland by Piotr Dangel , where he settled in
Kraków. His son by his sister Hozjusz , the cardinal and bishop of
Warmia , fathered Erazm , the starost of Łobzów , an heir in
Mydlniki , not far from Kraków: he was in the great grace of
Sigismund III for his virtue and goodness. and having spent more
than eighty years, the last left this house in Kraków at the Virgin
Mary in Solomon's Chapel with a cast brass tombstone, was buried
probably not Erazm's brother Frederick Dangel , Canon of Warsaw
