In a golden field a black buffalo
head turned forward, pierced obliquely from above by a sword in
such a way that the point of the sword appears on the left side;
Helmet decoration: an armored right arm, armed with a raised sword.
This coat of arms arose from the coat of arms of Wieniawa and the
following is said about its origin: Probably in the time of the
Polish duke Wladyslaw, around 1140, Lastek Hebda from Grabie, who
had the coat of arms of Wieniawa, murdered his brother Jarand, dean
of Gniezno, in the village of Lubania , because he had often
reproached him for his criminal way of life. Among other
punishments, the fratricide was also given to change his ancestral
coat of arms to this one, which was called Pomian (derived from
Pomni nan, di think of him, or from Pomnienianie, the replacement,
namely for the coat of arms Wieniawa). However, the coat of arms is
also used differently in that the sword does not pierce the buffalo
head, but is hacked into it horizontally at the top so that it can
be seen in its entirety. The Pomian coat of arms includes:

They used to be called the great dukes of
Mazovia, but when they moved to Lithuania they were called heroes.
Piotr, the starost of Bielsko and Lidzki, whose sons were three, of
whom Piotr and Paweł settled in the Principality of Lithuania. John
of Zygmunt III, a courtier, captain of the hussar banner to
Livonia, settled in his native Mazovia. His descendants, Marcin

Brudzewski of the Pomeranian Coat of Arms .
Jaruntów, or rather the name Jarandów, has long been proud of this
house: why Okolski did a lot wrong when adding Jauntów to the coat
of arms of Gozdawa [p. 317] tightened. It was a house of its time
with great people and senators, as Jaranda the chamberlain I read
in the list of Władysław Dobrzyński in 1323. Nakielski in Miechovia
fol. 248. This or that, 1342, the castellan of Rospirski, with whom
he signed a letter from Casimir the Great. Fern. stromate. fol. 202
and the second letter of the king from 1346 about the establishment
of the city of Bydgoszcz. Historian. Coll. Bidgost. - Jarand from
Brudzewo, the voivode of Inowrocław, who took over the coronation
from Witold, along with other Polish lords, envoys of Emperor
Zygmunt. Bielski a. In 1430 Brzeski signed the peace treaty of
1436, but I read it elsewhere, Jarand von Grabie discussed in the
Grabski family. Jarand installs the Dean of Gniezno in Kromer in
1383, where he mentions that the Archbishop of Gniezno left him in
the town of Znin as a praesidium. Cromer lib. 14. Jan von Brudzewo,
ensign of Brzeski Kujawski in 1426. Deputy of the Warecki
Parliament to the Prussian Master who insisted that Długosz should
not rape pacts once agreed. Jarand, a canon of Gniezno in 1443.
Damalev. in the life of B. Bogumił. Stanisław Brudzewski, Canon of
Gniezno, signed a letter from Jan Gruszczyński, Archbishop of
Gniezno, in 1466. Damalev. in the archive. Gnesen. Piotr von
Brudzewa, Chamberlain of Kalisz, signed 141st in Stat. fol. 82. and
83. Mikołaj from Brudzewo, Cupbearer from Kalisz, Starost from
Brzesko in 1462, signed a letter from Kazimierz Król about the
union of the Belek lands. Statute for Janusz. fol. 799. Gerard
Jarand from Brudzewo, whose generosity is the Bydgoszcz Monastery
Factory OO. Bernardynów clearly emerged: I already have a monastery
in Warta of the same OO. he should he who by his alms, 1480.
Vadingus in Annal. Min. Damalewicz says about him that he was a
canon of Kruszwicki, and in Warthe with the name of the royal
governor, where in 1468 he built a wooden monastery for the above
mentioned fathers. gnesnium.



