Kopasina. Floating in red fields are two rivers of
silver, flowing together in two turns from above diagonally right
and diagonally left downwards in such a way that between the two
rivers a vertical sword whose broken tip is facing down connects
the rivers at their points of contact; Helmet decoration: three
ostrich feathers. About the origin it is said: In the time of King
Boleslaus the Bold, 1059 82, a knight Kopasina attacked and
annihilated the enemy lying between the two Dunajec rivers, the
Pieczynger, and received in return from king diesstrich , land coat
of arms, coat of arms of the land on which the fight took place.
Another coat of arms of Kopasyna is described in a Krakow court
document of 1423: Coat of arms: two spheres, each adorned with a
cross. The first crest lead die:

• Description of coat of arms:



In the red field from above two silver arches
(rivers), between them a sword (formerly a cross) on a pole, with a
golden hilt, blade down. Three ostrich feathers in the
crown.

It is said that there are two white rivers flowing
from top to bottom, and in the middle between them a cross, or
rather a broken sword, with three ostrich feathers on the helmet.

Oldest mentions:



Coat of arms of Bolesław the Bold. Exact dates
unknown. A seal from 1282 and a record from 1416 document the
medieval origin of the coat of arms.



In the time of Bolesław, the brave King of Poland,
the enemy army was spreading between two rivers, when the knight
named Kopasina saw this, he struck the unexpected in the deep
night, and with his others he beat the horses and took them all,
then he chopped and beat them at will until he had cut them all;
for which (...) he also included the two rivers in the coat of arms
and the sword (...).

In the red field, the golden paw of the eagle, from
which grows the black wing. There are three ostrich feathers in the
jewel above the crowned helmet.
