This coat of arms comes from
Hungary, where it was led by the Nedecki from Nededy , who branched
out to Bohemia, called Skrauszewski there, came to Poland around
1550, stayed there and were called Kruszowski .

Kątski of the Brochwicz Coat of Arms in Ruthenia
and Podolia they acquired this name from the Kęty manor or later
wrote it from Chekhov.

Kruszowski Coat of Arms . It is said to be a bear,
standing on two hind legs, climbing up with the front legs, turned
in the right shield, with two [p. 398] shot through the throat, one
from the front, the other from behind: half a bear over the helmet.
This crest is occupied by Paproc . in the stromate . The Kruszewski
family or the Czeska family Skrauszewski , whose ancestor was
Brykci , Nedecki of Nededa , a native Hungarian who came to Poland
for Zygmunt I and the possession of Kruszów after buying Kruszowski
from them was named, his son was Tomasz, and Stanisław was of Kącka
Stanisław He fathered Joachim, a knightly man who ruled under
Sigismund III. (He was a courtier with him, he did not leave behind
Jan and Wojciech, also men of war.
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
