left; Helmet decoration: three ostrich feathers. This
coat of arms, also called Radzic, lead the: Kmicic.

According to heraldic rules, the coat of
arms should be flamed as
follows :   



In the red field there is a silver
anchor, on the side of which there is also a six-pointed star in
the upper left corner.




Gemstone - three ostrich feathers. 




Labry red with silver elevation. 



It is a variant of the Radzice coat of
arms given to Kmicice, who settled in Orszański County in Lithuania
in the 17th century. The earliest mention is in
Kojałowicz from 1656 - Mikołaj Kmicic, the poet and his
nephews Samuel Kmicic, the Orsha ensign and Starost from Old Selsk,
an excellent soldier - the prototype of Andrzej
Kmicic from Sienkiewicz and
his brother Jan, too soldier       



 



Samuel Kmicic (died 1692) of the Radzic
coat of arms, Staroste of Orsha and Colonel of the Lithuanian Army
- one of the most talented commanders of the First Republic and the
prototype of the main character of the "Flood", Andrzej
Kmicic. We have several of his letters and orders. Here
is one of them:



 



Mo Mr. Lieutenant Moy My brother



I have some warning from Zapuscze that
Chowanski doesn't accidentally come to us for Christmas, standing
by and ready to strike our rod unexpectedly near
Mścibowo. Then, out of tenderness, then y the authorities want
imminenti [directly] and how can I take the periculo [danger], I
send this carer for whom you would like to be WM MM Lord he was in
order, alias God, to keep him Keep disasters away so you don't
complain about WM MM Herren, especially the short term. So it
is right that you stay at Wm MM Herren at some point to further
organize the group. I am also the burden of the moiey functij,
which so far in the fraternal service, according to the will of the
State WM MM itself, has been borne by the deponere that I
want. Therefore my slowness is for my victim.

p. 121-122)



Kmicic of the Radzic coat of
arms. There should be a red anchor in the field with the ear
straight up, next to it is a star on one side and the other on the
other, three ostrich feathers in the helmet. Paproc wrote
about this coat of arms. in fol. 1121. For the coat of
arms. fol. 578. Approx.volume . 2.
fol. 576. Jewels fol. 78. [S. 122] is the name of
this coat of arms of Radzice, which only differs from the coat of
arms of Sztumberg as Biel. says fol. 213. that there are
no stars. Cap by Petra Sancta de Tesseris. 63. Says that
there are some houses in Britain that use the silver anchor in a
red box with a handle but without the stars; and I was
featured in the comments of Ms. the coat of arms of our
Maldonat, but three stars are placed one after the other above the
handle of the anchor. Paproc did not know that the families in
our Poland should seal themselves with this coat of arms. as
and Okol., Kojałowicz in MS. He assigns this coat of arms to
Kmita as his own, but with the variant that they only put a star on
the left side of the shield. One of them was Samuel Kmicic,
Ensign von Orszański, Staroste von Krasnosielski, on whom the
Constitutions of fol.
