When Wandalin Mniszech fought with
honors in the army of Charlemagne for seven years, he added six
more ostrich feathers to his coat of arms. Around 1550 Mikolaj
Mniszech came to Poland from Groß-Konczyc near Freistad in Bohemia
and stayed there. In Poland, only the Mniszech have this coat
of arms.

In the heraldry, Wielądek mentions the
Korzeniewskis of the Libra Coat of Arms and mentions those that
Niesiecki under Korzeniowskie of the Nałęcz Coat of Arms eventually
placed here when they moved to the Bracławski District, and further
comes the Third House of Korzeniowski. According to him, these
korzeniewscy during the establishment of the unionis of the
Lithuanian duchy with the Polish crown, when many houses changed
their coats of arms and adopted new ones, like the princes of
Ostrog; The Wiśniowiecki and td coat of arms of the Wagę to
the coat of arms of Lis or Mzura was changed by Hapon Korzeniewski,
who had his branches in Lithuania and the crown, as in Smoleńsk
Waruszkiewicze and others, in Oszmiański Poczern, in Oszmiański
Poczern Bracław Voivodeship, I left the crown in Ukraine, good
Korzeniówka, there was Marshal of JK Mci for Zygmunt the first, his
son Jan Haponowicz with Anna, Queen of Poland, King Stefan Batory,
his wife, was treasurer, he received the trabische from the
same king Starostei in Vilnius and for other royal estates in
Grodno, in which he expresses that, by intercession of the queen,
as a reward he gives him tenderness and fidelity to this treasure
with the obligation to stay with him longer. The same Jan
Haponowicz 45,000 Lithuanian pennies, his own money for the needs
of the Republic of Poland, the military and the leadership of the
royal kings in Ukraine under Sigismund III. He lost his life
on that occasion, he had Wielamowiczownna behind him, from me three
sons: Piotr, whose successors are in Vilnius, Wiłkomierskie,
Kaunas. Kazimierz Korzeniewski from Wilenski. Władysław
von Wiłkomierski signed in 1700 at the Congress near
Olkiniki. Simultaneously Olkiniki [p. 261] Wincenty
Korzeniewski killed in battle.
