three spindles wrapped in twine over her head as if coming together
below. With the shield of the coat of arms, two are armed with
armor, copies are in their hands, they hold both sides. It is the
old coat of arms of the House of Gultz or Golczów. He later added
Louis XIV. The King of France awarded Joachim Rudigier Gulcz three
golden lilies in 1660 as a reward for his heroic services. Each of
them is connected to each other, one of them should stand in the
middle of the triangle, two near the apex of the triangle, one on
the right, the other on the left: as attested by the authentic
diplomat of this house, in which all Gulcz Liberi Barones appointed
by the same king and were adopted at lilies, received them jus
indigenatus throughout France. The old house and knightly works are
famous not only in Poland but also in other countries, as you will
see below from what I write about them from the information sent to
me. Its beginnings are connected with the Gulczewskie Prawdziców.
Arnold Golcz around 1300. He founded three castles in Wałcz,
Dramburg and Drahim, his sons were two, Jerzy and Ludwik.

Sapieha, the voivode of Brześć, and three sons; Colonel Jerzy,
Captain Friedrich and Heinrich Oberleitnant, whose three sons live
at this time. Jerzy, brother of Arnold, the royal captain and then
judge Wałecki, by Teresa de Martentin Fleminkowny, had three
daughters, as many sons, namely Joachim Rüdiger, who for a long
time was a payman in the French army when he was there on many
campaigns and with chivalry, and with an undaunted heart he wrote,
raised a general over the infantry, with a new auction of his coat
of arms, as I mentioned above, and he won many other favors from
France: at Brandeburg then he was ruled over by the army entrusted
to the infantry, and that his fame was renowned among all monarchs:
for this he was almost one of the ones, he tore out the others.
Christian V. King of Denmark, he was appointed generalissimo over
his entire army, so Johann Georg, Prince of Saski, later told him
when he sent his entire army to Vienna: he had put it on display
with his bravery and with the praise Jan III.
