Osorya. In a red field
a golden cartwheel, missing the upper rim and also the spoke, so
that only seven spokes remain, in the space there is a cross on the
hub that rises above the outer circle of the wheel; Home
decoration: three ostrich feathers. About the origin is said:
A Polish nobleman Osorya tried in Bohemia for the hand of a lady,
which he also received J, but on the condition that the Osorya
stayed for some time in Bohemia. In this car he drove back to
Poland, where he stayed and bought goods. As a reminder of the
successful move, he adopted this coat of arms, which is called
Osorya after him. There is also the name Szarza, which later
became Starza, and the name
Ossolinczyk.        In
Mazovia, the coat of arms also meant the Poswist (that is, the
whistle) and one wants to explain this name by the fact that an
ancestor, who cheerfully whistled something, was suddenly attacked
by enemies, which he defeated, but also by the fact that an
ancestor of this coat of arms, which in a city had many people put
down when the citizens left the city

As a result of
the  
Horodel Union  in
1413, the coat of arms was transferred to  
Lithuania  . At that time, a 

boyar  (according
to  
Władysław Semkowicz,  probably from  
Samogitia  ) named
Twerbud (Twerbuth, Twiributh) was accepted into the Ossory
family. The adoptive father of the Polish family was Mikołaj
von Korabiewice, who affixed the file with his seal. The coat
of arms was also mentioned in court records in
1396.                    
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
