Przerowa. In the red field a golden flag lying
slanting to the right, which is wound once around its black shaft,
which has a lance point and is broken in the middle, so that its
end, which ends in two points, flutters upwards; Helmet decoration:
three ostrich feathers. When Bolestaw Krzywousty, Prince of Poland
(110239), faced the German army near Breslau and the "Silesians" at
that time still united with Poland, had attacked the German
infantry several times in vain, their Colonel Miroslaw rushed at
them with an inserted lance and caused the same a gap, into which
the Silesians, formed in a wedge, hurriedly penetrated and now
defeated the enemy in a fierce fight and forced them to flee. As a
reward for his courageous deed, the prince presented Miroslaw with
large estates and gave him this coat of arms, which after the
breakthrough (przerwa ) of the enemy Przerowa standing like a wall.

Cetner von Przerowa Coat of Arms , in Ruthenian
Voivodeship. Okolski, writing about this family, once mentions its
beginnings to Mirosław, a brave man, and for his knightly courage
he is convinced by the first coat of arms of Przerow, which
Bolesław the Wendemaul presented to him; for the second time (as
evidenced by excerpts from the letter of Prince Frederick of
Silesia) he claims that he was elevated to the privileges of the
German nobility by the Roman emperors as compensation for his
services. But already the name of the coat of arms, Polish,
Przerowa; explained; that it did not come from the German lords of
generosity: it may, however, be that the descendants of Mirosław,
who lived in Silesia for several hundred years, were adorned as a
reward for their bachelor with a more peculiar grace than the Roman
monarchs works, but probably not the first. Later, during the reign
of King Sigismund August of Poland, four brothers came to Poland
from Silesia, Kasper, Bal cer, Michał and Mikołaj. From which
Kasper returned to his homeland. Michał from Poland to the imperial
camp, having led his pay for a long time, died on that occasion
with a considerable charge. Mikołaj with Łaski, the voivode of
Sieradz in Moscow, was strong, he traveled with others to France,
to the Polish kingdom to Henryk Walezjusz and offered: his wife
Bidzińska of the coat of arms of Janina: he did not read his
descendants anywhere.



Balcer Cetner, her fourth brother, who had lost a
long age in the army of the Crown, making his exploits famous for
Jan Zamojski, Grand Hetman of the Crown, chivalrous men of standing
on recommendation and earthly envoys, an example native of
Sigismund III. From the King of Poland in [p. 8] 1598. he received
what the whole republic approved in 1601 in the Seym. 1) what the
constitution of that year, fol. 7 4 9. Jakoż in the privilege of
Zygmunt III. Read the glorious expeditions of this balcer: first
with Paweł Secygniowski near Ochakiv to the Tatars, know how
stubbornly he stood when he was wounded on that occasion, the
courage of his evident testimony. Then, with Jerzy Jazłowiecki,
near the village of Manaczyn, he blamed these disasters; This
bravery was seen by the famous regiments of the time in various
Ostrich expeditions . Duke of Rożyńskie , Konstanty, Prince
Ostrogski , Chodkiewicz and Stefan Król himself in Moscow near
Starolub , in Wołoszech against Beglerbeg and elsewhere without
regretting his health and fortune for that fatherland. From the
hetman Stanisław Żółkiewski 's niece Kurzańska , daughter Jadwiga
who was married to Krzysztof Wasiczyński and he fathered four sons.
From these Jan with the same Żółkiewski in the works of Mars
polishing his years, he died in Moscow with such regret that the
company carried the body of the deceased two miles away. Jędrzej ,
second son of Balcer, cupbearer from Lviv , in his younger age with
a long wandering in foreign lands; later in his homeland, to
Moscow, near Smolensk, he brought four hundred men into battle; it
was in Wallachia with Żółkiewski a passionate warrior who died in
1624. For whom Katarzyna Leśniowska with the coat of arms of Gryf ,
the castellan of Bełska , erected a tombstone in Lviv . Staro
Wolski in Monuments . but he lived with her without children.
Mikołaj, Balcer's third son, founded the presbytery in Krupiec .
The Okolski banner. He was associated for life with Marianna
Kaszewska and from her the descendants of Marcin and Stanisław, two
daughters. Stanisław was chamberlain of Krzemieniec in 1691 . He
left two sons and three daughters. Mikołaj, starost of Baretka ,
lieutenant of the hussar banner of Michał Potocki , voivode of
Wołyń : his wife, Teresa Firlejowna , castellan of Sanok : second
Kołucka , third Rzeczycki . Jan Staroste Tymbarski , deputy of the
Voivodeship of Volhynia, at the convocation in 1696 and 1703 in the
Lublin Sejm, from where he was commissioner to decide on border
injustices of Hungary, Constit . Case. 22. His wife Marianna
Rozwadowska remained Sieciński 's widow ,
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
