The anthology brings together small and large works of art by Baudelaire, Claudius, Droste-Hülshoff, Eichendorff, Fontane, Goethe, Heine, Hofmannsthal, Morgenstern, Mörike, Rilke and Schiller, among others.

Introduction


Queen Elizabeth II.


Elizabeth was born in Mayfair on April 21, 1926, the first of two daughters of King George VI and Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon. Her sister Margaret was born on August 31, 1930.


At a young age, Elizabeth married Philip on November 20, 1947, with whom she raised four children: Prince Charles (November 14, 1948), Princess Anne (August 15, 1950), Prince Andrew (February 19, 1960) and Prince Edward (March 10, 1964).


After the death of her father George VI on February 6, 1952, she took over the affairs of state and was crowned queen on June 2, 1953. Her reign lasted until her death on September 8, 2022.


Elizabeth died on September 8, 2022, and was buried with great sympathy.


Her beloved husband Prince Philipp had already passed away on April 9, 2021.


Queen Elizabeth II was known for her calm and level-headed manner, as well as her ability to address difficult issues in a clear and concise manner. Her speeches were marked by a deep respect for all people.


Undoubtedly, she had a natural charm and humor.
