Muryson coat of arms. On a shield in a white or
silver field, there should be three Negro heads, two of which will
lie on top of each other and the third underneath on the bottom.
This coat of arms was brought to our Poland from Great Britain,
from Jacob Muryson, who was born in Provincia Aberdonensi, from
noble parents and ancestors, as evidenced by the privilege on
parchment in 1677, produced at the Seym, especially by father Jan
and Agnieszka Bisset, born, in this homeland he settled; The sons
of lego Wilhelm and Aleksander, serving for twenty years in the
crown army, and not regretting their health and fortune for that
country, deserved not only a charge in the army of the captains,
but also in the Seym coronationis of John II. King of Poland, the
Commonwealth accepted them as indigenas, in 1676, as evidenced by
the Constitution of fol. 58. Of these, Wilhelm left this world
childless, and Aleksander's brother, from Aleksandra Zabokrzycka,
the cup-bearer of Bracławska, left his sons, Stanisław and Jan
Swordsman Bracławski, who fathered Józef, Franciszek and Antoni out
of Franciszka Potepska, a female warrior from Trembowel.
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
