Buczacki , coat of arms of
Abdank . Gabriel, the Starost of Kamieniec, in 1260
begins the flourishing House of Paprocki, and all Polish historians
have a consistent spring, testifying by their famous chivalrous
duets, of which the family Jazłowiecki remembering what
they always made Buczaca written have
left. Mikołaj is placed after him by the Voivod
of Podolia , but he did not give him a year for a deeper
faith, and therefore I did not count him among the Voivodes
of Podolia . Jerzy and John, I read in it, who with
their lives and bloodshed saved their love for their
homeland. In 1332 it was won by Piotr Gastold , the
voivode of Vilnius and Starost von Kamieniecki , in 1332
for God and
Faith. Kojałowicz municipality 1st lib . 8. Stanisl . Temberian chronologist . Later
in Book Twenty, Kromer counts three full
brothers: Michał , Theoderich and Mirsila . Of
these, Michał is after Paprocki the castellan

For
which the Starostamt Kamieniec the King
of Władysław Jagiellonowicz (Paprocki was the
governor of the Podolskie Voivodeship , he was a
great mercy for him and for his fortune, not for excess, but to
help his country and to encourage the soldiers to fight, not
economical: as in the time of Casimir, when the Tatars
in Podolia again dismantled their fields and
devastated this land with fire and sword, attacked; that by
vetoing the death of his brother he laid down a large number of
them dead in the square, that he rescued the slave and a rich
harvest was brought back.According to royal orders, he was
sent with the army as a young Alexander by his uncle Bogdan from
the ducal principality to Wallach, he returned to the same
principality after having witnessed the battle of
the Vlachs on the Dniester Poland won with a knightly
attack, but alone with incomparable sorrow, there with he shed his
life in 1450 n with his
blood.     



Jan Mużył or Mirsił like
others want the voivodes of Podolia , in 1469
the third brother of
these. Bartłomiej Buczacki , Staroste of Podolia ,
on the Cromer lib . 24. 1457, when he wrote his
party about the Tatars: that he had hit an enemy unit on the
head; when he attacked them with this courage, girded with a
large community, he died with his others.

494th was crown cupbearer
in 1504 when he signed inter praesentes on the list
of Alexander the king given to the city of
Lublin. Michał , the Starost of Śniatyn , is
given by Cromer lib . 28. That he was
ordered to help Stefan with the nobility
of Podolia :

The antiquities of this
house, from which I derive

with only one companion attacked three Prussians, laid down two and
took the third prisoner; But when the other Prussians attacked
him again, he cut off the neck of the third. So the larger
group of newcomers could no longer defend themselves, he was taken
prisoner, when the Prussians had to share the
booty , his companion came to others; They have two other
people: on him, who wanted revenge for the loss of their Prussians,
both agreed to wrest their lives from those who were already
disarmed; In a bad case of trying to save himself, Marcin
turned quickly to one of them, the sword torn from the sword and
knocked his head down: He turned to the other and happily laid the
corpse down [p. 180] this lively battle; until one of
them somehow untangles himself, disillusioned Marcin and
then escorted him to Radzyn . The third
time he took four of the German cavalry and twelve Prussians with
him, he came with them to a certain village in Sudovia ,

A bunch of coats of arms . This
coat of arms is very similar to others, that is to say with the
coats of arms of Janina, Czerwnia and Łagoda ,
after all, it comes from all of them [p. 162] differs
because Czerwnia has a square shield: Janina has a shield
in the middle of the second shield, Łagoda has a shield
divided by a line through the middle, while the Zgraja
has a war shield , but bare
as Okol describes
it. Volume. 3. fol . 330. and brings Biel
back. fol . 307. But neither the color of the shield
nor the helmet was described by this author, I would understand
that the shield should be white. This coat of arms was given
to a knight of the Zgraj family before
1410 . Before that, they wrote
from Kunraczyce , including Kazimierz
von Kunraczyce , the coat of arms of Zgraja ,
according to Długosz . This coat of arms was used by
the Gniewskis , see what I wrote about
them.
