Puchala . In the blue field a silver horseshoe, open
at the bottom, decorated at the top with a triple silver cross, but
the lower left bar is missing; Helmet decoration: three ostrich
feathers. Nothing is known about the origin of this coat of arms,
which was used as early as the 14th century . It is assumed that a
knight with the Pobog coat of arms , whose wife had the Prus coat
of arms , combined both coats of arms in this form. This coat of
arms is used by:
