These authors agree that this coat
of arms, which was acquired on this occasion: When one of the
Corvinus families took a large fortune, the heiress of the
only Pobóg coat of arms, he shaped his coat of arms so
that his horseshoe was his native raven with a ring added: and they
understand that Corvinus came to Poland from Hungary in search of
knightly fame, while in Hungary the Corvinus family from one of the
Roman families was widespread [p. 398]
Corvinus. I do not deny that Valerius
Corvinus Tribunus Militum was once famous in Rome,
for this reason he was called Corvinus. The Roman
hetman, Camillus , withdrew with the army against the
French, before the fight began, the French and his size and
strength challenged the brave, to a duel with himself, everyone out
of the Roman cavalry, Valerius appeared but when he tried to
stumble with the French, the raven did not know where he sat on his
helmet from, and with his wings and claws and his mouth he pressed

After all, not all people
living here use this coat of arms equally; and first
the Jurzyca and the Kamieńskis put a star under
the horseshoe. Olszewski does not have a star, but a second
cross in the middle, as it is and above:
the Suchodolscy family does not have a cross on the
shoulder of the horseshoe, only in the middle, and the raven is on
the shoe itself and on the helmet there is no raven, but three
ostrich feathers. The Wroblewskis do not attract Corvinus, but
rather on a crossbow that is stretched straight up with an arrow,
three ostrich feathers on the helmet.   



Zadarnowski , Sulima coat
of armsIn the Brześć Voivodeship, Fedor
Kot Zadarnowski once
flourished in Zadarnowo and Kotowce ,
inheritance, under Zygmunt. This
was called Ratold . After him, two brothers,
Teodor and Jan, moved
from Zadarnowo to Kupa in Bogusławice . Of
these, Teodora was killed during the battle
between Wierzchowicka and Moscow, but he left five
daughters with Kaczanowska . One for
Jerzy Buchowiecki , the other
for Jędrzej Śnieżek Błocki . Third for
Daniel Jahołkowski , fourth
for Stanisław Laskowski, fifth for Józef
Laskowski; and the son of Stefan who, after marrying
Katarzyna Laskowska , the daughter of Jędrzej ,
fathered her daughter Aleksandra, who later married
Jan Ancuta , the treasurer of Bielsko. He was the
son of Maciej Ancuta , the bishop of Vilnius, and the
brother of Jerzy Ancuta , the suffragan of
Vilnius. And four sons. The first, Daniel, had
Teofila Wierzbicka , a bailiff and regional ruler in
Brzeska. It was his first wife who gave him son Antoni and
three daughters. Secundo voto took
Teodora Okołowiczowa , the treasurer
of Orszańska , with her, there were no such
descendants. Tertio voto Marianna Buchowiecka ,
treasurer in Brzeska, had a son and a daughter with
her. Stefan's second son, Wojciech, repeated his
marriage vows , the first time with
Dorota Butkiewiczowska from Wołkowiski Poviat ,
the second time with a Pomarnacka widow
from Oszmiański Poviat , but he lived childless with both
of them. He was a chivalrous man, he served under the royal
banner in hussar style. Konstantyn , Stefan's third son,
Barbara Brzozowska Swordnikowna Kijowska , gave
birth to three sons, Antoni, Franciszek
and Wawrzyniec Societatis
Jesu. After Brzozowska he took
Barbara Niepokojczycka , the treasurer
of Brześćńska , from whom he had success, ignorance
in the order of salvation Captivorum , Józef, Teresa and
Gertrude. The fourth son, Piotr, swore
to Łabęcka the life from the Łuków country from
which the children were left: Jędrzej , Katarzyna,
Marianna and
