(1059 - 82) against the Russians, the Red Master Radwan
was entrusted with leading the vanguard. He pushed the river
Bug on such a strong enemy that a successful fight with
the - was the same out of the question. But in order
not to flee from the enemy, Radwan nevertheless decided to attack
with his small troops, and at the risk of finding death. He
was also gebeat and retreated and lost his flag. In order to
regroup his troops and lead them to another attack, he took a
church flag from the church of the village they had come to, which
was carried to his followers. When the Poles attacked again,
the enemy believed that they had received new influxes and withdrew
as quickly as possible, so that Radwan remained master of the
battlefield. The king gave the bicycle as an
off - drawing the church flag in the coat of arms, which
was named after him Radwan.

of the flag and the cross are missing, the flag is pierced in the
middle from bottom to top by an arrow, as a helmet ornament a raven
with the ring in its beak on one with the iron on the
right upright arrows, - the Kohalowski: instead
of the cross a lance tip with a flag, - the Krzyczewski:
like the Judycki, only the arrow is directed from top to bottom,
three ostrich feathers as
home decoration , - the Paszkiewicz and
Solokaj: instead of the cross an arrowhead , - the
Siemionowicz: replace the middle end of the flag with a
five-pointed star, - the Swiszewski: two flags on top of
each other, without crosses.

Legend has it that when Bolesław the Bold
was fighting the Ruthenians, the entrance commanded by Captain
Radwan unexpectedly encountered a large enemy army. The Poles
took up an unequal battle and even achieved some success at
first. The Rusyns managed to get the banner and kill the
ensign. After the loss of the banner, the Poles dispersed and
then Captain Radwan took the church banner from a nearby village
church, gathered the scattered soldiers around it and led them to a
new attack. The Ruthenians, who saw the new banner, thought it
was a new unit to fight against, and fled.

Both the former and current authors did
not forget the name of the Drewnowski family and included them in
the Junoszyce family, but they had no information about the
elementary origins of this house. - However, it should be
known that this name comes from the village of Drewnowa in the
Masovian Voivodeship of the Nurska Country. The house of the
Drewnowski family wrote and wrote to Dolecka in memory of their
ancestors, because the elementary burden of this domos
[p. 397] Scholarship from Bolesław to the Duke of Mazovia,
that was the name of Jan von Dolecko in this elementary
scholarship.   



In 1450. Bolesław, Duke of Mazovia, paid
tribute to Jan von Dolecek's merits and rewarded her with the name
of Przydanowo, fifty Chełmno gauge trawls, including a mile from
Nura in the Masovian Voivodeship, not far from the border with
Podlasie.



It is not known how long Jan, the heir to
the place, lived after taking over the estate granted to the
property. This in turn is undoubtedly a fact that in 1519,
when God gave Bolesław the privilege to include him in the Nurski
family's land registers, he no longer called his successor
Przydanów, but Drewnowo. We know that the last name of the
Przydanów estate was changed to Drewnowo at the very beginning
after it was awarded, and that immediately after this change, Jan's
successors from Dolecek took on the Drewnowski family's last
name. Since the Daćboga mentioned, a village has been called
Drewnowo Daćbogi to this day. A celebratory document with a
Gothic character from the Nurski land registers, which comes from
the Drewnowski family's paperwork, attests to
this.    



In order to later give birth to the
successors of Jan I, the progenitor of the house of the Drewnowski
family formed three separate arms from the elementary trunk, that
is, lines and nicknames were distinguished: this line, which we are
now talking about, was nicknamed Pupczyk. And although they
all mean a house, they use a coat of arms, they come from one
tribe, but they are so bred and multiplied that there are no
degrees of kinship between these lines. At that time, and when
the lines broke off, the elementary grant that served one was
divided into four parts, and each participant took a separate name
for the village, that is: Drewnowo Daćbogi, Drewnowo Ziemaki,
Drewnowo Lipskie and Drewnowo Gołyń. However, all these
villages or with separate surnames grew and formed from the
elementary equipment of the trawls 50.   



From this Drewnowo some people of the
same name moved to different voivodships: some of them to the
Kraków Voivodeship, others to the Lubelskie Voivodeship and the
Chełmińska Voivodeship, others to W. Ks. Litewski and Wołyński
Voivodeship where their estates are located Successors are still
located today. 



