Black on the head and the same foreleg, the other half
is checked with red and white squares, his left leg is slightly
raised from the ground, five ostrich feathers on the helmet, that's
how he is described, Paproc. in fol. 1088. About the coat
of arms.

White. fol. 370. Jewels fol. 89. Following Długosz,
these authors agree on the following that the coat of arms came to
Poland from Meissen and that they acquired the name Wierusz out of
loyalty to his masters who were not undermined in Poland: this
author always uses Viri pacifici from them in Paprocki's house ,
and about them elsewhere. says: Qui in rebus arduis Regibus
Poloniae fide et constantia comprobati fuerunt, viri in ea domo
prudentes, sagaces, strengui; fortesque et in rei militaris
peritia excellentes semper fuerunt.

Libicki of the
Jelita coat of arms (vol. 11 pp. 270-272)



Libicki, Jelita coat of arms. The
name of the Libicki family, old in Poland, comes from the Counts of
Libiccy or the Libiczyńskis in the Czech Kingdom, the former Count
Sławnik, the father of the late Wojciech, Archbishop of
Gniezno, Erbe; whose beginnings in Poland, at the time of
Bolesław the Bold, the victor of the Czechs and other famous
nations, are marked in the Kraków Voivodeship on the Rybno property
in the Biecki district. They used the coat of arms of
Koźloroga like others in the Krakow Voivodeship, also in the
detached Szlązek and the Czech Republic, via the Okolski Tom I.
fol. 495. Koźlorogi had different names not only in
Wielkopolska, but also in Mała, such as Mokrski, Węgleszyński,
Pieniążek from Witowice, Koryciński, Pacanowski Sącygniowski,
Dziaduscy, Łukowski, Makowski and others whose genealogy is listed
by the Zamojski family. Those who appeared in [p. 271],
before and in the future, only the goat is sealed, as the
aforementioned author loco citato proves, who speaks of Wilczki's
Kozieł coat of arms. De his Historici 1239. (before Florian
Sariusz, and proclaimed Guts, 1331 after Długosz) he adds: In
Silesia, burgundy familia haec, quae ex Regno ibi cum bonis
acquisitis remansit. Notabit diligens lector alias familias
Nobilium, cum ob removediam loci non potui habere claram
certitudinem. Here, without going far, we have the Libicki
family from Kozlorogi Jelitczyk, of Jan Libicki, the heir in Rybno
in the Kraków Voivodeship, Biecki County, who married Marianna
Bychowska, the heiress of the Bychowki village in the Lubelskie
Voivodeship , housed, left Kraków in 1660 and fathered four sons
with her: Marcin, the captain of the Hungarian writer Jan
Kazimierz, King of Poland, who after lifelong contracts with Helena
Jakubowska had a son, Stanisław, comrade Cohortis hastatae, priest
[p. 272] the second Laurent, living with Mostowska, companion
of the tank banner, formerly Czarnecki, a field clerk of the
crown. - Duńczewski's
herbarium.             




Wilczek (Vol. 9 pp. 331-332)



Wilczek . Kozieł's coat of
arms. According to Paprocki, the house was powerful a few
hundred years ago, which, according to all historians, we find a
lot of mention about in the privileges of the crown. Here he
appointed Mikołaj Wilczek to the voivode of Sandomierz in 1239,
whom he should have from the monastic privilege, but [p. 332]
of whose monastery he does not say, and indeed, as I argued in the
first volume, Pakosław was sitting in that chair at the
time. Warcisław sentenced Sandomierski in 1364. He wants to
get out of the land registers and continues: These Wilczków
descendants in Silesia, and how long ago they were, I cannot know
enough, there are powerful people in this country and in your
state. Jan Ignacy Wilczek Wrocławskiej in Silesia Cathedral
Chancellor in 1668.
