- Jakub
Stanisław Albrecht recommended for his merits from the
parliamentary states for [p. 20] Stanisław August ennobled in 1786.

The shield of the coat of arms, divided lengthwise into two parts,
one of which on the right side has two fields, inclined diagonally
from the right side to the left side, equally distant from each
other. The second part, two others are measured, of the higher
ones, two partition balls, the bottom one encloses one; on the
Virgo helmet, crowned with a laurel crown, the old custom up to the
ears, and slightly tilted to the right ear; She rests one hand on
her side, and lifts the other up, also holding a laurel wreath on
her head. The color of the shield, fields, spheres, none described.

This coat of arms was given in Hetruria for a significant favor,
which he will recognize from here, because the Dukes of Florence,
heels; they also wear red spheres in their coat of arms in the
field with gold, over which the sixth sphere is blue; From this
center three lilies come out, above the helmet a crown of gold, on
the top of which a red lily, on this left leg stands a silver hawk,
in the right one holds a gold ring, and in its mouth a piece of
paper with golden letters written on it. Semper, always. In fact,
from Hetruria, that is the Florentine Duchy, this house came to us,
the witness is the letter of King Sigismund Augustus in 1566.
Dominik Alemann was given an indigenate in our crown; you will find
him in Paprocki's word for word. I am just quoting here as to what
information about this family can be used. Nobilis claraque;
Alemanniorum familia, Cujus splendor, et [pp. 21] benemerita in
Rempublicam, ita sunt in Ducatu Florentiae conspicua, ut multis
attestationibus ea in re non sit opus. Nam et domi apud suos, et
foris apud Reges Christianos, semper fuit, estque; adhuc familia
haec honoratissima, et in consilio publico, sententiis dicendis,
deliberationibusque; rerum expediendis, facile primum obtinuit,
obtinetque; locum: quod rebus gestis illius Reipubl. Historiisque;
there veteribus. quam recentioris memoriae facile comprobari
potest.

And you know this from the fact that it is not flattering, Zygmunt
August's testimony tells about them; for this house counted two
Roman cardinals. First Alemannus Adimarius Florentine from father
Philip Adimar Alemanni, mother of Olimpia Fortiguera born. First
bishop of Florence, archbishop of Tarentum in a year, at the end of
Pisan, when from John the twenty-third legation in France with
great delight in Rome, with no less daring he praised his bravery,
he took the cardinal's hat as a reward for his works. At the later
Pizański and Konstancjeński councils against the schismatics, the
Church of God was eagerly tearing apart: even in these rounds of
orthodox faith, with air, that is, as others want, poison in 1422.
He was infected and died. His body is buried in Rome. Purple docta
lib. 3.





The second Louis Alemannus of the Magalonian bishopric, went to the
Arelatean archbishopric, and soon Martin, the fifth Pope, clothed
him with the cardinal's purple. After the death of Eugene the Pope,
what he did not do! that it may bring the desired peace to the
church. Feliks Antipapa, he persuaded him to put the usurped papal
infula and to withstand the piles of other forces, he went to get
the crown of his works in 1450. The holiness of his life, the many
miracles that are happening in his body, are announced so that the
blind sight and speech, and the sick, and the sick, and the dead,
often take life upon his calling. These graces in Arelat, where his
body rests, connected, filled the right Book. Clement the seventh
Pope in 1527 says Ludovicus illustri genere natus, vitam caelibem,
castam, et immaculatam egit, purissimamque animam Deo, innumeris
virtutibus insignem, reddidit. - Purple docta lib. 3.
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