Mikołaj of Brudzewo, the voivode of Sieradz (it
seems to me that the same one I was talking about above was the
cupbearer of Kalisz) and the starost of Brzeski put him inter
praesentes on the list of Kazimierz III. Paprocki for the coat of
arms. fol. 202. in 1476. Jan Jarand von Brudzewo, the castellan of
Spicimir in 1496, with whose title he chose Jan Albrycht Rról.
Lasz. Stat. fol. 110. The castellan of Kalisz signed Aleksander
Król in 1501 with the choice: Karnkowski de Primatu, he still lived
in 1509 and 1512. [p. 318] I read it with the governor from
Łęczyca. Mikołaj Jarand from Brudzewo, first castellan from
Łęczyca, with whose title he entered the list of Zygmunt I in 1540.
Nakiel. in Miech., fol. 629. then Voivode, Bielski fol. 589.
Orichov. from Elżbieta of Gólczewo, coat of arms of Prawdzic, he
left two daughters, castellan Sobocka. Gostyńska and Latalska, the
countess in Łabiszyn. Paprocki for the coat of arms. Okolski.

Damalewicz in Vitis Archiep. Gnesn. He was suspicious of this novel
and due to the fact that Długosz Włościborza wrote the Pomeranian
coat of arms as early as 1279. The same and others testify: Mikołaj
also the Sieradz voivode and Starost, the footbridges still in the
times of Wacław “ la . A hundred years before Władysław Jagiello,
but more likely under Łokietek and Casimir the Great, 9 earlier
this coat of arms was [p. 372] than that of the king, unless by
Władysław is meant the son of Krzywousty, born under the title of
prince in 1140. or Władysław Laskonogi, who was deprived of the
state in 1206. For this reason and others, Damalewicz says that he
received this coat of arms rather on the occasion than one of the
Wieniawitas who was hunting with the prince cut down the bison as
you see in the head defeats it. Parisius in Slavia suspects that
earlier the right hand of the Sarmatians named Pomian was captured
by the Romans when on the amphitheater the others were exposed and
had to stumble with the wild animals that were released on them,
such as Żubra well in mind, he cut that he had killed him, for
which he was so spoiled for liberty and with a coat of arms: it is
true that Vopiscus in Probo Imperat. (mihi nr. 7.) among those who
had to break with the animals in idiosyncrasies says that most were
germanic and sarmatian, and parisius of paneg. Decimo, no. 12.
talks about the Sarmatians, Puberes capti, ad paenas spectaculo
dati, multitudine sua fatigarunt bestias; but this conjecture needs
a bigger appearance.



The archbishop of Gniezno wore this coat of arms;
As canon in that cathedral he was chosen after the whole chapter
for that dignity, which was aided not only by fine wit and natural
qualities, but also by special virtues, such as humility with
earnestness, unfeigned devotion, to edify all on, generosity in
increasing God's glory, beautiful and everyone has a conversation;
finally, the reluctance of Duke Przemysław towards Włościborz shook
this glorious election by him. Bzovius in Innal. clergyman. under
1287. no. 15. says that this Przemysław Ludgardę, when his wife was
reported to her without investigation, without trial, was ordered
to strangle his girls who served her, he was rebuked by Archbishop
Bogumił Gniaznieński, who was so offended Bogumil had Fearing that
his church would not be harmed, he voluntarily preferred this [p.
373] give way to dignity. Damalev. in the archive. Gnesn.
understands that Bogumila should not be mentioned here, but
Włościborz: because Bogumił presided over this cathedral still
under Bolesław Kędzierzawy monarch and Mieczysław, the prince of
Wielkopolska, and Włościborz for Przemysław. However, it does not
seem that the attachment to Włościborz would grow on this occasion:
because Długosz clearly writes that this Ludgarda was strangled
only in 1283. Miechowita confirms the same thing in his history,
and Włościborz long before that, because since 1279 he had great
difficulties with his election, so much so that he put it down for
two years; and what can you know that after the resignation of
Włościborz in 128I. Heinrich, the Duke of Bremen, was already
elevated to this metropolis by Marcin Pope IV. about what his
letter from Vading in annal. irrelevant. Jancius over Nicholas III.
He blames the pope, this Włościbor, with his resignation: It seems
more certain, however, that neither Prince Przemysław nor anyone
had an opportunity for this resignation, except for his virtue and
humility, which he voluntarily gave up before the apostolic nuncio
Firman: which his Jakub Swinka appreciated Large, Henryka Brem was
the successor of the Archdiocese. Włościborz, the pastor of
Gniezno, he did. Mikołaj of Lubań, coat of arms of Pomia, parish
priest of Kujawy in 1433, donated some estates to the Kujawy
chapter. Damalev. in prepos. Vladimir. For other ancestors of this
house, see Chebdy and Brudzewski.