The rest of them settled in the

theologian: what should he take, and [p. 28] he used this
doctrine for the good of the church, wherever the bishop
called him to his church and, by looking after it, made him not
only skilful but living, holy and morally sincere theology a canon
in Cracow; for Jacek was a model and a torch of priestly
virtues, hot in service, beautiful in conscience, pure in body,
wise in community, pleasant and careful in conversation and very
exemplary in everything. Soon to Rome, for the needs of his
church, Iwo, the bishop, went with him and S. Jacek, where he was
when he met S. Dominik, who at that time admired, taught and worked
miracles by him ... done which leads to much remorse and
recovery; he asked him urgently; to send his brothers to
Poland with him. The holy man who loved increasing worship,
showed himself to Iwona willing to do one thing that he did
not have so many of his brothers and that he could do it too soon,
he asked if he had Poles that God would call to religious life and
give him for training. At this council the bishop paused and
found St. Jacek and others are Czesław, Herman German, Henryk
Morawianin, who ruled the entire court under the same bishop, as
evidenced by the tombstone of Iwona in S. Trinity. He
presented it with great joy to S. Dominikus, who accepted it into
his order in 1219 as the most popular historian of life. that,
Pruszcz.

360.) and he was not
wrong, because well educated in Dominik S.'s school, he grew up
quickly; and what others fail to achieve in such a life for
many years is in a year from virtue to virtue, with humble
obedience and self-denial. After a year with his companions,
after taking his already perfect religious vows, St. Dominic
is sent to Poland as the cornerstone and foundation for this
website. On the way alone he was idle with her, but S. drank
the mist with the love he was at school, he was fiery for the
salvation of human souls, zealous for the contempt of the world,
and he preached sermons in the city He touched people's hearts
so much, and towards [p. 29] by the wish of his teaching he
excited that they would not let him go from there until he had
established his law for them there and established them.

to pass a very fast and great river, the Dnieper, and it was
nowhere to transport, and there was no canoe, thank God he
crossed hers on dry feet Fluctuations. Severinus lib writes
about it. 1. cap. 13. Bzovius, Russel. There, near
Kiev, on a certain island on the Dnieper, he drove the devil out of
a tall tree with his stick, some of which are still idolaters who
bowed testify to these authors. Later he returned through
Prussian land to Krakow, where he awakened many people to a pious
life in Danzig with his teaching and a holy life, and there, after
he had founded his monastery, Benedict about it together with
brother Florian.

Prandota from Białaczów, Bishop of
Kraków, I talked about that in the first volume. Okolski calls
him the third son of Saul the second, but without a foundation I
would rather understand that he was the son of Radosław, already
mentioned above, since he left seven offspring, and Okolski did not
know anything about him.

B. Czesław after Bzovius in
Propag. and Okols., son of Eustachy, full brother of
Ś. Jacek, canon of Cracow and custodian of Sandomierski,
together with S. Jacek to the monastery of St. Dominika begged
him for a better virtue. Returning to Poland, he gained the
power of souls for God with his holy life, but later in Bohemia,
where St. Jacek was there in Prague in the monastery of his
order under the title of St. Clement, but presented himself to
the order of society .

Learn from what was said about that
time; that the ancestors of the Odrowąż family in Poland, some
of Konska's wills, and the Konecki family, others from Białaczów,
arose from them and the Białaczowscy and Strasz
families.

Władysław King Jagiellończyk, to eat with
his men, he came to Hungary, the Czechs who, after falling over the
mountains, defended their passage and passed the passage; from
Košice missed out on trips from Hungary, he hit the head, luckily
he defeated the enemy; But by treason, when he was having
dinner with the bishop of Agria, von Telef, in Košice, who was in
charge, this Telefus was captured because he wanted his rebellion
against Władysław the next day, [p. 37] to avenge the betrayal
of their leader, the army of Odrowaz, struck Teleph and captured
them alive. After the unfortunate defeat of Władysław Król in
Varna.

Jan von Sprowa, the archbishop of

However, not everyone who resides here
takes it in the same form as the Radwan coat of arms, and at first
the Dostoevskis do not put a curve over the banner, but instead a
ring, and in the helmet, an armed hand with a sword carried on
the right hand to shoulder.

Ostrów he
left five daughters, two sons, Jan and Stefan. John's two
sons, John and Nicholas, they died in our law. Stefan, a
son, ukasz, killed by the Tatars on the Smotryca River. Stefan
the Second settled in Podgorze with his wife Łowicka.

stolnik Nowogrodzki, whose daughter was married to Gabriel Babski
of the Radwan coat of arms. N. Mieleszko had behind him
Aleksandra, daughter of Aleksander Chrynicki, son Antoni, three
daughters, Anna Zmigrodzka, Marianna Olszamowsk [p. 398]
Mieleszko, Chamberlain of Podlasie, whose daughter Barbara gave two
silver candlesticks to our Przemysłki Church around

Daniel, his
grandson, with Prince Rożyński, a famous soldier who was shot
during the Moscow expedition, died near Mozajsk: his sons from
Wilkocka, Stanisław at Pereasław and Jan, who served knightly at
Łaszcz, were killed. Aleksander's brother Jan, a brave
husband, Wojciech the third.

John, her fourth brother, with Elżbieta
Drohojewska, and before her he had Buczacka, so Okolsk. the
same thing says that Łukasz Oleśnicki Podfilipska followed,
[p. 83] the daughter of judge Adam Podolski, this daughter:
Barbara, Mikołaj Lubieniecki, Wojski Zydaczewski,
Jadwiga, Jerzy Mrozowicki, Halicki's land writer, wife, he
left only three daughters, including Katarzyna, first Piotr
Zmiącki, then Piotr Charzyński, wife , Adam, his sons Marcin and
Antoni and daughters Barbara, Agnieszka and Marianna Charzyński.)
Katarzyna's other sister, Zofia, was behind Wojciech
Kołakowski. Third Helena, behind Aleksander
Petrykowski. General. jur. Krom from it
flourished. N. Oleśnicka Chamberlain von Sanock, wife of
Jędrzej Chwalibog. Anna a nun at All Saints' Day. in
Lviv. Anna Zofia, married in 1678 and their first wedding, was
married to Ludwik Działwicki of the Wieniawa coat of arms, the
castellan of Międzyrzecki, the Starost of Stawiszyński and the
voivode of Parnawski after Stanisław Karol
Koniecpolski. N. behind him he had Katarzyna
Domiechowska. Łukasz stolnik Drohicki, wife of Piekarska, the
voivode of Brześćńska of the Topór coat of arms.

There are also the Omiecińskis in the Lithuanian
principality, but I don't know whether this coat of
arms. Łukasz Omieciński, the treasurer of Czerski, his wife
Eleonora Jeziorkowska von Radwan Wappen, born in Drohojewska, of
whom his son Ignacy was baptized in our former monastery and his
daughter Anna Rozalia on the 5th and in Brody in Wołyń, showed them
significant since childhood Signs of holy life when
she refused to suck her breasts on Wednesdays, Fridays and
Saturdays, and with tears it was not possible to comfort her
as the figure of Jesus crucified. From childhood we
immediately learned the hours of the Immaculate Conception of the
Mother of God, the name of Jesus, the Rosary and the Passion of
Christ, the prayers of St. Brigitty, in her habit until her
death, asked her to refuse her every day, from what she deserved,
when she fell into a serious illness and no medicine could help and
she waited almost an hour for her last life, the saint visited her
of this illness Brigitta, and she asked her: Do you want to be
cured? To Anna, I want the Holy Virgin, I began to take her by
the holy hand and said that you have been healed, but that you
should be a daughter who, promising this, will recognize herself as
healthy, and the next the day she went from the village of Nakwasz
to Podkamień, half a mile on foot, to thank God for this
blessing, where she was bound by a firm decision in front of
the image of the Blessed Mother, a private vow of chastity before
God for eternal service [p . 102] did she, entered the Order
of St. Brigitte. But when she reached this state, she
initially tortured her body imaginatively, already with fasting on
bread and water, especially on Wednesdays, Fridays and Saturdays,
on Christmas Eve, when she should approach the secrets of the
altar, already kneeling and at night in prayer, already with hair
shirts and disciplines, sleeping on the bare ground. God
adorned this severity in itself with an even more peculiar
consolation than he showed her in prayer, which was in heavenly
brightness. When she was fourteen, her parents married her,
from whom Anna kept her tearful pleas, examples of worthy people,
but she had so much gain that she was stumbled upon by frequent
torment, beatings and threats. even if she got married in a
church where she was pushed too much against her: since she did not
want to live with her husband, she went to her parents'
house; until their marriage in the consistory was divorced,
she was sent back to the monastery by the bishop in 1730 and found
herself in the state she wished to practice everything in patience,
humility, obedience, meekness, prayer and other virtues that she
began to practice a new; but he brought an action to the court
for dowry, he pulled her out of the monastery gate in Lutsk, but
with the firm intention that she should return after the legal
interests had been settled; She waited longingly for a year
and a half, the last because of her court decision; at the
same time when you return to Volhynia it is from a cold, a broken
car after an overturn and a final illness where she receives holy
sacraments, having foretold the day of her death, she was
caught by the vision of the saints of God with met these words: In
your hands, Lord, I commend my spirit: she died in Kokorów in
1731. I0. In December she will be buried in our church in
Krzemieniec, where her unspoiled body lies, and God gives some
graces for her merits; the General Convocation of Warsaw in
1733 recommended seeking beatification by the Holy

The trimming of the coat of arms of
Trąby, in the Principality of Lithuania, some of them and Ostyks
write in the usual way in Rus, where the letters C and T are
usually put together. This house comes from Narymunt, the
great Lithuanian prince who was the son of Lizdejko, the son of
Wirszul, the Syrpuc, the son Grzegorz Ościk, the governor of
Vilnius, the marshal and the supreme hetman, and the last five
sons: Rak , Tokar, Niewier, Radziwiłł and Czasny or Stańko: they
went from Radziwiłł [p. 141] Radziwiłł, by Raka Dziewałtowscy,
as it was called in his place, and others. From Tokar the
Herburt family, the Iwaskiewicz family, the Pieckiewicz family and
the Komajewski family. There were two sons, Marcin and
Wojciech, from Niewia, but nobody writes about their descendants,
from Stanek or Czasny, Ościków familia, Ostyk, Syruc, Grzegorz,
this Ościk lived in 1413 when Hrodel took up residence on the Seym
and continued his successors Trąbki coat of arms, as attested
by Łask. stat. fol. 127. After all, neither there
nor any other titles were awarded to him, I have read them all with
my honor and in Stryikov. fol. 542.
White. fol. 313. Ościk the son of Grzegorz, whose
genealogy is Niewiadek Stanek, Kojał. Feliks, in my first
volume Grzegorz, Biel. fol. 364. Called John, the
castellan of Vilnius and the Starost, signed the Brzeski Peace
Treaty in Łask. in the stat. fol. 140. knowing that
he was wrong Kojał in MS. if he wants him in the same year as
voivode of Vilnius: because he himself wrote the second party of
the same Oscik in 1440, the castellan of Vilnius, when he did not
forfeit his brother after Sigismund's death, but Prince Kazimierz
in the Lithuanian principality, in 1421 the establishment of the
Żmudzki diocese, Kojał said. However, you know that he died in
1440, because the following year Michał Kiezgaiło was already
sitting on this chair, his sons after the same Kojał. there
were two: Jerzy and Stanisław, the latter also fathered two sons:
the first Stanisław, the second Grzegorz, the latter was the
voivode of Trotsky and the court marshal of Lithuania, with these
titles I read in 1511 Sigismund I in the book with the Title Law
and Privileges fol. 23, where he signed Grzegorz
Stanisławowicz Ościkowicz and approved the Staro Trocka Foundation
in the Abbatum Trocen series in 1517. and in 1499 at the court
of the Lithuanian court he kept the starosts of Merecki and
Onixtensk, the year of which, when he fought courageously against
Moscow at Wiedrussa, he was captured by them and rescued by the
authority of Queen Helena in 1508 ha. Tori held Helena even
when she wanted to ride from Poland to Moscow. I don't know,
however, says Kojałow. at MS. for what he is
uncle. lib. 23. Cap. 3. is called Bartoszewicz and
Paprocki and Bielski are Bartosławicz. His son Grzegorz
Wierszul Ościkowicz appeared in an ornamental community at the
coronation of Sigismund I in 1507. Uncle. lib. 23rd
century 1. I understand the Castellan of Vilnius as early as 1547.
He signed the cession of the Bielsko land, he still lived in 1553.
Princess Zasławska Jawnucianka, daughter of Michał, gave birth to
Jerzy Ościk, voivod of Mścisławski, behind him is from Stryjkowski
fol. recalled 772. [p. 142] that he was on an
expedition to Moscow with Filon Kmita, his wife from Moravia
Magdalena of Lomnica from an old and noble family; However,
she left him no offspring and after her death married Jędrzej
Cikowski from the Radwan coat of arms, the starost of the
royal courtier Ucieński. The second son of the same Zasławska,
Grzegorz, whose head was cut off for machinations with Moscow
in 1580, but his son Jan, so that his father's surplus would not
harm his father, was under the constitution of 1581. f 384.

However, it seems to
me that like many childless people died in this Jan house in
Ościków.

Michow. fol. 576. Maciej Radziwiłł Ościkowicz, Bishop of
Kiev, shepherd of great piety who seemed to appear from his face,
death 1546. Herburt also, 1499. On the list you will find the
signed Niemir Ostyk and his son Wojszund Radziwiłłzi fol. 663.
but as Kojałowicz in MS. these belonged neither to the Ościków
family nor to the Radziwiłł family. N. Ościkowicz, a deputy of
Sachmat Khan Zawolgski in 1452 but taken over by Ezingerej Khan
Przekopski, understands P. He was reassuring. that it was
Stanisław or Stanisław Ościk's brother. Grzegorz Ościk,
Nasiłowska Voivode of Witebska had with him, I understand that the
one who died in
